On 7 November 2016, Caltex announced that it had entered into an agreement to purchase 
Milemaker Petroleum’s retail fuel business assets in Victoria for $95 million. 

The transaction will see Caltex acquire the business assets and take over operation of 46 service 
stations in Victoria, with the majority located in and around Melbourne. Caltex will also enter into 
long term leases for each of the sites with options out to 30 years. 

Caltex will inform the market upon completion of the transaction, now anticipated to occur next 
week.
