We’re sorry to see him depart and wish 

him all the best in his new role.” 

Ms Watkins said the Group Chief Financial Officer role would be subject to an internal and external search 

to identify a suitable candidate to replace Mr Roberts in 2020. 

Ms Watkins confirmed the end of 2019 will mark the completion of Amatil’s two-year transition period, with 

the company remaining committed to its Shareholder Value Proposition targeting a return to mid-single 

digit earnings per share (EPS) growth from 2020. 
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
