Management: Columbia University), is a Fellow of the Academy of Technological Sciences and Engineering 

(FTSE inducted 2016) and a Fellow of the Australian Institute of Company Directors (FAICD) 

Dr Doyle is also a Foundation Fellow of The Australian Association of Angel Investors (FAAAI) and the author 

of “Call a Business Angel”
