Dividend Reinvestment Plan

average of the daily volume weighted average price of units sold on the ASX in the 20 trading days before the
record date less a discount of 1.5% on the calculated price.

Unitholders may change their participation in the plan at any time. However, in order to be valid and effective
for a distribution payable, the election form to change participation must be submitted to the unit registry by
the day after the nominated record date for that distribution.
