The ASX has drawn the Company’s attention to possible breaches of the secondary trading 
provisions of the Corporations Act (Cth) 2001.  The Company intends to apply to the Court for 
declaratory orders and other relief to avoid shareholders being at risk in any way because of 
any inadvertent breaches of the secondary trading provisions. Pending the Court making the 
orders sought, the suspension of trading in the shares will remain in place. The Company 
expects to obtain orders from the Court prior to 24 September 2021. 

In the interim, AXP will keep shareholders updated on operational progress and all other 
statutory reporting obligations. The Board thanks shareholders for their support.
