1. BDO Auckland is the existing auditor of the Company and has indicated its willingness to continue
in office. Under section 207T of the Companies Act, BDO Auckland is automatically reappointed at
this Meeting as auditor of the Company. Resolution 1 authorises the Board to fix the auditor's
remuneration for the following year for the purposes of section 2075 of the Companies Act.

2. The Directors unanimously recommend that Shareholders vote in favour of this Resolution 1.

Resolution 2 - Rotation and re-election of Shelley Ruha as a Director

1. Resolution 2 seeks the re-election of the Director who is retiring by rotation. Pursuant to clause
