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2022 Full Year Results & Board Update 

 

26 August 2022 

The latter half of the 2022 financial year saw a very challenging investment environment, one which 
has not been witnessed for many a year.  As a result of this extremely challenging period, the Board 
of Fat Prophets Global Contrarian Fund Ltd (ASX: FPC) reports a loss of $9.189m from ordinary 
activities (after tax) for the financial year ending 30 June 2022. The Company’s Net Tangible Assets 
declined by 16.5% (net of fees and expenses) for the 12 months ending 30 June, 2022.   

Notwithstanding a positive taxable result, unrealised losses on open trading positions led to the overall 
loss as at 30 June of $9.189m. The selloff in markets was particularly significant in the last two months, 
with a large portion of these unrealised losses being incurred in June alone on the open positions.   

As per accounting standards, the reported accounting results include realised and unrealised gains 
and losses. As a result of the Company’s investment performance and being in an accounting loss 
situation as at 30 June 2022, the Company will not be declaring a final dividend for the 2022 financial 
year.  

The Board’s position on dividends remains that the objective is to deliver a stream of fully franked 
dividends to shareholders, provided the Company has sufficient profit reserves and franking credits, 
and it is within prudent business practices. This will be whilst adhering to the Company’s investment 
mandate. The Board was pleased to announce a fully franked interim dividend of 3.0 cents per share 
in February this year. 

By way of guidance the Board intends to pay dividends as soon as possible taking into account best 
accounting and prudent business practice. 

During the course of the financial year, FPC also launched the Equal Access Buyback (EABB), which 
although has only been taken up by a small number of shareholders, the Board views the EABB as a 
key liquidity structure that gives shareholders the ability to effectively sell their FPC shares at a small 
discount to post-tax NTA, a price that is often more advantageous than the FPC share price on offer 
via ASX.  The Board’s intention is to seek (via AGM resolution) permission from shareholders to 
extend the EABB for another 12 months.  

Our CIO, Angus Geddes, will detail more on the investment performance, the portfolio and positioning 
for the coming months in the CIO letter. 
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Last, the FPC AGM will be held at Fat Prophets office at 2.30pm on 24 November, on behalf of the 
Board, we look forward to seeing you there.

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Portfolio Managers Report  

Dear Shareholders, 

The full year results through to June 30 2022 were 
disappointing for the Fund. The second half of the 
financial year was however one of the worst on 
record in the past three decades in terms of 
performance for financial markets. Since the 
reporting date, we have seen a strong rebound in 
US and global equities from heavily oversold 
conditions that persisted in June. Despite the rally, 
we continue to see challenging times ahead over 
the next few quarters, but this could be a period of 
great opportunity.  

We believe there is a strong likelihood that markets 
will be tested again in the third quarter. Companies 
could soon start facing falling sales prices as 
inflation moderates but also stagnant revenue 
growth as profits and margins come under 
pressure from high labour costs and shifting 
consumer spending patterns. Downward earnings revisions could have investors once again 
questioning valuations, with markets yet again looking relatively expensive on a forward multiple and 
“priced to perfection” in terms of what the US Federal Reserve will do next in its attempt to control 
inflation.  

Despite the recent rally (driven in large part by short covering and low investor positioning) we are yet 
to also see capitulation on scale with previous US bear markets. Meanwhile the Fed appears to be 
not finished yet with interest rate hikes, as evidenced by the overheating labour market, despite easing 
inflationary pressure. The bond market has diverged markedly from stocks with the yield curve now 
prominently inverted. In the past 50 years during every single cycle, recession has always ultimately 
arrived.  

Global growth is slowing in Europe and the UK which appear on the cusp of recession. We also 
continue to see significant downside risks in China, which might be currently underestimated by the 
markets. The property contagion has continued to spread and deepen, with consumers no longer 
responding as they have in the past to government stimulus. China’s slowdown comes amid 
persistent lockdowns and restrictive measures enforced by zero Covid-19 policies. Covid-19 remains 
a key risk to China’s widely expected growth rebound over coming quarters. On this front, we think 
consensus expectations could be wide of the mark.   

While the zero Covid-19 policy is widely expected to end when the Chinese leadership is finalised 
later this year, we hold some doubt. At present, the portfolio is positioned very defensively, and we 
look to volatility laying directly ahead for financial markets but also a time of opportunity.

1. Valuation and existence of investments

Why significant How our audit addressed the key audit matter 

As at 30 June 2022, the carrying value of 
financial assets was $35.72m which 
represented 86% of the Company’s Net Assets, 
as disclosed in Note 2(e) and Note 13 of the 
financial report. 
The financial assets consist of Australian and 
International equities held at fair value through 
profit and loss. Accordingly, the fluctuations in 
investment valuation are recognised in the 
statement of profit or loss and other 
comprehensive income.  
Given the nature and principal activity of the 
Company being to invest in listed securities, 
combined with the quantum of investments 
held, we have identified that the valuation and 
existence of these investments to be a KAM. 

Our work included, but was not limited to, the 
following procedures: 

Performing a reconciliation of the
investments balance from the 30 June 2021
balance, taking into consideration purchases,
sales and other relevant transactions and
agreed the sum to the 30 June 2022 balance.
Agreeing investment quantity holdings at 30
June 2022 to independent third party
sources.
Agreeing all the listed equities investment
prices to independent market pricing sources
as at 30 June 2022.
Obtaining a report on whether the controls
over investment purchases and sales
transactions were suitably designed and
operated effectively for the year and
assessed the report.

Why significant How our audit addressed the key audit matter 

The management calculations are based on 
the portfolio Net Asset Value and made with 
related parties therefore heightening the 
inherent risk associated with these balances,
as disclosed in Note 9(a) of the financial report. 
For the year ended 30 June 2022, the 
Company has recognised management fees of 
$697K. 
Given the nature of the various inputs and 
complexity of the management fee 
calculations, we have determined that the 
accuracy and completeness of this balance to 
be a key audit matter. 

Our work included, but was not limited to, the 
following procedures: 

Recalculating management fees recognised
in accordance with the terms outlined in the
prospectus.
Testing key inputs used in the calculation of
the management fees and performed an
independent assessment.
Assessing the adequacy of the disclosure of
the management fees in the financial report.

Other Information 

Other information is financial and non-financial information in the annual report of the Company which 
is provided in addition to the Financial Report and the Auditor’s Report. The Directors are responsible 
for Other Information in the annual report. 

The Other Information we obtained prior to the date of this Auditor’s Report was the Director’s report. 
The remaining Other Information is expected to be made available to us after the date of the Auditor’s
