Total Group AUM increased by approximately USDO0.9 billion over the quarter to 30 September 2022. Key highlights are:

= Lighthouse Investment Partners (“Lighthouse”) AUM increased USDO.2 billion to USD14.6 billion. Whilst net flows were relatively
flat, growth was driven by positive investment performance across various products. This is an excellent result given the extremely
negative performance of equity and fixed income markets since the beginning of the calendar year. Various Lighthouse strategies
performed strongly against relevant indices, in particular:

= Mission Crest, our platform hedge fund implementing a global macro strategy, returned 10.96%?2 for the nine months
to 30 September 2022; and

= North Rock, our platform hedge fund implementing a global relative value equity strategy, returned 5.25%?2 for the nine
months to 30 September 2022.

=  NGI Strategic managers also delivered growth over the quarter, with ownership-adjusted AUM increasing by USDO.6 billion and
total firm level AUM increasing by USD3.6 billion for the September 2022 quarter to end at USD8.6 billion and USD48.7 billion
respectively. This was due to a combination of:

= the inclusion of NGI’s 18.2% share of the AUM for Invictus Capital Partners (USD3.0 billion and USDO.5 billion
respectively), following the acquisition of a minority stake in this manager in August 2022; and

= growth across the NGI Strategic managers, with a 1.3% increase in combined AUM (ex-Invictus) for the period.

. Longreach Alternatives continues to demonstrate solid growth, and has seen good performance in its various alternative
strategies, particularly in its energy related assets.

Hedge Fund Research HFRX Equity Hedge Index: This HFRX Equity Hedge Index
measures the performance of the hedge fund market. Equity hedge strategies maintain
positions both long and short in primarily equity and equity derivative securities. A wide
variety of investment processes can be employed to arrive at an investment decision,

including both quantitative and fundamental techniques; strategies can be broadly
diversified or narrowly focused on specific sectors and can range broadly in terms of
levels of net exposure, leverage employed, holding period, concentrations of market
capitalizations and valuation ranges of typical portfolios.

S&P 500 TR Index: This index includes 500 leading companies in leading industries of
the US economy. Although the S&P500® focuses on the large-cap segment of the
market, with approximately 75% of coverage of US equities, it is also an ideal proxy for
the total market. S&P 500 is part of a series of S&P US indices that can be used as
building blocks for portfolio construction.

MSCI AC World Daily TR Gross USD: A free float-adjusted market capitalization
weighted index that is designed to measure the equity market performance of
developed and emerging markets. The MSCI ACWI consists of 45 country indices
comprising 24 developed and 21 emerging market country indices.

Barclays US Agg Gov/Credit Total Return Value Unhedged USD: An unmanaged
market-weighted index, comprised of government and investment grade corporate
debt instruments with maturities of one year or greater.

91-Day Treasury Bill: A short-term debt obligation backed by the US government with
a maturity of 91 days. T-bills are sold in denominations of USD1,000 up to a maximum
purchase of USD5 million and commonly have maturities of one month (28 days), three
months (91 days), six months (182 days), or 1 year (364 days).
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
