Resolutions 1to 3

RESOLUTIONS 1 TO 3 RELATE TO THE RE-ELECTION
OF DIRECTORS

Rule 8.1(e) of HTAL's Constitution requires that any director
appointed by the Board since the last annual general
meeting plus one-third of the remaining directors, retire
from office at each annual general meeting. Directors
retiring pursuant to Rule 8.1(e) are eligible for re-election.

In addition, ASX Listing Rule 14.4 provides that a director
must not hold office (without re-election) past the third
annual general meeting since the director was last elected
to office or for three or more years. Additionally, a director
appointed to fill a casual vacancy or as an addition to the
board must not hold office (without election) past the next
annual general meeting of the entity.

HTAL seeks to maintain a high-quality Board with the
skills and experience to represent shareholders in the
context of its investment in a large scale and complex
telecommunications business. Each of the Directors
proposed for re-election has been assessed by the Board
of the Company as having the necessary skills, experience,
and expertise to be recommended to shareholders

for re-election.

Resolution 1

RE-ELECTION OF MR BARRY ROBERTS-THOMSON
AS A DIRECTOR

Barry Roberts-Thomson, aged 73, has been a Director since
February 1989 and was Managing Director of HTAL from

its inception in 1989 until September 2001. In his capacity
as Deputy Chairman, Mr Roberts-Thomson represents
HTAL in government relations and strategic projects.

Mr Roberts-Thomson has also served as a director of TPG
Telecom Limited (formerly Vodafone Hutchison Australia
Limited) from 2001 until his resignation in July 2020 and he
also serves as a director on HTAL's subsidiary, Hutchison 3G
Australia Holdings Pty Limited.

Mr Roberts-Thomson is a Non-Executive Director, but is not
considered to be independent.

She is an independent non-executive
director of Hong Kong Exchanges and Clearing Limited
since 2020. She previously served as a member of

the Listing Committee of the SEHK, the Joint Liaison
Committee on Taxation of the Law Society of Hong Kong,
the Committee on Real Estate Investment Trusts of the
Securities and Futures Commission, the Trade and Industry
Advisory Board, the Court of The Hong Kong University
of Science and Technology and the Appeal Boards Panel

He has been a commissioner
of PT Duta Intidaya Tbk since 2018. The aforementioned
companies are either the ultimate holding company of HTAL,
or subsidiaries or associated companies of CKHH of which
Mr Lai has oversight as director of CKHH. He was a director
of Vodafone Hutchison Australia Pty Limited (now known as
TPG Telecom Limited) from 2016 to 2020. Mr Lai has over
35 years of management experience in different industries.

- by a person as proxy for a person entitled to vote in
accordance with a direction on the Voting/Proxy Form
and the vote is not cast on behalf of a member of the
KMP or the KMP’s closely related parties; or

- by the Chairman of the meeting as proxy for a person
entitled to vote in accordance with an express authority
to vote undirected proxies as the Chairman sees fit
even if the resolution is connected, directly or indirectly,
with the remuneration of a member of the KMP.
