The Gryphon Capital Income Trust (ASX Code: GCl) is a listed trust designed to provide investors with
sustainable, monthly income (Target Return equal to RBA Cash Rate + 3.50% pa) through exposure to the
Australian Securitisation market. This asset-class, primarily consisting of Residential Mortgage-Backed
Securities (RMBS) and Asset Backed Securities (ABS), is a key pillar of the Australian fixed income market.
