(b) disclose, in relation to each reporting period, whether such a review has taken place.

Recommendation followed. The Company’s Risk Management Policy sets the framework for risk management
and review of the risk management framework. The Risk Management Policy has been included in
recommendation 7.1.
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In the reporting period, the Board has completed a structured review of the Company’s risk management
framework and key corporate risk in accordance with the Audit and Risk Committee Charter. The Board as a
whole addresses individual risks as required on an ongoing basis and has formally reviewed the risk register.

Recommendation 7.3
A listed entity should disclose:

(a) ifit has an internal audit function, how the function is structured and what role it performs; or

(b) if it does not have an internal audit function, that fact and the processes it employs for evaluating and
continually improving the effectiveness of its governance, risk management and internal control
processes.

Recommendation followed. Resolution Minerals is committed to understanding and managing risk and to
establishing an organisational culture that ensures risk management is included in all activities, decision making
and business processes. The Company does not have a formal internal audit function due to its size.

The ongoing mitigation and management of key business risks is an item addressed by the Board as a whole.
Operational, financial, legal, compliance, strategic and reputational risks continue to be managed primarily by the
Managing Director, the Chief Financial Officer and the Geology Manager as a part of the day-to-day
management of the Company’s affairs. Where appropriate, these risks are managed with the support of relevant
external professional advisers.

The company undertakes an ongoing review of its safety and environmental risks and report this aspect to the
Board at each board meeting.

Recommendation 7.4

A listed entity should disclose whether it has any material exposure to environmental or social risks and, if it
does, how it manages or intends to manage those risks.

Recommendation followed. The Company undertakes mineral exploration activities and, as such, faces risks
inherent to its business, including, environmental and social risks, which may materially impact the Company’s
ability to create or preserve value for security holders over the short, medium or long term.

One of the Company’s core values is safety; it prioritises safety and health to people, the environment and
community. The Company views sustainable and responsible business practices as an important long term driver
of performance and shareholder value and is committed to transparency, fair dealing, responsible treatment of
employees and partners and positive interaction with the community.

The Company has in place an ongoing review of its safety and environmental risks and plans to report on this
aspect to the Board at each board meeting.

PRINCIPLE 8 - REMUNERATE FAIRLY AND RESPONSIBLY
Recommendation 8.1
The board of a listed entity should:

(a) have a remuneration committee which:
a. has at least three members, a majority of whom are independent directors; and
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b. is chaired by an independent director,
and disclose:

the charter of the committee;

c. as atthe end of each reporting period, the number of times the committee met throughout the
period and the individual aftendances of the members at those meetings; or

(b) ifit does not have a remuneration committee, disclose that fact and the processes it employs for setting
the level and composition of remuneration for directors and senior executives and ensuring that such
remuneration is appropriate and not excessive.

Recommendation not followed. The Company has established a Remuneration Committee to assess and
review the Company’s remuneration levels and structure. The Remuneration Committee currently comprises one
executive director and two non-executive directors. All of the members of the Remuneration Committee are not
independent directors, and the committee is not chaired by an independent director, Mr Chessell.

The Remuneration Committee Charter is located at Remuneration Committee Charter.

The Committee’s members and their relevant qualifications and experience, the number of times the Committee
met throughout the reporting period and the attendance of the Committee’s members at those meetings are set
out in the 2023 Annual Report.

Recommendation 8.2

A listed entity should separately disclose its policies and practices regarding the remuneration of non-executive
directors and the remuneration of executive directors and other senior executives.

Recommendation followed. The Company’s policies and practices regarding the remuneration of non-
executive directors and the remuneration of executive directors and other senior executives are set out in the
Remuneration Report contained in the Annual Report. A copy of the 2023 Annual Report is located on the
company’s website when released.

Recommendation 8.3
A listed entity which has an equity-based remuneration scheme should:

(a) have a policy on whether participants are permitted to enter into transactions (whether through the use
of derivatives or otherwise) which limit the economic risk of participating in the scheme; and
(b) disclose that policy or a summary of it.

Recommendation followed. The Company has an equity-based remuneration scheme. The Company’s
Securities Trading Policy provides that participants in the scheme must not enter into any transaction which
would have the effect of hedging or otherwise transferring to any other person the risk of any fluctuation in the
value of any unvested equity interest.
