Mr Gray’s previous board experience includes Director of the Australian Submarine Corporation, executive Director
at the WA Institute of Medical Research and Board Member of the Perth Astronomical Observatory. He is currently a
member of the Independent Parliamentary Expenses Authority.

In 1966 Mr Gray settled in Whyalla where his family still lives.
