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EXPLANATORY STATEMENT
Financial Statements and Reports

The Corporations Act requires the Annual Report (which includes the
Financial Statements and Directors’ Declaration), the Directors’ Report
and the Auditor’s Report in respect of the financial year of the Company
ended 30 June 2024 to be laid before the 2024 AGM. There is no
requirement for a formal resolution on this item. However, attending
Shareholders will be given an opportunity at the meeting to ask questions
and make comments on these reports and on the business, operations
and management of the Company. Shareholders who have submitted
questions in writing will have those questions answered during the
meeting.

1. Resolution 1. - Adoption of Remuneration Report

The Directors’ Report for the year ended 30 June 2024 contains a
Remuneration Report (pages 18-29) which sets out the policies of the
Company for, and applicable to the remuneration of its officers and
senior employees, and details the remuneration paid fo its officers and
senior employees in the financial year ended 30 June 2024.

Section 250R(2) of the Corporations Act requires a listed company to put
a resolution to its members, at its AGM, that its Remuneration Report be
adopted. The Corporations Act expressly provides that the vote on any
such resolution is advisory only and does not bind the Directors of the
Company.

Resolution 1 is put to the Shareholders at the AGM in fulfilment of the
obligations of the Company under section 250R(2) of the Corporations
Act.

Shareholders attending the AGM will be given a reasonable opportunity
to ask questions about, or make comments on, the Remuneration Report.
Shareholders who have submitted questions in writing will have those
questions answered during the meeting.

Please read the information under the heading ‘Undirected Proxies’
which (among other things) deals with the chair’s voting of proxies on the
resolution to adopt the Remuneration Report.

2. Resolution 2. - Re-election of Director David Prescott

Clause 52.1(c) of the Company’s Constitution requires that at each
Annual General Meeting one-third of the Directors must retire from office.
A Director appointed during the year, either to fil a casual vacancy or as
an additional Director, is not faken into account in determining those
Directors who must retire by rotation.

David Prescott, retires by rotation and is eligible for re-election at the
Annual General Meeting on 24 October 2024. In accordance with clause
52.3 of the Company’s Constitution, David Prescott has submitted himself
for re-election af the Annual General Meeting as a Director. The Board
considers David Prescott to be a non-independent Director under the
ASX Corporate Governance Principles and Recommendations, as per
Guideline 2.3. Details of David Prescott’s skills and qualifications are set
outin the 2024 Annual Report.

The remaining Directors recommend to Shareholders that Mr Prescott be
re-elected as Director.

The Chair intends to vote undirected proxies in favour of this Resolution 2.
