The Company is a listed investment company established to provide investors with the opportunity to
invest in a diversified portfolio of listed global infrastructure securities, with the primary objective of
providing shareholders with long-term capital growth and dividend income.

The Company's registered office and principal place of business is Level 25, 91 King William Street,
Adelaide SA 5000.

The Company recorded a profit after tax of $49.5 million for the period to 31 December 2024 compared
with a $3.9 million loss in the previous corresponding period. The increase in profit was primarily due to an
increase in both realised net gains and valuations of investments in the portfolio.

Reported profit can be volatile as it includes changes in the portfolio's market value from period to period,
in addition to realised gains and losses from the sale of investments. This element of income is more
volatile than operating revenue from the dividends and distributions received from the investments in the
portfolio.

Net tangible asset backing per ALl share was $2.65 as at 31 December 2024, compared with $2.37 as at
30 June 2024 and $2.30 as at 31 December 2023.

A fully franked final dividend of 5.0 cents per share for the year ended 30 June 2024 was paid on
27 September 2024.

On 21 February 2025, the Directors declared a fully franked interim dividend of 4.0 cents per share (2024:
4.0 cents per share fully franked) to be paid on 28 March 2025.

Level 2: inputs other than quoted prices included within Level 1 that are observable for the asset or
liability, either directly or indirectly; and

Level 3: inputs for the asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (unobservable
inputs).

(a) Fair value in an active market (Level 1)

The fair value of financial assets and liabilities traded in active markets is based on their quoted
market prices at the end of the reporting period without any deduction for estimated future selling
costs. The quoted market price used for financial assets and liabilities held by the Company is the
last traded price.

The Company values its investments in accordance with the accounting policies set out in Note 2
to the financial statements. For the majority of its investments, the Company relies on information
provided by independent pricing services for the valuation of its investments.

A financial instrument is regarded as quoted in an active market if quoted prices are readily and
regularly available from an exchange, dealer, broker, industry group, pricing service, or regulatory
agency, and those prices represent actual and regularly occurring market transactions on an arm’s
length basis.

(b) Valuation techniques used to derive Level 2 and Level 3 fair value

The fair value of financial assets and liabilities that are not exchange-traded in an active market
is determined using valuation techniques. These include the use of recent arm’s length market
transactions, reference to the current fair value of a substantially similar other instrument,
discounted cash flow techniques, option pricing models or any other valuation technique that
provides a reliable estimate of prices obtained in actual market transactions.

Where discounted cash flow techniques are used, estimated future cash flows are based on
management’s best estimates and the discount rate used is a market rate at the end of the reporting
period applicable for an instrument with similar terms and conditions.

For other pricing models, inputs are based on market data at the end of the reporting period.

The fair value of derivatives that are not exchange traded is estimated at the amount that the
Company would receive or pay to terminate the contract at the end of the reporting period taking
into account current market conditions (volatility and appropriate yield curve) and the current
creditworthiness of the counterparties. The fair value of a forward contract is determined as a net
present value of estimated future cash flows, discounted at appropriate market rates as at the
valuation date.

Some of the inputs to these models may not be market observable and are therefore estimated
based on assumptions.

The output of a model is always an estimate or approximation of a value that cannot be determined
with certainty, and valuation techniques employed may not fully reflect all factors relevant to the
positions the Company holds. Valuations are therefore adjusted, where appropriate, to allow for
additional factors including liquidity risk and counterparty risk.
