NSX Limited Corporate Activities (“NSX”) 

 The net cash outflows for the quarter was $1,267,000 (previous quarter: inflow $321,000).   

 The difference between the net cash balances as at 31 December 2016 and 31 December 2015 was a net 

outflow of $1,900,000.   

 Cash receipts from customers were $464,000 in the quarter compared to the previous December 2015 

quarter of $186,000 or an increase of $278,000. 

 The increase in cash outflows was due to payment of redundancies during the quarter for staff in the 

Melbourne and Newcastle offices, the costs of the development of the NSX offices at Bligh Street, Sydney 

and CAPEX associated with the establishment of the NSX trading platform in a new data centre in Sydney. 

In relation to the Bligh Street office NSX expects to recoup $272,764 as part of the fitout arrangements.

During the quarter: 

 From 1 October 2016 until 31 December 2016 four companies were approved to list with several 

applications pending at the end of the quarter.

As part of the National Stock Exchange of Australia Limited's Australian Financial Markets Licence, NSX 
operates investor Compensation Arrangements in accordance with Part 7.5 Division 3 of the 
Corporations Act 2001.  The minimum cover required by the Licence is $800,000.  The sources for the 
cover is a Fidelity Fund and also a Letter of Credit as allowed by the Act.  The Fidelity Fund currently 
has over $520,000 on deposit. To support the Letter of Credit the National Stock Exchange of Australia 
Limited has provided a cash deposit of $700,000.  There is currently excess funds to the cover required 
in the compensation arrangements.  The cash balances for the Fidelity Fund are not consolidated with 
NSX accounts above. 

As part of the IR Plus Securities Exchange Limited's (IR Plus) Australian Financial Markets Licence, IR 
Plus operates investor Compensation Arrangements in accordance with Part 7.5 Division 3 of the 
Corporations Act 2001.  The minimum cover required by the Licence is $1,000,000.  The sources for 
the cover is a Fidelity Fund and also a Letter of Credit as allowed by the Act.  The Fidelity Fund currently 
has over $50,000 on deposit.  To support the Letter of Credit NSX Limited has provided a cash deposit 
of $1,000,000 on behalf of IR Plus.  There is currently excess funds to the cover required in the 
compensation arrangements.  The cash balances for the Fidelity Fund are not consolidated with NSX 
accounts above. 

Therefore $1,700,000 is not available cash for use by the NSX Group as working capital.  Interest 
earned from the cash deposits is available for working capital purposes.   

Item 5.8 - General Settlement Participant Requirements 

As part of the requirements for the National Stock Exchange of Australia (NSXA) to be registered as a 
General Settlement Participant for the purposes of ASX Settlement Pty Ltd Operating Rules (ASXOR 
4.3.13) NSX has to lodge a Settlement Bond in the form of a Bank Guarantee with ASX Settlement.  The 
amount of the settlement bond is $500,000 and is used to compensate ASX Settlement if and only if 
NSX, as a Settlement Participant, breaches any rule that causes ASX Settlement to suffer or incur any 
losses or damages as a result of that breach.   
 
Therefore $500,000 is not available cash for use by the NSX Group as working capital.  Interest 
earned from the cash deposits is available for working capital purposes.
