« Stapled structures are commonly used in capital intensive businesses like infrastructure and property

 Large initial and ongoing capital investment and debt funding, leads to accounting losses during the early years of the project due to amortisation.
These accounting losses prevent the payment of dividends to shareholders. Stapled structures allow the payment of distributions to
securityholders during this time.

« Stapled structures ensure the Australian Taxation Office (ATO) collects tax, at the investor level, despite tax losses being generated in the early
years of a project

» The majority of Transurban’s Australian operating assets are structured as a stapled Company/Trading Trust (which operates the road and
collects tolls — Operating Entity) and an Asset Trust (which operates as a passive investment vehicle — Asset Trust)

» Each Asset Trust is classified as a flow-through trust, the distributions from which are taxable in the hands of investors
