As an
experienced public company Chair and non-executive director, Sonia Petering will be well placed
to lead the Board on the next phase of QANTM's journey following my retirement.”

Ms Petering said, “On behalf of the Board I extend our gratitude to Richard for his tireless
leadership over the last five years. The business is in a strong position with a very exciting
period of growth and change ahead of us and the Board looks forward to working with our
incredible people to embrace that growth and change".

A further announcement will be made when timing for Mr England’s retirement and Ms Petering’s
commencement as Chair of the Board has been finalised.
