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We successfully grew our technology revenue by 37%, driven
by the scaling of our LEXI solutions, iCap network
monetization, and encoding revenue streams. This increase in
higher margin revenue led to a 24% increase in EBITDA to
reach $4.1 million.

Our accomplishments this year have set a strong foundation
for future growth and the core focus for FY25 is to grow via
three strategic pillars:

* Extend the leadership of Al-Media's technology products
beyond the US market to European and Asian broadcasters;

* Increase sales to government and enterprise customers
with tailored LEXI products; and

* Innovate and enhance technology solutions to capture a
greater share of the emerging Al language services market
beyond captioning and translation, including LEXI Audio
Description, LEXI Voice and LEXI Dubbing.
