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What is a generic drug?

Therapeutic Goods Administration (TGA) — Australia

“A generic medicine is an additional brand of an existing medicine. It contains the same active ingredient (the
chemical that makes the medicine work) as the existing medicine.

Apart from containing the same active ingredient, generic brands also have to be 'bioequivalent’. That is, if you take
the same dose of a generic medicine as an existing medicine, the same amount of active ingredient is absorbed by
your body over the same period of time.”

Food and Drug Administration (FDA) — United States

“A generic drug is a medication created to be the same as an already marketed brand-name drug in dosage form,
safety, strength, route of administration, quality, performance characteristics, and intended use. These similarities
help to demonstrate bioequivalence, which means that a generic medicine works in the same way and provides the
same clinical benefit as the brand-name medicine. In other words, you can take a generic medicine as an equal
substitute for its brand-name counterpart.”
