Explanatory Memorandum

Introduction

This Explanatory Memorandum is provided to shareholders of Oakridge International Limited ACN 122
203 196 (Company) to explain the Resolutions to be put to Shareholders at the Annual General Meeting to
be held at Suite 3, Level 3, 89 Pirie Street, Adelaide, South Australia.

The Directors recommend Shareholders read the accompanying Notice of Meeting and this Explanatory
Memorandum in full before making any decision in relation to the Resolutions.

ITEM 1 Consider the Company’s annual report

The Company’s Annual Report comprising the Directors’ Report and Auditors’ Report, Directors’ Declaration,
Consolidated Statement of Comprehensive Income, Consolidated Statement of Financial Position,
Consolidated Statement of Changes in Equity, Consolidated Statement of Cash Flows and notes to and
forming part of the financial statements for the Company and its controlled entities for the financial year ended
30 June 2024 were dispatched to Shareholders and released to the ASX Limited on 29 August 2024. The
Company’s Annual Report is placed before the shareholders for discussion. No voting is required for this item.

ITEM 2 (Resolution 1): Re-election of Peter Whelan as a director

Peter Whelan retires in accordance with Rule 40.1 of the Company’s Constitution and, being eligible, offers
himself for re-election as a Non-executive Director.

Mr Whelan was appointed as a director on 29 January 2021.

Mr Whelan is a Chartered Accountant with over 50 years’ experience as a professional accountant. He has
held positions as Managing Partner and Chairman of Partners of a major mid-tier accounting firm in South
Australia. He practiced mainly in the areas of corporate advisory and audit. Mr Whelan has extensive
experience as an auditor and adviser in the aged care and retirement living sectors. He has also prepared
experts reports for capital raisings and company listings.

Mr Whelan is currently a member of the Board and Finance Committee of a major South Australian charity

that provides affordable accommodation to those in need, a member of the Adelaide Motorsport Festival
Advisory Board and a director of a family business operating in the retail clothing and foot-wear sector.

The Directors (with Mr Whelan abstaining) recommend that you vote in favour of Resolution 1.
ITEM 3 (Resolution 2): Remuneration Report

The Board has submitted its Remuneration Report to Shareholders for consideration and adoption by way of
a non-binding Advisory Resolution in accordance with section 250R of the Corporations Act.

The Remuneration Report is set out in the Directors’ Report section of the Annual Report. The Remuneration
Report, amongst other things:

(@) explains the Board’s policy for determining the nature and amount of remuneration of Key
Management Personnel of the consolidated entity;

(b)  explains the relationship between the Board’'s remuneration policy and the Company’s performance;
(c) sets out remuneration details for each Key Management Personnel of the consolidated entity
including details of performance related remuneration and options granted as part of remuneration;

and

(d) details and explains any performance conditions applicable to the remuneration of Key Management
Personnel of the Company.



A reasonable opportunity will be provided for discussion of the Remuneration Report at the meeting.

The Directors unanimously recommend that Shareholders vote in favour of adopting the Remuneration
Report. A vote on this Resolution 2 is advisory only and does not bind the Directors or the Company.

There are restrictions on members of the Key Management Personnel and their Closely Related Parties and
their proxies voting (in any capacity) on Resolution 2, details of which are set out in the Voting Exclusion
Statement.

Shareholders should be aware that any undirected proxies given to the Chair will be cast by the Chair and
counted in favour of the Resolutions the subject of this Meeting, including Resolution 2, subject to compliance
with the Corporations Act. In exceptional circumstances, the Chair of the Meeting may change his/her voting
intention on any Resolution, in which case an ASX announcement will be made.

ITEM 4 (Special Resolution 3): Approval of 10% Placement Facility

General

The Company is seeking Shareholder approval to issue an additional 10% of issued capital over a 12 month
period pursuant to Listing Rule 7.1A. If passed, this resolution will allow the Company to allot and issue up
to the number of new Equity Securities calculated in accordance with Listing Rule 7.1A.2 (Placement
Securities) each at an issue price of at least 75% of the volume weighted average price (VWAP) for the
Company’s Equity Securities in that class (calculated over the last 15 days on which trades in the Equity
Securities are recorded immediately before the date on which the price at which the Placement Securities
are to be issued is agreed, or if the Placement Securities are not issued within ten trading days of that date,
the date on which the Placement Securities are issued) (Issue Price).

This approval is sought pursuant to Listing Rule 7.1A. Under Listing Rule 7.1A, small and mid cap listed
entities that meet the eligibility threshold and have obtained the approval of their ordinary shareholders by
special resolution at the annual general meeting, are permitted to issue an additional 10% of issued capital
over a 12 month period from the date of the annual general meeting (Additional 10% Placement). The
Additional 10% Placement under Listing Rule 7.1A is in addition to the ability of the Company to issue 15%
of its issued capital without shareholder approval over a 12 month period pursuant to Listing Rule 7.1. The
Company may issue the Placement Securities to raise funds for the Company and as non-cash consideration
(further details of which are set out below). Funds raised from the issue of Placement Securities, if
undertaken, would be applied towards its existing business, review and development of new business
opportunities and to provide working capital to the Company.

1. Listing Rule 7.1A
(a) General

(1) Eligibility
An entity is eligible to undertake an Additional 10% Placement if at the time of its annual general
meeting it has a market capitalisation of $300 million or less and it is not included in the
S&P/ASX300 Index.

For illustrative purposes only, on 23 August 2024 the Company’s market capitalisation was $1.89
million based on the closing trading price on that date. The calculation of market capitalisation
will be based on the closing price of the shares, on the last trading day on which trades in the
shares were recorded before the date of the AGM, multiplied by the number of shares on issue
(excluding restricted securities and securities quoted on a deferred settlement basis). The
Company is also not included in the S&P/ASX300 Index as at the time of this AGM.

The Company is therefore as at the date of this Notice an ‘Eligible Entity’ as defined under the
Listing Rules and is able to undertake an Additional 10% Placement under Listing Rule 7.1A.

In the event that the Company for any reason ceases to be an Eligible Entity after the Company
has already obtained shareholders’ approval pursuant to this Resolution 3, the approval obtained
will not lapse and the Company will still be entitled to issue the Placement Securities.

(2) Special Resolution
Listing Rule 7.1A requires this Resolution 3 to be passed as a Special Resolution, which means
that it must be passed by at least 75% of the votes cast by members entitled to vote on the
resolution. Pursuant to Listing Rule 7.1A, no Placement Securities will be issued until and
unless this Special Resolution is passed at the meeting.

(3) Shareholder approval
The ability to issue the Placement Securities is conditional upon the Company obtaining
shareholder approval by way of a Special Resolution at the meeting.

10% Placement Period - Listing Rule 7.1A.1

Assuming Resolution 3 is passed, Shareholder approval of the Additional 10% Placement under Listing
Rule 7.1A is valid from the date of the AGM and expires on the earlier to occur of:

(1) the date that is 12 months after the date of the AGM; or
(2) The time and date of the entity’s next annual general meeting; or

(3) the date of the approval by shareholders of a transaction under Listing Rule 11.1.2 (a significant
change to the nature or scale of activities) or 11.2 (disposal of main undertaking); or

or such longer period if allowed by ASX.

If approval is given for the issue of the Placement Securities then the approval will expire on 21
November 2025, unless Shareholder approval is granted pursuant to Listing Rules 11.1.2 or 11.2 prior
to that date.

Calculation for Additional 10% Placement - Listing Rule 7.1A.2

Listing Rule 7.1A.2 provides that Eligible Entities which have obtained shareholder approval at an annual
general meeting may issue or agree to issue, during the 12 month period after the date of the annual
general meeting, a number of Equity Securities calculated in accordance with the following formula:

D is 10 percent.

The Company could issue 2,699,790 shares on the date of
the meeting (however, it is important to note that the exact number of Equity Securities which may be
issued will be calculated in accordance with the formula contained in Listing Rule 7.1A.2 details of which
are set out above). Any issue of Placement Securities will have a dilutive effect on existing
Shareholders.

Final date for issue - Listing Rule 7.3A.1
