Case Study: Alfred Health

Independent Study on Miya Precision Benefits

In 2023, Alfred Health introduced electronic patient journey boards (EPJBs) to 38 inpatient wards at The Alfred, Caufield and
Sandringham hospitals. As part of the deployment, the Digital Health CRC & Monash University were engaged to conduct a study on
the benefits of EPJBs. The study was conducted over 12 months capturing a series of baseline metrics to compare and evaluate impact.

1. Efficiency in bed allocation
