FINAL MEETING CLEARS WAY FOR PRODUCTION PERMIT

The Directors of Bassari Resources Ltd (“BSR”) are pleased to announce
the successful completion of the Environmental Impact Study (“EIS”)
process in relation to the Bassari-WATIC JV Makabingui Gold Project in
Senegal.

The process involved the preparation of independent environmental
studies on the development of the project and the mine rehabilitation
program.
