A copy of the Annual Report for the financial year ending 30 June 2015 (which incorporates the Company's 
financial report, reports of the Directors (including the Remuneration Report) and the auditor’s report) is not 
enclosed as there is no longer a requirement for the Company to incur the printing and distribution cost 
associated with doing so for all shareholders.

Except for as set out in 
Resolution 1, no resolution is required on these reports.  
 
 
Resolution 1: Adoption of Remuneration Report 
 
Section 250R(3) of the Corporations Act requires that a resolution to adopt the remuneration report must be put 
to the vote at the Annual General Meeting. The vote on this Resolution is advisory only and does not bind the 
Directors or the Company.  
 
The Remuneration Report is set out in the Directors’ Report in the Company’s 2015 Annual Report. The 
Remuneration Report sets out the Company’s remuneration arrangements for the Directors and senior 
management of the Company. 
 
In accordance with Section 250SA of the Corporations Act 2001, Shareholders will be provided with a 
reasonable opportunity to ask questions concerning, or make comments on, the remuneration report at the 
Annual General Meeting.  
 
The Corporations Act requires the Company to put a resolution to Shareholders that the In accordance with 
Division 9 of Part 2G.2 of the Corporations Act, if twenty five per cent (25%) or more of votes that are cast are 
voted against the adoption of the Remuneration Report at two consecutive Annual General Meetings, 
Shareholders will be required to vote at the second of those Annual General Meetings on a resolution (a “spill 
resolution”) that another meeting be held within 90 days at which all of the Company’s Directors (other than the 
Managing Director) must go up for re-election.  
 
It is noted that at the Company’s last Annual General Meeting, the votes cast against the remuneration report 
represented less than twenty five per cent (25%) of the total votes cast and accordingly, a spill resolution will 
not under any circumstances be required for the Annual General Meeting.  
 
The Directors will consider the outcome of the vote and comments made by Shareholders on the Remuneration 
Report at the Meeting when reviewing the Company’s remuneration policies. 
 
Board Recommendation  
 
The Board encourages all eligible Shareholders to cast their votes in favour of Resolution 1 (Remuneration 
Report).

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Resolution 2: Re-election of Mr Nigel Harvey as a Director of the Company 
 
The Constitution of the Company requires that at every annual general meeting, one-third rounded down to the  
nearest whole number of the Directors, shall retire from office and provides that such Directors are eligible for  
re-election at the meeting. Mr Harvey has been a Director since 2 July 2009, and was last elected as a Director 
at the Company's 2009 Annual General Meeting. He retires by rotation and, being eligible, offers himself for re-
election. 

 
Mr Harvey has worked two decades in the financial and commodity markets for the international energy banks 
The Chase Manhattan Bank, Barclays Bank and JPMorganChase (Director - Head of Asia Pacific Energy 
Derivatives) and more recently Macquarie Bank (Division Director - Energy Markets). He worked initially in 
credit and corporate finance but mainly in treasury divisions. There he gained extensive crude oil and energy 
products markets, derivatives, risk management and wider commodity and financial derivatives and markets 
experience. He focussed on delivering tailored risk management and hedging solutions for producers, airlines 
and other clients across the Asia Pacific. He has since developed an independent market risk consulting 
practice. His previous background of almost a decade in business journalism covering the Middle East, its oil 
sector and related topics equipped him with strong industry knowledge. He is a member of the Australian 
Institute of Company Directors and the Society of Petroleum Engineers. 
 
Board Recommendation 
 
The Board (with Mr Nigel Harvey abstaining) recommends that shareholders vote in favour of the election of Mr 
Nigel Harvey.  The Chairman of the meeting intends to vote undirected proxies in favour of Mr Nigel Harvey’s 
election. 
 
 
Resolution 3: Election of Mr Carl Dumbrell as a Director of the Company 
 
Mr Carl Dumbrell was appointed as a director on 3 July 2015 as a casual vacancy and is eligible for election. 
 
Mr Dumbrell is a partner of a Sydney accounting firm with 20 years’ experience in taxation, assurance services 
and capital markets in Australian and England. Mr Dumbrell has extensive experience with mining, and oil and 
gas companies.   He is actively involved in capital market transactions in Australia, Asia and London. Mr 
Dumbrell has a Bachelor of Commerce and Masters of Taxation Law; he is a Chartered Accountant in Australia, 
England & Wales, as well as being a Chartered Tax Advisor and Registered Company Auditor in Australia. 
 
Board Recommendation 
 
The Board (with Mr Carl Dumbrell abstaining) recommends that shareholders vote in favour of the election of Mr 
Carl Dumbrell.  The Chairman of the meeting intends to vote undirected proxies in favour of Mr Carl Dumbrell’s 
election. 
 
 
Resolution 4: Ratification of Prior Share Issue 
 
The Company is seeking Shareholder approval to ratify the issue of 37,500,000 fully paid ordinary shares to 
professional and sophisticated investors, as part of the Company’s capital raising announced in October 2015, 
and that were issued on 6 October 2015.  
 
ASX Listing Rule 7.4 provides that a company may reinstate its capacity to issue up to 15% of the ordinary 
securities on issue in a 12 month period if shareholders ratify the previous issue of securities and the issue did 
not breach Listing Rule 7.1. 
 
ASX Listing Rule 7.5 requires that the following information be provided to shareholders for the purpose of 
obtaining shareholder approval pursuant to ASX Listing Rule 7.4:

(e) the funds raised will enable the Company for general working capital purposes and to maintain and/or 
assist the Company’s funding of its EP847 Derby Block and Gippsland Basin work program. 

Board Recommendation 
 
The Board unanimously recommends that the Shareholders vote in favour of Resolution 4. 
 
Voting Exclusions 
 
The Company will disregard any votes cast on this resolution by any person who participated in the issue and 
any associates of those persons. 
 
However the Company need not disregard a vote if it is cast by a person as a proxy for a person who is entitled 
to vote, in accordance with the directions on the proxy form; or it is cast by the person chairing the meeting as 
proxy for a person who is entitled to vote, in accordance with a direction on the proxy form to vote as the proxy 
decides.

2015. This placement was a condition of Mr Dumbrell joining the Board and may be considered in the light of 
the agreement that he is only to be paid Director’s fees as from 1 January 2016. 
 
ASX Listing Rule 7.4 provides that a company may reinstate its capacity to issue up to 15% of the ordinary 
securities on issue in a 12 month period if shareholders ratify the previous issue of securities and the issue did 
not breach Listing Rule 7.1. 
 
ASX Listing Rule 7.5 requires that the following information be provided to shareholders for the purpose of 
obtaining shareholder approval pursuant to ASX Listing Rule 7.4:

Resolution 6:   Approval of 10% Placement Facility 

  

Listing Rule 7.1A enables eligible entities to issue Equity Securities up to 10% of its issued share capital 
through placements over a 12 month period after the annual general meeting ("10% Placement Facility"). The 
10% Placement Facility is in addition to the Company's 15% placement capacity under Listing Rule 7.1.  
 
An eligible entity for the purposes of Listing Rule 7.1A is an entity that is not included in the S&P/ASX 300 Index 
and has a market capitalisation of $300 million or less. The Company is an eligible entity.  
 
The Company is now seeking shareholder approval by way of a special resolution to have the ability to issue 
Equity Securities under the 10% Placement Facility.  
 
The exact number of Equity Securities to be issued under the 10% Placement Facility will be determined in 
accordance with the formula prescribed in Listing Rule 7.1A.2 (see below).  
 
The Company continues actively seeking to increase work on its current exploration assets and reviewing new 
potential projects and investments. Should the Company utilise the 10% Placement Facility, it intends to use the 
funds to acquire new resource assets or investments, to conduct further work on its current projects or to meet 
additional working capital requirements.  
 
Board Recommendation

Description of Listing Rule 7.1A  
 
(a)  Shareholder approval  
 
The ability to issue Equity Securities under the 10% Placement Facility is subject to shareholder approval by 
way of a special resolution at an annual general meeting. This means it requires approval of 75% of the votes 
cast by shareholders present and eligible to vote (in person, by proxy, by attorney or, in the case of a corporate 
shareholder, by a corporate representative). 
 
(b)  Equity Securities  
 
Any Equity Securities issued under the 10% Placement Facility must be in the same class as an existing quoted 
class of Equity Securities of the Company.  
 
The Company, as at the date of the Notice, has on issue three classes of Equity Securities, Shares, unlisted 
Options and Performance Rights.  
 
(c)  Formula for calculating 10% Placement Facility  
 
Listing Rule 7.1A.2 provides that eligible entities which have obtained shareholder approval at an annual 
general meeting may issue or agree to issue, during the 12 month period after the date of the annual general 
meeting, a number of Equity Securities calculated in accordance with the following formula:

under Listing Rules 7.1 and 7.4. This does not include an issue of fully paid shares under the 
entity's 15% placement capacity without shareholder approval;  

 
(D)  less the number of fully paid shares cancelled in the 12 months.  

 
Note that A is has the same meaning in Listing Rule 7.1 when calculating an entity's 15% placement capacity.  
 
D  is 10%  
 
E  is the number of Equity Securities issued or agreed to be issued under Listing Rule 7.1A.2 in the 12 

months before the date of the issue or agreement to issue that are not issued with the approval of 
shareholders under Listing Rule 7.1 or 7.4.

The actual number of Equity Securities that the Company will have capacity to issue under Listing Rule 7.1A will 
be calculated at the date of issue of the Equity Securities in accordance with the formula prescribed in Listing 
Rule 7.1A.2  
 
(e)  Minimum Issue Price  
 
The issue price of Equity Securities issued under Listing Rule 7.1A must be not less than 75% of the VWAP of 
Equity Securities in the same class calculated over the 15 trading days immediately before:  
 

(i)  the date on which the price at which the Equity Securities are to be issued is agreed; or  
(ii)  if the Equity Securities are not issued within 5 trading days of the date in paragraph (i) above, 

the date on which the Equity Securities are issued.  
 
(f)  10% Placement Period  
 
Shareholder approval of the 10% Placement Facility under Listing Rule 7.1A is valid from the date of the annual 
general meeting at which the approval is obtained and expires on the earlier to occur of:  
 

(i)  the date that is 12 months after the date of the annual general meeting at which the approval is 
obtained; or  

(ii)  the date of the approval by shareholders of a transaction under Listing Rules 11.1.2 (a 
significant change to the nature or scale of activities) or 11.2 (disposal of main undertaking),  

 
(10% Placement Period).  
 
Listing Rule 7.1A  
 
The effect of Resolution 6 will be to allow the Directors to issue the Equity Securities under Listing Rule 7.1A 
during the 10% Placement Period without using the Company’s 15% placement capacity under Listing Rule 7.1.  
 
Resolution 6 is a special resolution and therefore requires approval of 75% of the votes cast by Shareholders 
present and eligible to vote (in person, by proxy, by attorney or, in the case of a corporate Shareholder, by a 
corporate representative).  
 
 
Specific information required by Listing Rule 7.3A  
 
Pursuant to and in accordance with Listing Rule 7.3A, information is provided in relation to the approval of the 
10% Placement Facility as follows:  
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(a)  The Equity Securities will be issued at an issue price of not less than 75% of the VWAP for the 

Company's Equity Securities over the 15 trading days immediately before:  
 

(i) the date on which the price at which the Equity Securities are to be issued is agreed; or

(b)  If Resolution 6 is approved by Shareholders and the Company issues Equity Securities under the 10%

The table has been prepared on the following assumptions:  
 

- The Company issues the maximum number of Equity Securities available under the 10% Placement 
Facility.  
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- No Listed Options (including any Listed Options issued under the 10% Placement Facility) are

- The issue price is $0.004, being the closing price of the Shares on ASX on 22 October 2015.
