RISK FACTORS
Introduction

The Securities offered under this Prospectus should be considered as highly
speculative and an investment in the Company is noft risk free.

The Directors strongly recommend that prospective investors consider the risk
factors set out in this Section 5, together with all other information contained in this
Prospectus.

The future performance of the Company and the value of the Securities may be
influenced by a range of factors, many of which are largely beyond the control
of the Company and the Directors. The key risks associated with the Company’s
business, the industry in which it operates and general risks applicable to all
investments in listed securities and financial markets generally are described
below.

The risks factors set out in this Section 5, or other risk factors not specifically referred
to, may have a materially adverse impact on the performance of the Company
and the value of the Securities. This Section 5 is not inftended to provide an
exhaustive list of the risk factors to which the Company is exposed.

Before determining whether to invest in the Company you should ensure that you
have a sufficient understanding of the risks described in this Section 5 and all of
the other information set out in this Prospectus and consider whether an
investment in the Company is suitable for you, taking into account your objectives,
financial situation and needs.

If you do not understand any matters contained in this Prospectus or have any
gueries about whether to invest in the Company, you should consult your
accountant, financial adviser, stockbroker, lawyer or other professional adviser.

Company specific

Additional requirements The Company’s capital requirements depend on numerous

for capital factors. Depending on the Company's ability to generate
income from its operations, the Company may require further
financing. Any additional equity financing will dilute
shareholdings, and debt financing, if available, may involve
restrictions on financing and operating activities. If the Company
is unable to obtain additional financing as needed, it may be
required to reduce the scope of its operations and scale back its
exploration programmes as the case may be. There is however
no guarantee that the Company will be able to secure any
additional funding or be able to secure funding on terms
favourable to the Company.

Acquisition and The Company has to date and will continue to actively pursue

divestment of projects and assess other new business opportunities. This may involve the
divestment of non-core assets, the acquisition of other projects
or assets or other new business opportunities such as joint
ventures, farm-ins, or direct equity participation.

The acquisition of projects or other assets (whether completed or
not) may require the payment of monies (as a deposit and/or
exclusivity fee) after only limited due diligence and prior to the
completion of comprehensive due diligence. There can be no
guarantee that any proposed acquisition will be completed or
successful.

already advanced may not be recoverable, which may have a
material adverse effect on the Company.

If a non-core asset is divested or an acquisition is completed, the
Directors will need to reassess, at that fime, the funding allocated
to current projects and new projects or assets, which may result
in the Company reallocating funds from other projects and/or
the raising of additional capital (if available). Furthermore,
notwithstanding that an acquisition may proceed upon the
completion of due diligence, the usual risks associated with the
new project/business activities will remain.

Furthermore, if a new investment or acquisition by the Company
is completed, ASX may require the Company fo seek
Shareholder approval and to meet the admission requirements
under Chapters 1 and 2 of the ASX Listing Rules as if the Company
were a new listing. There would be costs associafed in re-
complying with the admission requirements. The Company may
be required to incur these costs in any event, were it fo proceed
to seek to acquire a new project which is considered to result in
a significant change to the nature or scale of ifs existing
operations.

If a new investment or acquisition is not completed, then the
Company may not be in a position to comply with the ongoing
ASX Listing Rules, which includes but is not limited to, maintaining
a sufficient level of operations and financial position. Given the
nature of resource exploration, this may also occur if the
Company abandons and/or relinquishes a project which is no
longer considered viable. Any divestment of non-core assets or
new project or business acquisition may change the risk profile of
the Company, particularly if any new project acquired is located
in another jurisdiction, involving a new commodity and/or
changes to the Company’'s capital/funding requirements.
Should the Company propose or complete a divestment of non-
core assets or the acquisition of a new project or business activity,
investors should re-assess their investment in the Company in light
of the Company’s changed circumstances.

The Company is subject to the risk that changes in the status of
any of the Company’s joint ventures (including changes caused
by financial failure or default by a participant in the joint venture)
may adversely affect the operations and performance of the
Company.

Specifically, the Company has a joint venture agreement with
Coniston Pty Ltd in respect of the exploration projects in Namibia.
Additionally, the Company holds an 70% interest in the
exploration projects in Canada through its shareholding of
Cobalt Resources Pty Ltd (Cobalt), with Newfound Pty Ltd holding
the remaining 30% interest in Cobalt. Where a joint venture
partner or minority shareholder does not act in the best
commercial interest of the joint venture or the company (as
applicable) or otherwise fails to comply with its contractual
obligations, it could have a material adverse effect on the
interests of the Company.

Mining and exploration tenements are subject to periodic
renewal. The renewal of the term of granted tenements is subject
to compliance with the applicable mining legislation and
regulations and the discretion of the relevant mining authority.
Renewal conditions may include increased expenditure and
work commitments or compulsory relinquishment of areas of the
tenements. The imposition of new conditions or the inability to
meet those conditions may adversely affect the operations,
financial position and/or performance of the Company. The
Company has recently successfully renewed its tenements in

Australia and Canada, but it currently in the process of seeking
the renewal of its Exclusive Prospecting Licences in Namibia.

The Company considers the likelihood of renewal of the
tenements in Namibia to be high as it has progressed these
projects in line with proposals it has submitted to the government.
The Company is also planning to submit mining license
applications on the key assets within its tenements that are
subject to renewal applications. However, the consequence of
non-renewal of granted tenements for reasons beyond the
control of the Company could be significant.

Mineral Resources Mineral Resource estimates are expressions of judgement based

estimates on knowledge, experience and industry practice. The Company
has a currently reported Inferred Mineral Resource in respect of
its Abenab Project. Estimates which were valid when originally
calculated may alter significantly when new information or
techniques become available. In addition, by their very nature,
resource estimates are imprecise and depend to some extent on
interpretations, which may prove to be inaccurate. As further
information becomes available through additional fieldwork and
analysis, the estimates are likely to change. This may resulf in
alterations to development and mining plans which may, in furn,
adversely affect the Company's operations.

Sovereign risk The Company's key projects are located in Namibia, Canada
and Australia. Possible sovereign risks associated with operating
in Namibia and Canada include, economic, social or political
instability or change, hyperinflation, changes of law affecting
foreign ownership, government participation, taxatfion, working
conditions, rates of exchange, exchange control, exploration
licensing, export dutfies, repatriafion of income or return of
capital, environmental protection, mine safety, labour relations
as well as government confrol over mineral properties or
government regulations that require the employment of local
staff or contractors or require other benefits to be provided to
local residents. Any fufure material adverse changes in
government policies or legislation in Namibia or Canada that
affect foreign ownership, mineral exploration, development or
mining activities, may affect the viability and profitability of the
Company.

No assurance can be given regarding future stability in

Namibia, Canada or any other country in which the Company
may, in the future, have an interest.

Exploration The mineral tenements of the Company are at various stages of

exploration, and potential investors should understand that
mineral exploration and development are high-risk undertakings.

There can be no assurance that exploration of these tenements,
or any other tenements that may be acquired in the future, will
result in the discovery of an economic ore deposit. Even if an
apparently viable deposit is identified, there is no guarantee that
it can be economically exploited.

The future exploration activities of the Company may be affected

The exploration costs of the Company are based on certain
assumptions with respect to the method and timing of exploration.
By their nature, these estimates and assumptions are subject to
significant uncertainties and, accordingly, the actual costs may
materially differ from these estimates and assumptions.
Accordingly, no assurance can be given that the cost estimates
and the underlying assumptions will be realised in practice, which
may materially and adversely affect the Company’s viability.

The operations of the Company may be affected by various
factors, including failure to locate or identify mineral deposits,
failure to achieve predicted grades in exploration and mining,
operational and technical difficulties encountered in mining,
insufficient or unreliable infrastructure such as power, water and
transport, difficulties in commissioning and operating plant and
equipment, mechanical failure or plant breakdown,
unanticipated metallurgical problems which may affect
extraction costs, adverse weather conditions, industrial and
environmental accidents, industrial disputes and unexpected
shortages or increases in the costs of consumables, spare parts,
plant and equipment.

In the event that any of these potential risks eventuate, the
Company's operational and financial performance may be
adversely affected. No assurances can be given that the
Company will achieve commercial viability through the successful
exploration and/or mining of its tenement interests. Until the
Company is able to realise value from its projects, it is likely to incur
ongoing operating losses.

Possible future development of a mining operation at any of the
Company's projects is dependent on a number of factors
including, but not limited to, the acquisition and/or delineation of
economically recoverable mineralisation, favourable geological
conditions, receiving the necessary approvals from all relevant
authorities and parties, seasonal weather patterns, unanticipated
technical and operational difficulties encountered in extraction
and production activities, mechanical failure of operating plant
and equipment, shortages or increases in the price of
consumables, spare parts and plant and equipment, cost
overruns, access to the required level of funding and contracting
risk from third parfies providing essential services.

If the Company commences production, its operations may be
disrupted by a variety of risks and hazards which are beyond its
confrol, including environmental hazards, industrial accidents,
technical failures, labour disputes, unusual or unexpected rock
formations, flooding and extended interruptions due to inclement
of hazardous weather conditions and fires, explosions or
accidents. No assurance can be given that the Company will
achieve commercial viability through the development or mining
of its projects.

The risks associated with the development of a mine will be
considered in full should the projects each that stage and will be
managed with ongoing consideration of stakeholder interests.

The operations and proposed activities of the Company are
subject to State and Federal laws and regulations concerning the

environment. As with most exploration projects and mining
operations, the Company's activities are expected to have an
impact on the environment, particularly if advanced exploration
or mine development proceeds. It is the Company's intentfion fo
conduct its activities to the highest standard of environmental
obligation, including compliance with all environmental laws.

Mining operations have inherent risks and liabilities associated with
safety and damage to the environment and the disposal of waste
products occurring as a result of mineral explorafion and
production. The occurrence of any such safety or environmental
incident could delay production or increase production costs.
Events, such as unpredictable rainfall or bushfires may impact on
the Company's ongoing compliance with environmental
legislation, regulations and licences. Significant liabilities could be
imposed on the Company for damages, clean up costs or
penalties in the event of certain discharges into the environment,
environmental damage caused by previous operations or non-
compliance with environmental laws or regulations.

The disposal of mining and process waste and mine water
discharge are under constant legislative scrutiny and regulation.
There is a risk that environmental laws and regulations become
more onerous making the Company’s operations more expensive.

Approvals are required for land clearing and for ground disturbing
activities. Delays in obtaining such approvals can result in the
delay to anticipated exploration programmes or mining activities.

The Company's access to its tenements may be affected by
landholder and pastoralist approvals, native fitle rights and/or the
terms of native fitle agreements. While the Company intends to do
those things necessary to minimise these risks, it cannot guarantee
that the access it has fo tenements in which it has an inferest will
remain unfettered in the future.

Changes in commodity prices of base and precious metals, which
in the past have fluctuated widely, will affect the profitability of the
Company's operations and its financial condition in the future, if
and when the Company entfers production. The Company's
revenues, profitability and viability would depend on the market
price of base and precious metals produced from the Company’s
projects. The market prices of base and precious metals is set in
the world market and is affected by numerous industry factors
beyond the Company’'s confrol including the demand,
expectations with respect to the rate of inflation, interest rates,
currency exchange rates, the demand for base and precious
metals and industrial products containing metals, base and
precious metals production levels, inventories, cost of substitutes,
changes in global or regional investment or consumption patterns,
and sales by central banks and other holders, speculators and
procedures of base and precious metals in response to any of the
above factors, and global and regional political and economic
factors.

Should the Company eventually enter a production phase, a
decline in the market price of base and precious metals below the
Company's production costs for any sustained period would have
a material adverse impact on the profit, cash flow and results of
operations of the Company’s projects and anticipated future
operations. Such a decline also could have a material adverse
impact on the ability of the Company to finance the exploration
and development of its existing and future mineral projects. A
decline in the market price of base and precious metals may also
require the Company to write-down its material reserves which
would have a material adverse effect on the value of the
Company's securities.

battery metal sales decline, the Company may experience
liguidity difficulties. The Company will also have to assess the
economic impact of any sustained lower prices on recoverability
and therefore, on cut-off grades and the level of any future
mineral reserves and resources.

In relation to tenements which the Company has an interest in or
will in the future acquire such an interest, there may be areas over
which legitimate common law native title rights of indigenous
people exist. If native title rights do exist, the ability of the Company
to gain access to tenements (through obtaining consent of any
relevant landowner), or to progress from the exploration phase to
the development and mining phases of operations may be
adversely affected.

There are significant exploration and operating risks associated
with exploring for battery metals, including adverse weather
conditions, environmental risks and fire, all of which can result in
injury to persons as well as damage to or destruction of the
extraction plant, equipment, production facilities and other
property.

in the short fo medium ferm by the economic uncertainty caused
by COVID-19. Further, any governmental or industry measures
faken in response to COVID-19 may adversely impact the
Company's operations and are likely to be beyond the control of
the Company.

The effects of COVID-19 on the Company's Share price and global
financial markets generally may also affect the Company's ability
to raise equity or debt or require the Company to issue capital at
a discount, which may in turn cause dilution to Shareholders or the
COVID-19 pandemic may also give rise to issues, delays or
restrictions in relafion to land access and the Company's ability fo
freely move people and equipment to and from exploration
projects may cause delays or cost increases.

The Directors are monitoring the situation closely and have
considered the impact of COVID-19 on the Company's business
and financial performance. However, the situation is continually
evolving, and the consequences are therefore inevitably
uncertain. In compliance with its continuous disclosure obligations,
the Company will continue to update the market in regard to the
impact of COVID-19 on its revenue channels and any adverse
impact on the Company. If any of these impacts appear material
prior to close of the Offers, the Company will notify investors under
a supplementary prospectus.

Adverse changes in government policies or legislation may affect
ownership of mineral interests, taxafion, royalfies, land access,
labour relations, and mining and exploration activities of the
Company. It is possible that the current system of exploration and
mine permitting in Namibia or Canada may change, resulting in
impairment of rights and possibly expropriation of the Company’s
properties without adequate compensation.

The current evolving conflict between Ukraine and Russia (Ukraine
Conflict) is impacting global economic markets. The nature and
extent of the effect of the Ukraine Conflict on the performance of
the Company remains unknown. The Company's Share price may
be adversely affected in the short to medium term by the
economic uncertainty caused by the Ukraine Conflict.
