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Introduction

The directors and management of Diatreme Resources Limited (“Diatreme” or “the Company”) are
committed to following the principles issued by the Australian Securities Exchange (“ASX”)
underpinning corporate governance best practice.

The Company has a written agreement in place with each director and senior
executive which sets out the term of their appointment. Any material
variations to written agreements with directors are disclosed to the ASX.
