The engines will include Orbital UAV’s proprietary FlexDI® direct injection fuel system and FlexECU™ 

engine control unit – incorporating patented technology that delivers benchmark performance when run 

on the military’s preferred kerosene-based fuels, JP-5 and JP-8. 

“We continue to witness the increasing strategic significance and growing demand for tactical UAV 

capability around the globe, and particularly the Asia Pacific region. Within APAC, several nations are 

exploring or developing their own sovereign capability in the tactical UAV domain. The military 

requirement for equipment to run on JP-5 or JP-8 fuels ensures that Orbital UAV’s unique patented 

technology continues to offer a significant advantage in the supply of superior propulsion solutions for 

this type of application,” said Mr Alder. 

All manufacturing work will be conducted at Orbital UAV’s Perth, Western Australia facility.  

Payments for the successful delivery of this contract are expected to be recognised in FY24, as and 

when technical and delivery milestones are met.
