The aim is to extract metals using methods at the forefront of modern decarbonisation 

initiatives. These initiatives are outlined in the referral and include: 

• Production of downstream, end-user critical minerals for the decarbonisation sector 

• Reduction of surface wastes  

• Minimisation of greenhouse gas emissions  

• Use of solar power and electric vehicles 

Castile is continuing to work on the additional studies required for the final environmental 

approvals. 

Castile Managing Director, Mark Hepburn, commented: 

“We are extremely proud of the initial phase of work we have done on our EIS to ensure that 

Castile not only provides the critical minerals for the decarbonisation revolution but is also part 

of that revolution.
