ORBITAL UAV RECEIVES $1.8M R&D TAX INCENTIVE 

PERTH, AUSTRALIA: Orbital Corporation Ltd (‘Orbital UAV’, ‘the Company’) is pleased to advise it has 

received $1.8 million under the Federal Government’s Research and Development Tax Incentive 

(R&DTI) program. This payment is a refund for research and development expenditure incurred by the 

Company during FY23 as part of the investment Orbital has made in the development of new engine 

models that have now commenced initial production in FY24. 

The R&DTI Scheme is an Australian Government program developed to assist businesses recover some 

of the costs of undertaking research and development. Under this program, companies receive a cash 

refund for 43.5% of eligible expenditure on research and development. 

The receipt of these funds will be used to support further development of Orbital UAV’s product roadmap 

including larger engine platforms, electrification (hybrid systems) and longer-term research and 

development activities.
