Notice of Extraordinary General Meeting and Proxy Form

Voting by Proxy  
Appointment of Proxy: Shareholders who are entitled to attend and vote at the Meeting, may appoint a proxy to 
act generally at the Meeting and to vote on their behalf. The proxy does not need to be a shareholder of the 
Company.  

Voting by Proxy: A shareholder can direct its proxy to vote for, against or abstain from voting on each resolution 
considered at the Meeting by marking the appropriate box in the voting directions to your proxy section of the 
Proxy Appointment Form.  If a proxy holder votes, they must cast all votes as directed.  Any directed proxies that 
are not voted will automatically default to the Chairman, who must vote the proxies as directed in the Proxy 
Appointment Form.  

Proxy Appointment Forms must be received by 10:00am (WST) on 30 July 2024.
