November 2024, the day prior to the Meeting. Shareholders will be able to submit their
email poll votes immediately after the Chair calls for a vote on each Resolution and up to
a period of one hour after the Meeting ends. This means that the outcome of each
Resolution will not be able to be determined until after the conclusion of the Meeting to
allow the Company Secretary sufficient time to count such poll votes submitted by email.

Voting by Proxy

A Proxy Form is attached to the Notice. This is to be used by Shareholders if they wish to
appoint a representative (a 'proxy') to vote in their place. All Shareholders are invited and
encouraged to aftend the Meeting or, if they are unable to attend in person, sign and
return the Proxy Form to the Company in accordance with the instructions thereon.
Lodgement of a Proxy Form will not preclude a Shareholder from attending and voting at
the Meeting in person.

Please note that:

(a) a member of the Company entitled to attend and vote at the Meeting is entitled
to appoint a proxy;

(b) if the proxy has 2 or more appointments that specify different ways to vote on the
resolution — the proxy must not vote on a show of hands;

(c) if the proxy is the Chair of the meeting at which the resolution is voted on - the
proxy must vote on a poll, and must vote that way (i.e. as directed); and

(d) if the proxy is not the Chair — the proxy need not vote on the poll, but if the proxy
does so, the proxy must vote that way (i.e. as directed).

(e) Section 250BC of the Corporations Act provides that, if:

EXPLANATORY STATEMENT

This Explanatory Statement has been prepared to provide information which the Directors
believe to be material to Shareholders in deciding whether or not to pass the Resolutions.

This Explanatory Memorandum has been prepared for the information of Shareholders in
connection with the business to be conducted at the Annual General Meeting to be as a
virtual meeting via a web-based meeting portal as well an in-person meeting at Suite 9,
110 Hay Street, Subiaco WA 6008 on 26 November 2024 at 10:00am (WST) (Meeting).

This Explanatory Memorandum should be read in conjunction with and forms part of the
accompanying Noftice. The purpose of this Explanatory Memorandum is to provide
information to Shareholders in deciding whether or not to pass the Resolutions set out in
the Notice.

A Proxy Form is located at the end of the Explanatory Memorandum.

1. FINANCIAL STATEMENTS AND REPORTS

In accordance with the Corporations Act, the business of the Meeting will include
receipt and consideration of the annual financial report of the Company for the
financial year ended 30 June 2024 together with the declaration of the Directors,
the Directors’ report, the Remuneration Report and the auditor’s report.

The Company will not provide a hard copy of the Company’s annual financial
report to Shareholders unless specifically requested to do so. The Company's
annual financial report is available on ifs website at
https://www.provinceresources.com/investors.

There is no requirement for Shareholders to approve the Annual Report.

Shareholders will be offered the following opportunities:

(a) discuss the annual financial report for the financial year ended 30 June
2024;

(b) ask questions or make comment on the management of the Company;

(c) ask questions about, or make comment on, the Remuneration Report;

(d) ask the auditor questions about:

(i) the conduct of the audit;
(ii) the preparation and content of the auditor's report;

(iii) accounting policies adopted by the Company in relatfion to the
preparation of the financial statements; and

(iv) the independence of the auditor in relation to the conduct of
the audit.

In addition to taking questions at the Meeting, written questions to the Chair
about the management of the Company, or to the Company's auditor about:

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RESOLUTION 1 - ADOPTION OF REMUNERATION REPORT
General

The Corporations Act requires that at a listed company’s annual general meeting,
a resolution that the remuneration report be adopted must be put to the
shareholders. However, such a resolution is advisory only and does not bind the
company or the directors of the company.

The remuneration report sets out the company’s remuneration arrangements for
the directors and senior management of the company. The remuneration report
is part of the directors’ report contained in the annual financial report of the
company for a financial year.

The chair of the meeting must allow a reasonable opportunity for its shareholders
tfo ask questions about or make comments on the remuneration report at the
annual general meeting.

Voting consequences

A company is required to put to its shareholders a resolution proposing the calling
of another meeting of shareholders to consider the appointment of directors of
the company (Spill Resolution) if, at consecutive annual general meetings, af least
25% of the votes cast on a remuneration report resolution are voted against
adoption of the remuneration report and at the first of those annual general
meetings a Spill Resolution was not put to vote. If required, the Spill Resolutfion
must be put to vote at the second of those annual general meetings.

If more than 50% of votes cast are in favour of the Spill Resolution, the company
must convene a shareholder meeting (Spill Meeting) within 90 days of the second
annual general meeting.

All of the directors of the company who were in office when the directors' report
(asincludedin the company’s annual financial report for the most recent financial
year) was approved, other than the managing director of the company, will
cease fo hold office immediately before the end of the Spill Meeting but may
stand for re-election at the Spill Meeting.

Following the Spill Meeting those persons whose election or re-election as directors
of the company is approved will be the directors of the company.

Previous voting results

At the Company’s previous annual general meeting the votes cast against the
remuneration report considered at that annual general meeting were less than
25%. Accordingly, the Spill Resolution is not relevant for this Meeting.

If the remuneration report receives a 'no' vote of 25% or more at this Meeting,
Shareholders should be aware that if there is a 'no' vote of 25% or more at the
Company's next annual general meeting the consequences are that all Directors
(other than the Managing Director) may be up for re-election.

Resolution 2 is an ordinary resolution which seeks approval for the re-election of a
Director.

Listing Rule 14.4 provides that a director of an entity must not hold office (without
re-election) past the third annual general meeting following the director’s
appointment or three years, whichever is longer.

Clause 15.2 of the Constitution sets out the requirements for determining which
Directors are to retire by rotation at an annual general meeting and provides that
that no Director except a Managing Director shall hold office for a period in
excess of 3 years, or until the third annual general meeting following his or her
appointment, whichever is the longer, without submitting himself or herself for re-
election.

Mr Roger Martin, who was appointed by the Directors on 27 July 2021 and was last
re-elected by Shareholders at the annual general meeting on 25 November 2021,
refires by rotation and seeks re-election.

Quadlifications and other material directorships

Mr Martin is an experienced energy executive with a strong background in
government and public affairs.

Mr Martin began his career as a journalist, reporting on politics and business,
before moving to work in the oil and gas industry at Woodside Energy where he
was vice president of corporate affairs. He subsequently moved to a fintech start-
up providing software trading solutions to buyers and sellers of commodities.

Mr Martin has most recently worked in the Western Australion Government as
chief-of-staff to the State Treasurer and Minister for Finance, Lands, Aboriginal
Affairs and Energy. He is currently director of a private corporate advisory firm,
Wyatt Martin Pty Ltd, which provides support to corporations on public affairs
issues including land access, Aboriginal Affairs and government approvals.

Mr Martin has a strong interest in energy issues, including the changing global
energy mix and technological developments in the production, storage and
fransport of renewable energies.

Mr Martin has a Bachelor of Arts from Curtin University and Graduate Diploma in
Journalism from Murdoch University. He is a member of the Australian Institute of
Company Directors.

Mr Martin currently holds no other directorships.

Independence

If re-elected the Board considers Mr Martin will be an independent Director.

Technical information required by Listing Rule 14.1A

If Resolution 2 is passed, Mr Martin will be re-elected to the Board as an
independent Director.

In the event that Resolution 2 is not passed, Mr Martin will not join the Board as an
independent Director. The Company may seek nominations or otherwise identify
suitably qualified candidates to join the Company.

Mr Wall graduated from the University of Western Australia in 1998 with a Bachelor
of Laws and Bachelor of Commerce (Finance). Mr Wall has also completed a
Masters of Applied Finance and Investment with the Financial Services Institute of
Australasia (FINSIA).

Mr Wall has been a director of multiple ASX listed companies and is currently the
Non-executive Chairman of Pursuit Minerals Ltd.
