VOTING ELIGIBILITY

The Directors have determined pursuant to Regulation 7.11.37 of the Corporations Regulations 2001 (Cth) that
the persons eligible to vote at the Meeting are those who are registered Shareholders at 4.00pm (WST) on 27
November 2024.

VOTING IN PERSON

To vote in person, attend the Meeting at the time, date and place set out above.

VOTING BY PROXY

To vote by proxy, please complete and sign the enclosed Proxy Form and return by the time and in accordance
with the instructions set out on the Proxy Form.

In accordance with section 249L of the Corporations Act, Shareholders are advised that:

. each Shareholder has a right to appoint a proxy;
. the proxy need not be a Shareholder of the Company; and
. a Shareholder who is entitled to cast 2 or more votes may appoint 2 proxies and may specify the

proportion or number of votes each proxy is appointed to exercise. If a Shareholder appoints 2 proxies
and the appointment does not specify the proportion or number of the Shareholder’s votes, then in
accordance with section 249X(3) of the Corporations Act, each proxy may exercise one-half of the
votes.

In accordance with sections 250BB and 250BC of the Corporations Act, Shareholders are advised that:

. if proxy holders vote, they must cast all directed proxies as directed; and
. any directed proxies which are not voted will automatically default to the Chair, who must vote the proxies
as directed.

as directed);

o if the proxy has 2 or more appointments that specify different ways to vote on the resolution — the proxy
must not vote on a show of hands;

o if the proxy is the chair of the meeting at which the resolution is voted on — the proxy must vote on a poll,
and must vote that way (i.e. as directed); and

o if the proxy is not the chair — the proxy need not vote on the poll, but if the proxy does so, the proxy must
vote that way (i.e. as directed).

Transfer of non-chair proxy to chair in certain circumstances
Section 250BC of the Corporations Act provides that, if:

o an appointment of a proxy specifies the way the proxy is to vote on a particular resolution at a meeting
of the Company's Shareholders; and

o the appointed proxy is not the chair of the meeting;
. at the meeting, a poll is duly demanded on the resolution; and
o either of the following applies:
o the proxy is not recorded as attending the meeting;
o the proxy does not vote on the resolution,

the chair of the meeting is taken, before voting on the resolution closes, to have been appointed as the proxy for
the purposes of voting on the resolution at the meeting.

EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

This Explanatory Memorandum has been prepared to provide information which the Directors believe to be
material to Shareholders in deciding whether or not to pass the Resolutions which are the subject of the business
of the Meeting.

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS AND REPORTS

In accordance with the Constitution, the business of the Meeting will include receipt and consideration
of the annual financial report of the Company for the financial year ended 30 June 2024 together with
the declaration of the directors, the directors’ report, the remuneration report and the auditor’s report.

The Company will not provide a hard copy of the Company’s annual financial report to Shareholders
unless specifically requested to do so. The Company’s annual financial report is available on its
website at www.renegadeexploration.com.
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2.2

RESOLUTION 1 — ADOPTION OF REMUNERATION REPORT
General

The Corporations Act requires that at a listed company’s annual general meeting, a resolution that the
remuneration report be adopted must be put to the shareholders. However, such a resolution is
advisory only and does not bind the company or the directors of the company.

The remuneration report sets out the Company’s remuneration arrangements for the directors and
senior management of the company. The Company’s remuneration report is part of the directors’
report contained in the annual financial report of the Company for the year ended 30 June 2024
(Remuneration Report).

The chair of the meeting will allow a reasonable opportunity for its shareholders to ask questions about
or make comments on the Remuneration Report at the Annual General Meeting.

Proxy voting restrictions

RESOLUTION 2 - RE-ELECTION OF DIRECTOR - MARK WALLACE

General

Clause 7.3 of the Constitution requires that at the Company's annual general meeting in every year, one-third of
the Directors for the time being, or, if their number is not a multiple of 3, then the number nearest one-third
(rounded upwards in case of doubt), shall retire from office, provided always that no Director (except a managing
director) shall hold office for a period in excess of 3 years, or until the third annual general meeting following his
or her appointment, whichever is the longer, without submitting himself or herself for re-election.

The Directors to retire at an annual general meeting are those who have been longest in office since their last
election, but, as between persons who became Directors on the same day, those to retire shall (unless they
otherwise agree among themselves) be determined by drawing lots.

A Director who retires by rotation under clause 7.3 of the Constitution is eligible for re-election as a Director of
the Company.

Accordingly, Mark Wallace, is required to and will retire from his office at the Annual General Meeting in
accordance with clause 7.3 of the Constitution and being eligible, seeks re-election as a Director of the Company.

Details of Mark Wallace’s background and experience are set out in the Annual Report.

3.2 Directors’ Recommendation

The Directors (apart from Mark Wallace) support the election of Mark Wallace and recommend that Shareholders
vote in favour of Resolution 2.

4, RESOLUTION 3 - RATIFICATION OF ISSUE OF SECURITIES
41 General

On 15 October 2024, Renegade renewed an investor relations and corporate communications services agreement
with Republic Public Relations Pty Ltd (Republic).

Pursuant to the agreement, Republic agreed to accept 1,950,000 fully paid ordinary shares in Renegade
Exploration Ltd in lieu of monetary consideration for one half of the total six month Minimum Fee for the Services
provided under this Agreement.

On 21 October 2024, Renegade advised it had issued 1,950,000 shares in the Company at a deemed issue price
of $0.009 per Share for the provision of the services.

The Company issued these Shares without prior Shareholder approval pursuant to its 15% annual placement
capacity under ASX Listing Rule 7.1.

On 24 July 2024, Renegade advised it had issued 5,000,000 shares (at a deemed issue price of $0.01 per Share)
as a fee payment.

Resolution 3 seeks Shareholder ratification pursuant to ASX Listing Rule 7.4 for the issue of the 1,950,000 Shares
issued on 4 April 2024 at a deemed issue price of $0.01 per Share under ASX Listing Rule 7.1.

4.2 ASX Listing Rule 7.1

ASX Listing Rule 7.1 provides that a company must not, subject to specified exceptions, issue or agree to issue
more equity securities during any 12 month period than that amount which represents 15% of the number of fully
paid ordinary securities on issue at the commencement of that 12 month period.

ASX Listing Rule 7.4 sets out an exception to ASX Listing Rule 7.1. It provides that where a company in general
meeting ratifies the previous issue of securities made pursuant to ASX Listing Rule 7.1 (and provided that the
previous issue did not breach ASX Listing Rule 7.1) those securities will be deemed to have been made with
shareholder approval for the purpose of ASX Listing Rule 7.1.

By ratifying the issues the subject of Resolution 3, the Company will retain the flexibility to issue equity securities
in the future up to the 15% annual placement capacity set out in ASX Listing Rule 7.1 without the requirement to
obtain prior Shareholder approval. The Company confirms that the issue and allotment of the Shares, the subject
of Resolution 1 did not breach ASX Listing Rule 7.1.

If Resolution 3 is not passed, the issue of the Shares is still valid however it will reduce, to that extent, the
Company’s capacity to issue equity securities without shareholder approval under Listing Rule 7.1 for 12 months
following the issue.

4.3 Information required by Listing Rule 7.5
The following information is provided to Shareholders for the purposes of Listing Rule 7.5:




(a) 1,950,000 Shares were issued (at a deemed issue price of $0.009) pursuant to the agreement
with Republic Public Relations Pty Ltd as stated in Section 4.1 above and to ASX Listing Rule
7.1 on 21 October 2024;

(b) the Shares allotted were fully paid ordinary shares which rank equally with all other fully paid
ordinary Shares on issue;

(c) 1the Shares were issued to Republic Public Relations Pty Ltd, which is not a related party of
the Company;
(d) no money was raised from the issue of the Shares; and
(e) a voting exclusion statement is included in the Notice.
4.4 Directors’ Recommendation

The Directors of the Company believe that Resolution 3 is in the best interests of the Company and unanimously
recommend that Shareholders vote in favour of Resolution 3.

5. RESOLUTION 4 - RATIFICATION OF ISSUE OF SECURITIES
5.1 General

On 21 October 2024, Renegade advised it had issued 10,000,000 unlisted Options, at an exercise price of $0.015
each and an expiry date of 30 June 2027 in the Company for the provision of services.

The Company issued these Options without prior Shareholder approval pursuant to its 15% annual placement
capacity under ASX Listing Rule 7.1.

Resolution 4 seeks Shareholder ratification pursuant to ASX Listing Rule 7.4 for the issue of the 10,000,000 Options
issued on 21 October 2024 under ASX Listing Rule 7.1.

5.2 ASX Listing Rule 7.1

ASX Listing Rule 7.1 provides that a company must not, subject to specified exceptions, issue or agree to issue
more equity securities during any 12 month period than that amount which represents 15% of the number of fully
paid ordinary securities on issue at the commencement of that 12 month period.

ASX Listing Rule 7.4 sets out an exception to ASX Listing Rule 7.1. It provides that where a company in general
meeting ratifies the previous issue of securities made pursuant to ASX Listing Rule 7.1 (and provided that the
previous issue did not breach ASX Listing Rule 7.1) those securities will be deemed to have been made with
shareholder approval for the purpose of ASX Listing Rule 7.1.

By ratifying the issues the subject of Resolution 4, the Company will retain the flexibility to issue equity securities
in the future up to the 15% annual placement capacity set out in ASX Listing Rule 7.1 without the requirement to
obtain prior Shareholder approval. The Company confirms that the issue and allotment of the Options, the subject
of Resolution 1 did not breach ASX Listing Rule 7.1.

If Resolution 4 is not passed, the issue of the Options is still valid however it will reduce, to that extent, the
Company’s capacity to issue equity securities without shareholder approval under Listing Rule 7.1 for 12 months
following the issue.

5.3 Information required by Listing Rule 7.5
The following information is provided to Shareholders for the purposes of Listing Rule 7.5:
(f) 10,000,000 Options, exercisable at $0.015 and expiring on 30 June 2027, were issued
pursuant to a agreement for the provision of services with Sojuka Pty Ltd on 21 October 2024;

(9) the Options allotted were fully paid ordinary Options which rank equally with all other fully paid
ordinary Options on issue;




(h) the Options were issued to Sojuka Pty Ltd, which is not a related party of the Company;

(i) no money was raised from the issue of the Options; and
(i) a voting exclusion statement is included in the Notice.
5.4 Directors’ Recommendation

The Directors of the Company believe that Resolution 4 is in the best interests of the Company and unanimously
recommend that Shareholders vote in favour of Resolution 4.

6. RESOLUTION 5 - APPROVAL OF 10% PLACEMENT CAPACITY
6.1 General

Broadly speaking, and subject to a number of exceptions, Listing Rule 7.1 limits the amount of Equity Securities
that a listed company can issue without the approvalof its shareholders over any 12-month period to 15% of the
fully paid ordinary securities it had on issue at the start of that period.

However, under Listing Rule 7.1A, an eligible entity may seek shareholder approvalby way of a special resolution
passed at its annual general meeting to increase this 15% limit by an extra 10% to 25% (7.1A Mandate).

An ‘eligible entity’ means an entity which is notincluded in the S&P/ASX 300 Indexand has a market capitalisation
of $300,000,000 or less. The Company is an eligible entity for these purposes.

As at the date of this Notice, the Company is an eligible entity as it is not includedin the S&P/ASX 300 Index and
has a current market capitalisation of $9.5 million (based on the number of Shares on issue and the closing price
of Shares on the ASX on 17 October 2024).

This Resolution seeks Shareholder approval by way of special resolution for the Company to have the additional
10% placement capacity provided for in ListingRule 7.1A to issue Equity Securities without Shareholder approval.

If this Resolution is passed, the Company will be able to issue Equity Securities up to the combined 25% limit in
Listing Rules 7.1 and 7.1A without any further Shareholder approval.

If this Resolution is not passed, the Company will not be able to access the additional 10% capacity to issue
Equity Securities without Shareholder approval under Listing Rule 7.1A, and will remain subject to the 15% limit
on issuing Equity Securities without Shareholder approval set out in Listing Rule 7.1.

6.2 Technical information required by ASX Listing Rule 7.1A

Pursuant to and in accordance with Listing Rule 7.3A, the information below is provided in relation to this
Resolution:

6.3 Period for which the 7.1A Mandate is valid

The 7.1A Mandate will commence on the date of the Meeting and expire on the first to occur of the following:
(i) the date that is 12 months after the date of this Meeting;
(i) the time and date of the Company’s next annual general meeting; and

(i) the time and date of approval by Shareholders of any transaction under Listing Rule 11.1.2 (a
significant change in the nature or scale of activities) or Listing Rule 11.2 (disposal of the main
undertaking).

6.4 Minimum Price

Any Equity Securities issued under the 7.1A Mandate must be in an existingquoted class of Equity Securities and
be issued at a minimum price of 75% of the volume weighted average price of Equity Securities in that class,
calculated over the 15 trading days on which trades in that class were recorded immediately before:

(i) the date on which the price at which the Equity Securities are tobe issued is agreed by the entity
and the recipient of the Equity Securities; or

(i) if the Equity Securities are not issued within 10 trading days of thedate in Section 7.4(i), the date on
which the Equity Securities are issued.

6.5 Use of funds raised under the 7.1A Mandate

The Company will only issue the Equity Securities for cash consideration. The Company intends to use funds




raised from issues of Equity Securities under the 7.1A Mandate for the development of the Company’s business
and the acquisition of new assets or investments.

6.6 Risk of Economic and Voting Dilution

Any issue of Equity Securities under the 7.1A Mandate will dilute the interests of Shareholders who do not
receive any Shares under the issue.

If this Resolution is approved by Shareholders and the Company issues the maximum number of Equity Securities
available under the 7.1A Mandate,the economic and voting dilution of existing Shares would be as shown in the
table below.

The table below shows the dilution of existing Shareholders calculated inaccordance with the formula outlined
in Listing Rule 7.1A.2, on the basis of the closing market price of Shares and the number of Equity Securitieson
issue as at 19 October 2024.
