Lucapa is an ASX listed diamond miner and explorer with assets in Angola and Australia. It has an interest in the Lulo
Diamond Mine in Angola which has been in commercial production since 2015, (conducted by Sociedade Mineira Do
Lulo, Lda (“SML”) Lucapa 40%, Endiama 32%, Rosas & Petalas 28%).

The large, high-value diamonds produced from Lulo attracts the highest prices per carat for alluvial diamonds globally.
Lucapa also has a 39% interest in the Lulo Kimberlite Exploration Joint-Venture (Endiama 51%, Rosas & Petalas 10%),
which is exploring for the potential primary source kimberlites at the prolific Lulo concession in Angola.

In 2021, through its wholly owned subsidiary, Australian Natural Diamonds Pty Ltd, Lucapa completed the strategic
and transformative acquisition of the Merlin Diamond Project, an historic Australian mine in the Northern Territory of
Australia.
