International Graphite Limited (ASX: IG6) has been awarded a new $4.0 million grant from the
Western Australian Government.

The new grant, announced by WA Premier Roger Cook, has been allocated from the Investment
Attraction Fund (IAF) New Energies Industries Funding Stream administered by the WA Department
of Jobs, Tourism, Science and Innovation (JTSI).

Funds will be largely used for bulk extraction of ore from the Company’s Springdale deposit in Western
Australia, for process development and customer offtake analysis, and for installation of state-of-the-
art demonstration-scale graphite spheroidising equipment at the Collie Graphite Processing and R&D
Facility. The addition of spheroidising expands the current product qualification milling capability.

International Graphite Managing Director and CEO Andrew Worland said, “We are grateful for the
ongoing support we have received from the WA Government which recognises the importance of
backing new industries to create jobs and support a clean energy future.
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“This grant acknowledges the critical importance of building a reliable, sovereign supply of battery
graphite materials as quickly as possible and the opportunities this opens for WA to attract trade and
investment from international markets. The grant will fund essential activities that will help propel our
mine to markets strategy through feasibility to commercialisation.”

AFinancial Assistance Agreement has been signed with the State and has a two year term. The project
name is the ‘Pathway to Commercialisation Graphite Concentrate and Spherical Graphite project’ and
sets out various activities expected to be undertaken to meet the objectives of progressing the
Springdale graphite mineral resource and develop the next stages of technology and processes
required to produce critical battery materials. As and when the Company completes the agreed
activities during the term, the grant funding will be available for drawdown to match the Company’s
expenditure over the term of the agreement. These activities are the bulk extraction of ore from the
Company’s Springdale deposit, the generation of a graphite concentrate, and the acquisition and
installation of demonstration scale spheroidising plant in the Company’s Collie Graphite Processing
and R&D Facility. A reconciliation of the Company’s Government grants and their status is shown in
the table below.
