Kat Gap Gold Project  

During the reporting period, Classic Minerals Limited (ASX: CLZ) (Classic or Company) entered 
into a binding agreement to sell its Kat Gap tenements to Bain Global Resources Pty Ltd (Bain). 

As reported in the ASX announcement of 17 December 2024, Classic Minerals has agreed to sell its 
100% stake in the Kat Gap tenements to Bain Global Resources Pty Ltd (Bain) for A$7.0 million 
(Purchase Price).  The proposed sale is subject to shareholder approval. 

Under the terms of the sale agreement, Classic will sell mining tenements M74/249, E74/467, 
L74/57and L74/59 along with all related mining information and the camp and ancillary equipment 
located on these tenements, with the full amount of the Purchase Price to be payable within 5 
business days of all condition’s precedent having been met. 

The proceeds of sale of the Kat Gap tenements will be used to retire debt, and fund further 
exploration of the Lady Ada and Lady Magdalene gold project areas. 

Bain, in cooperation with its sister company Mega Resources Pty Ltd (Mega), a mining contractor, 
proposes to further develop the Kat Gap gold project and bring it into full production. 

Classic will retain the current Kat Gap processing plant and associated equipment and will upgrade 
the plant to expedite processing capabilities. 
Classic also advises that: 
 

• ASX has determined that Listing Rule 11.2 applies to the Proposed Transaction. 

• ASX will generally allow for the continued quotation of an entity’s securities for a period of 
up to six months from the date of agreement to dispose of its main undertaking; and 

• Classic is obliged to satisfy ASX on an ongoing basis that its level of operations going forward 
is sufficient, and its financial condition is adequate to warrant its continued listing and the 
continued quotation of its securities

The Company entered into Standby Subscription Agreement with Stock Assist Group Pty Ltd in which 
the Investor agrees to subscribe for shares if requested by the Company subject to the terms and 
condition of facility. The facility amount is $5,000,000. There was no drawing under this facility for 
the quarter ended 31 December 2024. This facility will end on 19 September 2026. 

The Company entered into Put Option Agreement with LDA Capital Limited on 13 December 2022. 
Under the agreement the Company will be able to flexibly draw down up to $15,000,000 by exercising 
put options to LDA Capital Limited over the duration of 36 months starting on the date of the 
agreement. The commitment fee includes a 2% facility fee totalling $300,000 which is payable within 
12 months of the Put Option Agreement. In consideration of LDA entering into the agreement, the 
Company also has agreed to issue 59,614,678 options, exercisable at $0.01385 and expiring 3 years 
from the date of issue. 1,246,439,144 shares have been subscribed with total purchase price of 
$1,394,570 through 31 December 2024. 

As a result of unsettled insurance premium funding facility from Monument Premium Funding, Classic 
is indebted to Elantis Premium Funding Limited of $24,983.47 including legal cost and interest. As 
agreed on the letter dated 4 July 2024, the outstanding debt of $19,983.47 as that date will be paid 
by four monthly instalments until 30 October 2024.  

On 22 February 2024, Classic announced the execution of binding terms sheet with AuResources AG, 
pursuant to which AuResources AG will initially advance US$10 million (1st Tranche) to Classic, subject 
to satisfactory completion of due diligence and entering into a definitive financing agreement. Further 
tranches, subject to repayment obligation for previous tranches having been satisfied, AuResources 
AG will advance up to a further five tranches of US$10,000,000 each. As announced on 21 October 
2024, the agreement with AuResources AG still remains firmly in place and AuResources AG has 
reaffirmed their commitment to funding Classic. Through 31 December 2024, Classic has received 
US$169,094.
