ATTRACTIVENESS OF UNDERGROUND MINING

Underground mining requires specialized equipment, experienced operators and
mature procedures to deliver safe operations. In combination these serve as
significant barriers to entry.

Mines are progressively getting deeper so the need for specialists is becoming
increasingly important.

The initial capital requirements for underground mining are significantly lower than
surface mining.

Scale and diversification across multiple countries and projects reduces sensitivity to
any single project.

Some of our services require specialist certification and mine site accreditation —
helping create additional barriers to entry for potential competitors.



Business model supports resilience through the cycle (O Perenti

Commercial “fee for service” arrangements, 30-day payment terms are standard.
Typically structured with fixed costs aligned with fixed payments and variable costs aligned with variable payments.
As a result, margin performance has been incredibly stable for many years.

Contracts typically have duration of between ~3-5 years and over the past 10 years a successful contract extension rate of over 90%.
