The Notice of Allowance is sent to the applicant when the USPTO intends to issue a patent.

“This patent application covers a key aspect of our proprietary Cymerus stem cell manufacturing
technology,” said Ross Macdonald, Ph.D., Cynata’s Chief Executive Officer. “This patent and others we
have filed further strengthens our encompassing patent portfolio relating to the scalable manufacture
of consistent, high-quality mesenchymal stem cell (MSC) therapeutic products targeting a range of
devastating diseases worldwide.”

The inventors named on the patent include Professor Igor Slukvin, a founder, advisor and shareholder
of Cynata.

Cynata anticipates that the patent will be granted by March 2018, with an expiration date of 12 March

2034.
