Voting Prohibition and Voting Exclusion Statements

For the definitions of Key Management Personnel (KMP) and Closely Related Parties, please refer to the
Glossary on page 21.

The Corporations Act restricts members of the KMP of the Company and their Closely Related Parties
from voting in relafion to remuneration related Resolutions (such as Resolution 1 and 4), voting
prohibitions.

In addition, separate voting restrictions apply in respect of Resolutions 4 and 5 under the ASX Listing
Rules, voting exclusions.

What this means for Shareholders: If you intend fo appoint a member of the KMP (other than the
Chairman of the Meeting) or a Closely Related Party of a member of the KMP as your proxy, please
ensure that you direct them how to vote on Resolution 1 and 4.

This Explanatory Statement has been prepared for the information of the Shareholders of the Company
in connection with the business to be conducted at the Annual General Meeting to be held on
Wednesday, 28 November 2018 at 10.00am (AWST).

This purpose of this Explanatory Statement is to provide information which the Directors believe to be
material to Shareholders in deciding whether or not to pass the Resolutions in the Notice of Meeting.

1. ANNUAL REPORT

The business of the Meeting will include receipt and consideration of the Company’'s Annual
Financial Report, the Directors’ Report and the Auditor's Report for the year ended 30 June
2018, which are included in Parkd’s Annual Report.

In accordance with the Corporations Act 2001, Shareholders will be given a reasonable
opportunity at the Annual General Meeting to ask questions and make comments on the
Annual Report, and on the management of Parkd.

The Company’s auditor will be present at the Meeting. During the discussion of this item, the
auditor will be available to answer questions on:

- the conduct of the audit;

- the preparation and content of the Auditor’'s Report;

- the accounting policies adopted by the Company in relation to the preparation of
the Financial Statements; and

- the independence of the auditor in relation to the conduct of the audit.

Written questions for the auditor

If you would like to submit a written question about the content of the Auditor’s Report or the
conduct of the audit of the Annual Financial Report to the Company’s auditor, please send
your question to the Company Secretary. A list of qualifying questions will be made available
at the Meeting.

Please note that all written questions must be received af least five business days before the
Meeting, that is by Wednesday, 21 November 2018.

2. RESOLUTION 1 - ADOPTION OF REMUNERATION REPORT

The Remuneration Report is set out in the Annual Report. The Remuneration Report details the
Company’s remuneration arrangements for the Directors and senior management of the
Company.

S250R(2) of the Corporations Act requires that a resolution to adopt the Remuneration Report
be put to the vote of the Company. Shareholders should note that the vote on Resolution 1
is advisory only and not binding on the Company or its Directors.

However, under the Corporations Act, if at least 25% of the votes cast on Resolution 1 are
against the adoption of the Remuneration Report then:

- if comments are made on the Remuneration Report at the Meeting, Parkd's 2019
Remuneration Report will be required to include an explanation of the Board's
proposed action in response or, if no action is proposed, the Board's reasons for this;
and

- if, at next year's AGM, at least 25% of the votes cast on the resolution for adopftion of
the 2019 Remuneration Report are against it, Parkd will be required to put to
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Shareholders a resolution proposing that an Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM) be
called to consider the election of Directors (Spill Resolution). If the Spill Resolution is
passed (i.e. more than 50% of the votes cast are in favour of it), all of the Directors (other
than the Managing Director) will cease to hold office at the subsequent EGM, unless re-
elected at that Meeting.

At the Company's previous annual general meeting, the votes cast against the remuneration
report considered at that annual general meeting were less than 25%.

In accordance with the Corporations Act, Shareholders will be given a reasonable opportunity
at the Annual General Meeting to ask questions and make comments on the Remuneration
Report.

Board recommendation: The Remuneration Report forms part of the Directors’ Report, which
was approved in accordance with a unanimous resolution of the Board. Each Director
recommends that Shareholders vote in favour of adopting the Remuneration Report.

RE-ELECTION OF DIRECTORS
Constitution

Rule 7.2(b) of the Constitution provides that the Directors may at any time appoint a person
to be a Director. Rule 7.3(f) of the Constitution requires that any Director appointed under rule
7.2(b) holds office only until the next following annual general meeting, and is then eligible for
re-election.

Rule 7.3(a) of the Constitution requires that one third of the Directors (excluding Directors
appointed under rule 7.2(b)). or if their number is not a multiple of three, then rounded down
to the nearest whole number must retfire at each annual general meeting. Rule 7.3(d) provides
that a Director who retires under rule 7.3(a) is eligible for re-election. Rule 7.3(e) of the
Constitution provides that the Managing Director is exempt from this requirement.

RESOLUTION 2 - RE-ELECTION OF ROBERT FREEDMAN

Robert Freedman, having been appointed as an additional director under rule 7.2(b), seeks
re-election in accordance with rule 7.3(f) of the Constitution.

He has been
associated with SRG (then Structural Systems Ltd) since 1970 when he joined the business as
founding Manager for Western Australia. He then held the role of Managing Director from
1985 until 2009 and has been a Director since 1985, serving as Chairman of the Board between
2009 and 2014.

Over the past five decades at SRG, Mr Freedman has been involved in the design and
construction of many iconic projects, including Cenfrepoint Tower and Stadium Australia in
Sydney, Eleanor Schonell Bridge in Brisbane, Colonial Stadium and Rod Laver Arena in
Melbourne and the Emirates Tower in Dubai. He was responsible for establishing SRG's
overseas operations in Asia, the United Kingdom, the Middle East and South Africa. He brings
many strong global relationships from the construction industry, as well as extensive corporate
and ASX experience to Parkd.

Background

Itis proposed to issue Options under the Employee Incentive Plan to the following related party
of the Company — Robert Freedman (Non-Executive Director).

Robert Freedman as a Director is a related party.
Chapter 2E of the Corporations Act

Chapter 2E of the Corporations Act prohibits a public company from giving a financial benefit
to arelated party of a public company unless the benefit falls within one of various exceptions
to the general prohibition. Exceptions to this general prohibition include where the company
first obtains the approval of its shareholder in general meeting, or the financial benefit being
provided is on arm’s length terms or better.

A “financial benefit” for the purposes of the Corporations Act includes issuing securities o a
related party.

RESOLUTION 4 — GRANT OF OPTIONS TO ROBERT FREEDMAN, NON-EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR
Shareholder approval

Shareholder approval is sought for the grant under the Employee Incentive Plan of up to
1,250,000 Options with an exercise price of $0.30 and expiry date of 1 December 2020 to
Robert Freedman or his nominee, with the vesting conditions set out below, for all purposes,
including ASX Listing Rule 10.14 and Chapter 2E of the Corporations Act. These Options are
proposed to be issued to Robert Freedman as part of his total Non-Executive Director
remuneratfion package, where the Company seeks to conserve ifs cash reserves as best
possible, whilst retaining the services of highly qualified and experienced personnel.

Listing Rule 10.14

Listing Rule 10.14 provides that a company must not issue securities to a related party of the
company under an employee incentive scheme unless the issue has been approved by
shareholders by ordinary resolution. If approval is given by shareholders under Listing Rule
10.14, separate shareholder approval is not required under Listing Rule 10.11.

Approval pursuant to Listing Rule 7.1 is not required in order to issue securities to related parties
under the Resolution as approval is being obtained under Listing Rule 10.14. Accordingly, the
issue of the securities to the related parties will not be included in the calculation of the
Company's placement capacities.

For the purposes of ASX Listing Rule 10.15, the following information is provided to Shareholders:

(a) The Options will be issued to Robert Freedman or to his nominee.
(b) Robert Freedman is a Director of the Company.
(c) The maximum number of Options that will be issued fo Robert Freedman or to

his nominee is 1,250,000.
(d) No monetary consideration is payable for the issue of the Opftions.

(e) Since the Employee Incentive Plan was incorporated in the ASX listing
Prospectus in 2017, no Directors and associates have received securities under
the Employee Incentive Plan.
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(f) All of the Directors (being Bronte Howson, Robert Freedman, Bryant McLarty and
Peter McUtchen) are entitled to participate in the Employee Incentive Plan.

(9) No loans will be provided in respect of the issue of the Options.
(h) The Options will be issued no later than 12 months after the date of Shareholder
approval.

(i) The Options will be issued for no cash consideration. 1,250,000 Options will have
an exercise price of $0.30 and an expiry date of 1 December 2020. Other
material terms and conditions of the Options are set out at Schedule 1.

(i) A voting exclusion applies to this item of business, as set out in the Nofice of
Meeting.

For the purposes of Part 2E.1 of the Corporations Act, the additional disclosures in Annexure 1
are made.

Board recommendation: The Directors (with Robert Freedman abstaining) unanimously
recommend that Shareholders vote in favour of approving the grant of Options to Robert
Freedman.

The Directors do not consider that from an economic and commercial point of view, there
are any costs or detriments, including opportunity costs or taxation consequences for the
Company or benefits foregone by the Company in issuing the Options.

RESOLUTION 5 - APPROVAL OF 10% PLACEMENT CAPACITY
5.1 General

Listing Rule 7.1 A enables eligible entities to issue Equity Securities totalling up to 10% of its issued
share capital through placements over a 12 month period after the entity’'s annual general
meeting (10% Placement Facility). The 10% Placement Facility is in addition to the Company's
15% placement capacity under Listing Rule 7.1.

An eligible entity for the purposes of Listing Rule 7.1A is an entity that is not included in the
S&P/ASX 300 Index and has a market capitalisation of $300 million or less. The Company is an
eligible entity.

The Company is now seeking Shareholder approval by way of a special resolution to have the
ability to issue Equity Securities under the 10% Placement Facility.

The exact number of Equity Securities to be issued under the 10% Placement Facility will be
determined in accordance with the formula prescribed in Listing Rule 7.1A.2 (please refer to
Section 5.2(c) below).

The Directors believe that Resolution 5 is in the best interests of the Company and unanimously
recommend that Shareholders vote in favour of this Resolution.

5.2 ASX Listing Rule 7.1A
(a) Shareholder approval

The ability fo issue Equity Securities under the 10% Placement Facility is subject to shareholder
approval by way of a special resolution at an annual general meeting.

Resolution 5 is a special resolution. Accordingly, at least 75% of votes cast by Shareholders
present and eligible to vote at the Meeting must be in favour of Resolution 5 for it to be passed.
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(b) Equity Securities

Any Equity Securities issued under the 10% Placement Facility must be in the same class as an
existing quoted class of Equity Securities of the Company.

As af the date of the Notice, the Company has two quoted classes of Equity Securities onissue
on the ASX, being the Shares (ASX Code: PKD) and listed Options (ASX Code: PKDO).

(c) Formula for calculating 10% Placement Capacity

The exact number of Equity Securities that the Company may issue under an approval under
ASX Listing Rule 7.1 A will be calculated according to the following formula:
