The financial statements of Haranga Resources Limited (“Haranga Resources” or “the Group”) for the year ended 31
December 2018 were authorised for issue in accordance with a resolution of the directors on 5 July 2019.

Haranga Resources Limited is a company limited by shares incorporated in Australia whose shares are publicly traded on the
Australian Securities Exchange.

The nature of the operations and the principal activities of the Group are described in the Directors’ Report.

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
Basis of Preparation

The financial statements are general-purpose financial statements, which have been prepared in accordance with the
requirements of the Corporations Act 2001, Australian Accounting Standards, and other authoritative pronouncements of the
Australian Accounting Standards Board and Australian Accounting interpretations. The financial statements have also been
prepared on a historical cost basis. Haranga Resources Limited is a for profit entity for the purpose of preparing the financial
statements. The presentation currency is Australian dollars.

Going Concern
This report has been prepared on the going concern basis, which contemplates the continuity of normal business activity and
the realisation of assets and settlement of liabilities in the normal course of business.

The Group incurred a net loss after tax for the year ended 31 December 2018 of $120,486 (2017: net loss of $5,577,967) and
experienced net cash outflows from operating activities of $207,069 (2017: $1,260,008) and net cash inflows from investing
activities of $Nil (2017: outflows of $1,294,243). At 31 December 2018, the Group had a net current liability position of $95,756
(2017: $36,943). At the date of this report the majority of the trade and other payables are past due and relate to fees payable
to the Directors, lawyers and the Company’s corporate advisor actively pursuing opportunities for the Company.

Notwithstanding the above, the ability of the Group to continue as a going concern is dependent upon the Group obtaining
funding through various sources, including debt and/or equity issues, to meet its commitments in the next 12 months.

These conditions indicate a material uncertainty that may cause a significant doubt about the Group’s ability to continue as a
going concern and, therefore, that it may be unable to realise its assets and discharge its liabilities in the normal course of
business.

Management believe there are sufficient funds to meet the consolidated Group’s working capital requirements at the date of

this report and that there are reasonable grounds to believe that the Group will continue as a going concern for the following

reasons:

- The Company has signed a convertible note providing for up to $200,000 available to be drawn down of which $30,000 has
been drawn down subsequent to year end;

- The ability to raise additional funding through debt or equity; and

- In the interim, the company has reduced its expenditure and the directors have agreed to defer payment of their fees to
conserve cash.

Should the entity not be able to continue as a going concern, it may be required to realise its assets and discharge its liabilities
other than in the ordinary course of business, and at amounts that differ from those stated in the financial statements. The
financial report does not include any adjustments relating to the recoverability and classification of recorded asset amounts
or liabilities that might be necessary should the consolidated entity not continue as a going concern.

Basis of Consolidation

The consolidated financial statements comprise the financial statements of Haranga Resources Limited (‘the Company’) and
its subsidiaries as at 31 December each year (‘the Group’).

Subsidiaries are those entities over which the Company has the power to govern the financial and operating policies so as to
obtain benefits from their activities. The existence and effect of potential voting rights that are currently exercisable or
convertible are considered when assessing whether a Company controls another entity.

In preparing the consolidated financial statements, all intercompany balances and transactions, income and expenses and
profit and losses resulting from intra-company transactions have been eliminated in full. Unrealised losses are also eliminated
unless costs cannot be recovered.

Non-controlling interests in the results and equity of subsidiaries are shown separately in the Consolidated Statement of
Profit or Loss and Other Comprehensive Income and Consolidated Statement of Financial Position respectively.

In the current year, the Group has applied AASB 15 Revenue from Contracts with Customers (as

amended) which is effective for an annual period that begins on or after 1 January 2018. AASB 15 introduced a 5-step
approach to revenue recognition. Far more prescriptive guidance has been added in AASB 15 to deal with specific scenarios.

There was no material impact on adoption of the standard and no adjustment made to current or prior period amounts.

Any new, revised or amending Accounting Standards or Interpretations that are not yet mandatory have not been early
adopted.
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Foreign Currency Translation
(i) Functional and presentation currency

Items included in the financial statements of each of the Company’s entities are measured using the currency of the primary
economic environment in which the entity operates (‘the functional currency’). The functional and presentation currency of
Haranga Resources Limited is Australian dollars. The functional currency of the overseas subsidiary is Mongolian Tugrik.

(i) Transactions and balances

Foreign currency transactions are translated into the functional currency using the exchange rates prevailing at the dates of
the transactions. Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the settlement of such transactions and from the
translation at year-end exchange rates of monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are recognised in
the statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income.

(iiif) Group entities
The results and financial position of all the Group entities (none of which has the currency of a hyperinflationary economy)

that have a functional currency different from the presentation currency are translated into the presentation currency as
follows:

] assets and liabilities for each statement of financial position presented are translated at the closing rate at the date of
that statement of financial position;

On consolidation, exchange differences arising from the translation of any net investment in foreign entities are taken to
shareholders’ equity.

When a foreign operation is sold or any borrowings forming part of the net investment are repaid, a proportionate share of
such exchange differences are recognised in the statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income, as part of the
gain or loss on sale where applicable.

Plant and Equipment

Each class of plant and equipment is carried at cost less, where applicable, any accumulated depreciation and impairment
losses.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset's carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as appropriate, only when
it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow to the Group and the cost of the item can be
measured reliably. Repairs and maintenance expenditure is charged to the statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive
income during the financial period in which it is incurred.

Depreciation
The depreciable amount of all fixed assets is depreciated on a straight-line basis over their useful lives to the Group
commencing from the time the asset is held ready for use.

The depreciation rates used for each class of depreciable assets are:

The assets' residual values and useful lives are reviewed, and adjusted if appropriate, at each reporting date.

Derecognition
Carrying amounts of plant and equipment are derecognised upon disposal or when no further future economic benefits are
expected from its use or disposal.

Gains and losses on disposals are determined by comparing proceeds with the carrying amount. These gains and losses are
recognised in the statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income.

Impairment of Non-Financial Assets Other than Goodwill

The Group assesses at each reporting date whether there is an indication that an asset may be impaired. If any such indication
exists, or when annual impairment testing for an asset is required, the Group makes an estimate of the asset's recoverable
amount. An asset’s recoverable amount is the higher of its fair value less costs to sell and its value in use and is determined
for an individual asset, unless the asset does not generate cash inflows that are largely independent of those from other assets
of the Company and the asset's value in use cannot be estimated. In such cases the asset is tested for impairment as part of
the cash generating unit to which it belongs.

When the carrying amount of an asset or cash-generating unit exceeds its recoverable amount, the asset or cash-generating
unit is considered impaired and is written down to its recoverable amount.
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In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount rate
that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset. Impairment losses are
recognised in the statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income.

An assessment is also made at each reporting date as to whether there is any indication that previously recognised impairment
losses may no longer exist or may have decreased. If such indication exists, the recoverable amount is estimated. A previously
recognised impairment loss is reversed only if there has been a change in the estimates used to determine the asset's
recoverable amount since the last impairment loss was recognised. If that is the case the carrying amount of the asset is
increased to its recoverable amount. That increased amount cannot exceed the carrying amount that would have been
determined, net of depreciation, had no impairment loss been recognised for the asset in prior years. Such reversal is
recognised in profit or loss.

After such a reversal the depreciation charge is adjusted in future periods to allocate the asset's revised carrying amount, less
any residual value, on a systematic basis over its remaining useful life.

Exploration Expenditure

Exploration and evaluation expenditure incurred by or on behalf of the Group is accumulated separately for each area of
interest. Such expenditure comprises net direct costs and an appropriate portion of related overhead expenditure but does
not include general overheads or administrative expenditure not having a specific nexus with a particular area of interest.
Each area of interest is limited to a size related to a known or probable mineral resource capable of supporting a mining
operation.

Exploration and evaluation expenditure for each area of interest is carried forward as an asset provided that rights to tenure
over the area of interest are current and one of the following conditions is met:

= such costs are expected to be recouped through successful development and exploitation of the area of interest or,
alternatively, by its sale; or

] exploration and evaluation activities in the area of interest have not yet reached a stage which permits a reasonable
assessment of the existence or otherwise of economically recoverable reserves, and active and significant operations in
relation to the area are continuing.

Expenditure which fails to meet the conditions outlined above is written off, furthermore, the directors regularly review the
carrying value of exploration and evaluation expenditure and make write downs if the values are not expected to be
recoverable.

Identifiable exploration assets acquired are recognised as assets at their cost of acquisition. Exploration assets acquired are
reassessed on a regular basis and these costs are carried forward provided that at least one of the conditions referred to
above is met.

Exploration and evaluation expenditure incurred subsequent to acquisition in respect of an exploration asset acquired, is
accounted for in accordance with the policy outlined above for exploration expenditure incurred by or on behalf of the entity.

When an area of interest is abandoned, any expenditure carried forward in respect of that area is written off.

Expenditure is not carried forward in respect of any area of interest unless the Group’s right of tenure to that area of interest
is current.

Financial Instruments

Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognised when a Group entity becomes a party to the contractual provisions of
the instrument.

Financial assets and financial liabilities are initially measured at fair value. Transaction costs that are directly attributable to
the acquisition or issue of financial assets and financial liabilities (other than financial assets and financial liabilities at fair
value through profit or loss) are added to or deducted from the fair value of the financial assets or financial liabilities, as
appropriate, on initial recognition. Transaction costs directly attributable to the acquisition of financial assets or financial
liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are recognised immediately in profit or loss.

Financial Assets
On initial recognition, financial assets are classified as measured at:
Amortised cost;
Fair Value through Other Comprehensive Income (“FVOCI”) — debt investment;
FVOCI - equity investment; or
Fair Value through Profit or Loss (“FVTPL”)
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The classification of financial assets is generally based on the business model in which a financial asset is managed and its
contractual cash flow characteristics. A financial asset (unless itis a trade receivable without a significant financing component
that is initially measured at the transaction price) is initially measured at fair value plus, for an item not at FVTPL, transaction
costs that are directly attributable to its acquisition. For financial assets measured at amortized cost, these assets are
subsequently measured at amortized cost using the effective interest method. The amortised cost is reduced by impairment
losses.

Interest income, foreign exchange gains and losses and impairment are recognized in profit or loss. Any gain or loss on
derecognition is recognized in profit or loss.

As of 31 December 2018, the Group’s financial instruments consist of cash and cash equivalents, trade and other receivables
and trade and other payables.

Cash and cash equivalents and other receivables are classified as amortised cost under AASB 9. The trade and other
payables are designated as other financial liabilities, which are measured at amortised cost.

The cash and cash equivalents, trade and other receivables, and trade and other payables approximate their fair value due
to their short-term nature.

The Group classified the fair value of the financial instruments according to the following fair value hierarchy based on the
amount of observable inputs used to value the instruments:

The three levels of the fair value hierarchy are:

e Level 1 —Values based on unadjusted quoted prices available in active markets for identical assets or liabilities as of
the reporting date.

e Level 2 — Values based on inputs, including quoted prices, time value and volatility factors, which can be substantially
observed or corroborated in the marketplace. Prices in Level 2 are either directly or indirectly observable as of the
reporting date.

e Level 3 —Values based on prices or valuation techniques that are not based on observable market data.

Impairment of financial assets

The Group assesses the recoverability of financial assets using an ‘expected credit loss’ (‘ECL”) model. This impairment
model is applied to financial assets measured at amortised cost, contract assets and debt investments at Fair Value Through
Other Comprehensive Income (“FVOCI”), but not to investments in equity instruments.

In accordance with AASB 9, loss allowances are measured on either of the following bases:
e 12-month ECLs: these are ECLs that result from possible default events within the 12 months after the reporting date;
and
o Lifetime ECL: these are ECLs that result from all possible default events over the expected life of a financial instrument.

ECLs are probability-weighted estimates of credit losses. Credit losses are measured at the present value of all cash shortfalls
(.e. the difference between the cash flows due to the Group in accordance with the contract and the cash flows that the Group
expects to receive). ECLs are discounted at the effective interest rate of the financial asset.

Other Receivables

Other receivables, which generally have 30-day terms, are recognised initially at fair value and subsequently at amortised
cost using the effective interest method, less any provision for impairment.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents in the statement of financial position include cash on hand, deposits held at call with banks and
other short term highly liquid investments with original maturities of three months or less. Bank overdrafts are shown as current
liabilities in the statement of financial position. For the purpose of the cash flow statement, cash and cash equivalents consist
of cash and cash equivalents as described above and bank overdrafts.

Trade and Other Payables

Trade creditors and other payables are recognised at amortised cost and not discounted due to their short-term nature. They
represent liabilities for good and services provided to the Group prior to the end of the financial year that are unpaid and arise
when the Group becomes obliged to make future payments in respect of the purchase of these goods and services. The
amounts are unsecured and usually paid within 30 days of recognition.
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The income tax expense for the period is based on the profit/loss for the year adjusted for any non-assessable or disallowed
items. It is calculated using the tax rates for each jurisdiction that have been enacted or are substantially enacted by the
reporting date.

Deferred income taxis provided for on all temporary differences at reporting date between the tax base of assets and liabilities
and their carrying amounts for financial reporting purposes. No deferred income tax will be recognised from the initial
recognition of goodwill or of an asset or liability, excluding a business combination, where there is no effect on accounting or
taxable profit or loss. Deferred tax is calculated at the tax rates that are expected to apply to the period when the asset is
realised, or liability is settled.

Deferred income tax assets are recognised for all deductible temporary differences, carry forward of unused tax assets and
unused tax losses to the extent that it is probable that future tax profits will be available against which deductible temporary
differences can be utilised. The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each reporting date and only recognised
to the extent that sufficient future assessable income is expected to be obtained.

No deferred income tax liabilities or assets will be recognised in respect of temporary differences between the carrying value
and tax bases of investments in controlled entities if the timing of the reversal of the temporary difference can be controlled
and it is probable that the temporary differences will not reverse in the near future.

Current and deferred income taxes relating to items recognised directly in equity are recognised in equity and not in the
statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income. Deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities are offset only if
a legally enforceable right exists to set off current tax assets against current tax liabilities and the deferred tax assets and
liabilities relate to the same taxable entity and the same taxation authority.

Issued Capital

Ordinary shares are classified as equity. Incremental costs directly attributable to the issue of new shares or options are shown
in equity as a deduction, net of tax, from the proceeds.

Revenue Recognition

Revenue is recognised to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Group and the revenue is
capable of being reliably measured. The following specific recognition criteria must also be met before revenue is recognised:

Interest income

Revenue is recognised as the interest accrues (using the effective interest method, which is the rate that exactly discounts
estimated future cash receipts through the expected life of the financial instrument) to the net carrying amount of the financial
asset.

Segment Reporting

Operating segments are reported in a manner consistent with the internal reporting provided to the chief operating decision
maker. The chief operating decision maker, who is responsible for allocating resources and assessing performance of the
operating segments, has been identified as the Board of Directors of Haranga Resources Limited.

Earnings per Share

Basic earnings per share
Basic earnings per share is calculated by dividing the result attributable to equity holders of the Company, excluding any costs
of servicing equity other than dividends, by the weighted average number of ordinary shares, adjusted for any bonus elements.

Diluted earnings per share

Diluted earnings per share is calculated as net result attributable to members of the Company, adjusted for:

] costs of servicing equity (other than dividends);

= the after-tax effect of dividends and interest associated with dilutive potential ordinary shares that have been recognised
as expenses; and

] other non-discretionary changes in revenues or expenses during the period that would result from the dilution of potential
ordinary shares;

divided by the weighted average number of ordinary shares and dilutive potential ordinary shares, adjusted for any bonus

elements.

Goods and Services Tax and Value Added Tax

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST/VAT, except where the amount of GST/VAT incurred
is not recoverable from the Government. In these circumstances the GST/VAT is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition
of the asset or as part of an item of the expense. Receivables and payables in the statement of financial position are shown
inclusive of GST/VAT.

The net amount of GST/VAT recoverable from, or payable to, the Government is included as part of receivables or payables
in the statement of financial position. Cash flows are presented in the cash flow statement on a gross basis, except for the
GST/VAT component of investing and financing activities, which is receivable from or payable to the Government, are disclosed
as operating cash flows.
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Share Based Payment Transactions

The group provides benefits to individuals acting as and providing services similar to employees (including Directors) of the
group in the form of share based payment transactions, whereby individuals render services in exchange for shares or rights
over shares (‘equity settled transactions’).

There is currently an Employee Share Option Plan (ESOP) in place, which provides benefits to Directors and individuals
providing services similar to those provided by an employee.

The cost of these equity settled transactions with employees is measured by reference to the fair value at the date at which
they are granted. The fair value is determined by using the Black Scholes formula taking into account the terms and conditions
upon which the instruments were granted, as discussed in note 21.

In valuing equity settled transactions, no account is taken of any performance conditions, other than conditions linked to the
price of the shares of Haranga Resources Limited (‘market conditions’).

The cost of the equity settled transactions is recognised, together with a corresponding increase in equity, over the period in
which the performance conditions are fulfilled, ending on the date on which the relevant employees become fully entitled to
the award (‘vesting date’).

The cumulative expense recognised for equity settled transactions at each reporting date until vesting date reflects (i) the
extent to which the vesting period has expired and (ii) the number of awards that, in the opinion of the Directors of the group,
will ultimately vest. This opinion is formed based on the best available information at reporting date. No adjustment is made
for the likelihood of the market performance conditions being met as the effect of these conditions is included in the
determination of fair value at grant date. The statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income charge or credit for
a period represents the movement in cumulative expense recognised at the beginning and end of the period.

No expense is recognised for awards that do not ultimately vest, except for awards where vesting is conditional upon a market
condition.

Where the terms of an equity settled award are modified, as a minimum an expense is recognised as if the terms had not been
madified. In addition, an expense is recognised for any increase in the value of the transaction as a result of the modification,
as measured at the date of the modification.

Where an equity settled award is cancelled, it is treated as if it had vested on the date of the cancellation, and any expense
not yet recognised for the award is recognised immediately. However, if a new award is substituted for the cancelled award
and designated as a replacement award on the date that it is granted, the cancelled and new award are treated as if they were
a modification of the original award, as described in the previous paragraph.

The cost of equity-settled transactions with non-employees is measured by reference to the fair value of goods and services
received unless this cannot be measured reliably, in which case the cost is measured by reference to the fair value of the
equity instruments granted. The dilutive effect, if any, of outstanding options is reflected in the computation of loss per share
(see note 18).

Critical Accounting Estimates and Judgements

Estimates and judgements are continually evaluated and are based on historical experience and other factors, including
expectations of future events that may have a financial impact on the entity and that are believed to be reasonable under the
circumstances.

The Company makes estimates and assumptions concerning the future. The resulting accounting estimates will, by definition,
seldom equal the related actual results. The estimates and assumptions that have a significant risk of causing a material
adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year are discussed below.

Share based payment transactions

The Group measures the cost of equity settled transactions with employees by reference to the fair value of the equity
instruments at the date at which they are granted. The fair value is determined by using the Black Scholes formula taking into
account the terms, conditions and probability upon which the instruments were granted, as discussed in note 21.

Assessment of payables

The directors conducted an assessment of certain payables during the year and determined that they were to be reversed
in the current period and disclosed in Contingent Liabilities. This assessment involved significant judgement by
management. Refer to Note 20 for more details.
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Employee Benefits

Provision is made for the Group’s liability for employee benefits arising from services rendered by employees to the end of the
reporting period. Employee benefits that are expected to be settled within one year have been measured at the amounts
expected to be paid when the liability is settled.

Employee benefits payable later than one year have been measured at the present value of the estimated future cash outflows
to be made for those benefits. In determining the liability, consideration is given to em ployee wage increases and the probability
that the employee may satisfy vesting requirements. Those cash flows are discounted using market yields on national
government bonds with terms to maturity that match the expected timing of cash flows.

Segment Information

Management has determined the operating segments based on the reports reviewed by the board of directors that are used to
make strategic decisions. The entity does not have any operating segments with discrete financial information.

The Board of Directors review internal management reports on a monthly basis that is consistent with the information provided
in the statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income, statement of financial position and statement of cash flows.
As a result, no reconciliation is required because the information as presented is what is used by the Board to make strategic
decision.
