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CHAIRMAN'S REPORT

Dear Fellow Shareholder

I am pleased to present the Chairman'’s Report for Jindalee Resources Limited for 2015.

In last year's Chairman’s Report | noted that the combination of a drop in commodity prices from recent record highs and a slump
in investor support for junior resource companies had left the majority of ASX listed explorers with insufficient funds fo undertake any

meaningful work. | also commented that, unlike most of our peers, Jindalee was well placed to capitalise on the downtfurn.

Fast forward to September 2015 and it is apparent that the storm facing the resources sector has intensified. The $US prices of most
metals have continued fo fall over the past year with iron ore down 43%, nickel down 39%, copper down 22%, coal and zinc both
down 13% and gold down 10%.The halving of the oil price and a 25% drop in the $A against the $US over the past twelve months
has provided some relief for Australian producers but investors have deserted the sector, indices fracking listed resource companies
in both Australia and North America are at 10 year lows (even lower than at the depths of the GFC) and most juniors remain

strapped for cash and in survival mode.

Jindalee, however, is in excellent shape with a strong balance sheet and a Board and management team determined to take
advantage of the downturn to secure a fransforming project. Our investment criteria are strict but market conditions are working in
our favour and we are seeing an increasing number of high quality opportunities with the potential fo create long term wealth for

our shareholders.

However our strategy requires patience and discipline and cannot be executed successfully without the support of all stakeholders.
Once again | would like fo thank key management team members Trish Farr and Terry Peachey for their dedication and hard work

over the past year and to thank you, our shareholders, for your support and patience.

The current storm will pass, metal prices will improve and investors will once again return to the sector and | am confident that with

your support Jindalee emerge from the downturn stronger than ever.

Since listing in July 2002 Jindalee's primary objective has been,
and continues to be, to create wealth for our shareholders.

Our strategy to grow Jindalee and create wealth for our
shareholders is simple - we identify and acquire prospective
ground or advanced projects, add value through additional
exploration activity fo bring the project fo decision point and,
where appropriate, either:

(a) continue exploration on a 100% basis,

(b) infroduce partners to fund the higher risk and/or
expensive stages of exploration, or

(c) fund further exploration via a dedicated company in
which Jindalee retains a significant interest (and Jindalee
shareholders have the opportunity to invest directly).

To date this strategy has been very successful and Jindalee
shareholders have received priority entitlements to former
subsidiary Energy Metals when it was spun out in 2005, as well
as other IPO’s listing on Jindalee properties, including Anchor
Resources and Alchemy Resources. Jindalee has also returned
$19 million in cash to shareholders via a $0.55 fully franked
special dividend paid in July 2010, following the sale of 70% of
our stake in Energy Metals fo China Guangdong Nuclear Power
Company.

Jindalee continues to hold a diverse portfolio of projects with
potential for gold, base metals and iron ore, with each of
these projects being explored by third parties at no cost to the
Company. More recently, Jindalee has taken advantage of the
current downturn to lodge a number of strategic tenement
applications over areas with good potential for rare earth
oxides, uranium, gold and base metals. Jindalee also provides
shareholders with indirect exposure fo a range of commodities
through our investee companies, including uranium (through
Energy Metals) and gold and copper (through Alchemy
Resources). Further information on some of our projects and

investee companies follow in this report.

Whilst the projects in our current portfolio are very prospective
the acquisition of a significant project with the potential fo
transform the Company remains our primary focus. Over the
year we examined a large number of advanced projects, both
in Australia and in mining friendly jurisdictions overseas, but

fo date none has passed Jindalee's strict investment criteria.
However good projects are becoming increasingly available
and with Jindalee’s strong balance sheet (around $6.6 million
in cash and marketable securities at 30 June 2015) we are
confident of securing a transforming opportunity over the
coming period.

DIRECT INTERESTS

GOLD

Jindalee retains an equity inferest in several tenements in the
richly-endowed Eastern Goldfields districts of Western Australia.

Yilgangi (Jindalee 20% project carried)

The Yilgangi project is located in the Eastern Goldfields,
approximately 130 km northeast of Kalgoorlie. In June 2012,
Renaissance Minerals purchased Newcrest's 80% stake in

the project for $100,000 cash and a further $450,000 cash,
payable upon definition of a fotal JORC resource of 250,000
ounces. Renaissance also granted Newcrest the option to
claw-back a 50% interest in the project, if resources of 1.5M oz
are established at Yilgangi with Newcrest retaining a 2.5% Net
Smelter Royalty on Renaissance’s share of future production.
Jindalee retains its 20% interest project-carried through to a
Decision to Mine.

Aircore and RC drilling, undertaken at Yilgangi intersected
broad widths of gold anomalism, defining a solid saprolite
(supergene) gold anomaly at the 1g/t contfour extended over
400m beneath 30-40 metres of transported cover.This anomaly
is referred to as the Hobbes Prospect.

During the year, Renaissance drilled two RC drill holes

(RYRCO08 and RYRC09), located on an intermediate section
between previous drill lines that had returned significant

gold infersections from basement rocks. The two holes were
designed to target the potential for the development of higher
grade bedrock shoots at an inferpreted intersection between
the prevailing northwest-trending stratigraphy and an inferred
cross structure. Whilst the results support the overall continuity of
the broad zones of anomalous gold mineralization, the two drill
holes failed to define any higher grade bedrock shoots.

Cardinia JV (Jindalee 11% free carried)

Jindalee holds an 11% inferest in a group of fenements at
Cardinia, located 30km east of Leonora.The joint venture
project forms part of Kin Mining’s extensive Leonora Project
holdings, which Kin acquired from the Administrators of
Navigator Resources in 2014. Jindalee's interest in the Cardinia
joint venture ground is free carried through to completion of a
Bankable Feasibility Study.

No exploration activities were reported for the subject
fenements over the period.The project fenements contain
historic drill infersections and several unfested areas of soil gold
anomalism.

IRON ORE
Joyners (Jindalee 20% free carried)

The Joyners project is located 35 km southwest of Wiluna

and covers the eastern part of the Joyner's Find greensfone
belt.The project is a joint venture with GWR Group, with GWR
exploring the project primarily for iron ore. GWR has earned an
80% interest in the joint venture fenements with Jindalee’s 20%
interest now free-carried through to completion of a Bankable
Feasibility Study.The joint venture fenements form part of GWR's
much larger Wiluna West Iron Ore Project.

As reported by GWR in mid 20117, the indicated and inferred
resource for the joint venture portion (Joyners Find North) of the
fotal Wiluna West hematite resource is summarized as follows
(50% Fe cut-off):

Golden West continues to progress the Definitive Feasibility
Study for the project.

During the year, Golden West completed further limited
programs of RC drilling and soil sampling on the joint venture

ground.

RARE EARTH OXIDES
Mt Josephine (Jindalee 100%)

The Mt Josephine project is centred 120km southwest of Halls
Creek in the West Kimberley Region of Western Australia.The
project consists of a single Exploration Licence Application
(ELA 80/4853) applied for by Eastmin Pty Ltd, a wholly-owned
subsidiary of Jindalee.

The tenement surrounds the Cummins Range rare earth

oxide (REO) deposit, previously explored by Kimberley Rare
Earths Limited (KRE). In February 2012, KRE estimated Inferred
Resources? of 4.9 million fonnes at 1.74% total rare earth oxides
(at a 1% cut-off).

The tenement may also retain gold potential, as it contains the
projected southerly strike extensions of the regional structures
and stratigraphy that host gold mineralisation further north in
the Halls Creek area.

Jindalee is continuing to negotiate the grant of the Mt
Josephine tenement with the Kimberley Land Council,
representing the Traditional Owners of the area.

BASE METALS
Ruth Well (Jindalee 100%)

The Ruth Well project is centred 15km south of Karratha in the
western Pilbara region of Western Australia.The project includes
two recent Exploration Licence Applications (ELAs 47/3340 &
3341), wholly-owned by Jindalee.

The tenements lie to the north of Fox Resources’ Mt Sholl series
of base metal deposits and are considered fo be prospective
for copperlead-zinc-silver and gold mineralisation.

URANIUM

Jane Well (Jindalee 100%)

The Jane Well project is located 130km south of Onslow in the
west Gascoyne region of Western Australia. The project consists
of a single Exploration Licence Application (ELA 08/2745)
applied for by Jindalee's wholly-owned subsidiary, Eastmin Pty
Ltd.

The tenement application covers a section of the same Tertiary
palaeochannel system that hosts Cauldron Energy Limited's
Bennet Well uranium deposit. In July 2015, Cauldron Energy
announced an increase in the Bennett Well uranium resource to
21.5 million pounds of uranium oxide af a 150ppm lower grade
cut-offs,

Eastmin’s Jane Well fenement is subject to competing
applications by third parties and it is expected that priority will
be determined by ballot. Subsequently, there are no guarantees
that Eastmin will be successful in securing fitle to the ground.

INDIRECT INTERESTS

GOLD AND BASE METALS

Alchemy Resources (Jindalee 7.6% of issued capital)

Jindalee holds a significant equity interest in Alchemy
Resources. Alchemy’s extensive 630km? land holding in the
Bryah Basin region is located to the west of Sandfire Resources’
high grade DeGrussa copper-gold mine and is prospective for
both base metals and gold.

Independence Group (ASX: IGO) is farming info Alchemy’s base
metal-prospective Bryah Basin tenements, committing to spend
a minimum of $6.5 million over a six year period in order to earn
an 80% interest. Alchemy has reported that Independence has
commenced drill festing of several geophysical and shallow
geochemical targets located within the Narracoota Volcanics,
the unit which hosts the DeGrussa copper-gold deposit.

Also during the year, Alchemy concluded a sale and joint
venture agreement with Northern Star Resources (ASX: NST),

operator of the nearby Plutonic gold mine, whereby Northern



Star acquired the Hermes resource and associated tenements,
made a direct equity investment info Alchemy and farmed
info the remaining Bryah Basin project tenements not covered
by the joint venture with Independence. Northern Star also
expressed an intention o direct projects that do not meet their
investment criteria fo Alchemy, where possible.

URANIUM

Energy Metals (Jindalee 6.7% of issued capital)

Following the proportional takeover of Energy Metals (ASX:
EME) by China Guangdong Nuclear Power Holding Company

Ltd (CGNPC) in December 2009, Jindalee retains 14 million
Energy Metals shares, thereby providing our shareholders with

continuing indirect exposure fo uranium. Energy Metals controls
9 projects (fotal area >4,000 km?) located in the Ngalia Basin
in the Northern Territory (NT) and in Western Australia (WA),
with 6 of the projects containing uranium mineralisation, first
discovered in the 1970's. Energy Metals is also one of only

five companies that currently hold the required permits fo
export Uranium Oxide Concentrates (UOC) from Australia.

The company has completed one shipment of UOC and

been actively negotiating purchase agreements with current
Australian uranium producers to enable further shipments from
Australia for resale, primarily to China.

Energy Metals’ lead project is the Bigrlyi Project, located
northwest of Alice Springs in the NT (63.3% owned by Energy
Metals), where exploration has returned relatively high grade
intercepts with excellent metallurgical recoveries. The uranium
mineralisation at Bigrlyi is accompanied by significant levels of
vanadium.

ENERGY METALS PROJECTS

During the year, Energy Metals completed further programs
of work across a number of prospects within its wholly-
owned and joint ventured Ngalia Basin tenements. This work
included airborne geophysical surveys, the compilation and
reinferpretation of historical exploration information, detailed
geological investigations and a biogeochemical survey. As
a result of this work, Energy Metals was able to calculate a
maiden Mineral Resource Estimate for the Karins deposit*.
Satellite resources such as this, located in proximity fo the
core Bigrlyi deposit, will not only make a contribution fo the
available resource base but could also potentially enhance the

economics of any future mining operation.

Energy Metals has applied for Retention Licences covering a
number of its shallow uranium resources in WA, pending an
improvement in the uranium price.

CORPORATE
Outlook

At 30 June 2015 Jindalee held cash and marketable securities
worth approximately $6.6 million.These assets, combined with
our tight capital structure (only 34.8 million shares on issue)
provide a strong base for leverage info new opportunities.

The acquisition of projects with the potential to transform the
Company continues fo be our ongoing primary focus. A large
number of advanced project opportunities, situated both
within Australia and in mining friendly overseas countries, were
examined over the year but none passed Jindalee’s strict
investment criteria. The ongoing deterioration in the resources
sector (during the period accounting firm BDO reported that
at 30 June 2015 43% of juniors listed on ASX had insufficient
cash to survive more than two quarters at current burn rates)
is resulting in a significant improvement in both the number
and quality of projects becoming available and we are very
optimistic that a meaningful project will be acquired on
favourable terms in the coming period.

$1,593,410).

During the year there has been no significant change in the
state of affairs of the Group.

OPERATIONS AND FINANCIAL REVIEW

The principal activity of the Group is mineral exploration.

The Group holds inferests in fenements in Western Australia
prospective for gold, base metals and iron ore through joint
ventures, with the Group's inferests mostly free carried to
completion of a Bankable Feasibility Study. The Group also has
indirect inferests in uranium, gold and base metals through
investee companies.

In line with the Company’s business strategy, during the period
management also evaluated numerous advanced projects

in both Australia and overseas, with a view fo securing an
opportunity capable of growing the Group and creating wealth
for Shareholders, and this continues fo be our primary focus.

The net assets of the Group have fallen by $575,460 from
$7,384,913 at 30 June 2014 to $6,809,453 at 30 June 2015
principally due fo changes in the market value of available for
sale financial assets.

The Directors believe the Group is in a strong financial position
to continue its exploration endeavours.

1. CORPORATION INFORMATION

These financial statements of Jindalee Resources Limited for the year ended 30 June 2015 were authorised for issue in accordance
with a resolution of directors on 7 August 2015.

The financial statements cover the Group of Jindalee Resources Limited and it's controlled entity. Jindalee Resources Limited is a
company limited by shares incorporated in Australia whose shares are publicly traded on the Australian Securities Exchange.

The nature of the operations and principal activities of the Group are described in Note 3.

Unless otherwise stated, policies adopted in the preparation of the financial statements are consistent with those of the previous
year.

2. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

In order to assist in the understanding of the accounts, the following summary explains the material accounting policies that have
been adopted in the preparation of the accounts.

(a) Statement of Compliance

The financial statements are a general purpose financial report which has been prepared in accordance with the requirements
of applicable Accounting Standards including Australion Accounting Inferpretations and the Corporations Act 2001. Jindalee
Resources Limited is a for-profit entity for the purposes of preparing the financial statements.

The financial statements include the consolidated financial statements of Jindalee Resources Limited and its controlled entity.

The consolidated financial statements of Jindalee Resources Limited also comply with International Financial Reporting Standards
(IFRS) as issued by the International Accounting Standards Board (IASB).

The financial statements are presented in the Austfralian currency.

(c) Basis of Preparation/Accounting

The financial statements have been prepared on an accruals basis and are based on historical costs and do not take info
account changing money values or, except where stated, current valuations of non-current assets. Cost is based on the fair values

of the consideration given in exchange for assets.

In applying IFRS, management is required to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of
accounting policies and reported amounts of assefs and liabilities, income and expenses. The estimates and associated
assumptions are based on historical experience and various other factors that are believed to be reasonable under the
circumstances, the results of which form the basis of making judgements about carrying values of assets and liabilities that are not
readily available from other sources. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

The estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting estimates are recognised in
the period in which the estimate is revised if the revision affects only that period, or in the period of the revision and future periods if
the revision affects both current and future periods.

Accounting policies are selected and applied in a manner which ensures that the resulting financial information satisfies the
concepts of relevance and reliability, thereby ensuring that the substance of the underlying transactions or other events is reported.
These accounting policies have been consistently applied throughout the period.

The significant accounting policies set out below have been applied in the preparation and presentation of the financial
statements for the year ended 30 June 2015 and the comparative information.

(d) Principles of Consolidation
The consolidated financial statements incorporate the assets and liabilities of the subsidiary of Jindalee Resources Limited
("Company” or "Parent Entity”) as at 30 June 2015 and the results of all subsidiaries for the year then ended. Jindalee Resources

Limited and its subsidiary fogether are referred fo in the financial statements as the Group or consolidated entity.

Subsidiaries are all entities (including special purpose entities) over which the Group has the power to govern the financial and
operating policies, generally accompanying a shareholding of more than one-half of the voting rights. The existence and effect

of potential voting rights that are currently exercisable or convertible are considered when assessing whether the Group controls
another entity.

Subsidiaries are fully consolidated from the date on which control is fransferred fo the Group. They are de-consolidated from the
date that control ceases.

The acquisition method of accounting is used to account for business combinations by the Group.

Infercompany transactions, balances and unrealised gains on transactions between Group companies are eliminated. Unrealised
losses are also eliminated unless the fransaction provides evidence of the impairment of the asset fransferred. Accounting policies
of subsidiaries are changed where necessary to ensure consistency with the policies adopted by the Group.

Non-controlling inferests in the results and equity of subsidiaries are shown separately in the statement of profit or loss and other
comprehensive income, statement of changes in equity and statement of financial position respectively.

Investments in subsidiaries are accounted for at cost in the parent entity information disclosures of Jindalee Resources Limited.

Changes in ownership inferests

The Group freats transactions with non-controlling inferests that do not result in a loss of control as transactions with equity owners
of the Group. A change in ownership interest results in an adjustment between the carrying amounts of the controlling and non-
controlling inferests to refiect their relative interests in the subsidiary. Any difference between the amount of the adjustment fo non-
controlling inferests and any consideration paid or received is recognised in a separate reserve within equity affributable to owners
of Jindalee Resources Limited.

When the Group ceases to have control, joint control or significant influence, any retained interest in the entity is remeasured

to its fair value with the change in carrying amount recognised in profit or loss. The fair value is the initial carrying amount for
the purposes of subsequently accounting for the retained interest as an associate, jointly controlled entity or financial asset. In
addition, any amounts previously recognised in other comprehensive income in respect of that entity are accounted for as if the
Group had directly disposed of the related assets or liabilities. This may mean that the amounts previously recognised in other
comprehensive income are reclassified fo profit or loss.

If the ownership inferest in a jointly-controlled entity or an associate is reduced but joint control or significant influence is retained,
only a proportionate share of the amounts previously recognised in other comprehensive income are reclassified fo profit or loss
where appropriate.

(e) Cash and Cash Equivalents

For the purposes of the statement of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents includes cash on hand, and deposits repayable

on demand with a financial institution. The cash and cash equivalents balance primarily consists of funds on term deposit with
original maturity at fime of purchase of three months or less that are readily convertible fo known amounts of cash and which are
subject to minimal risk of changes in value.
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() Trade and Other Receivables

Receivables are initially recognised at fair value and subsequently measured at amortised cost, less provision for doubtful debts.
Current receivables for GST are due for sefflement within 30 days and other current receivables within 12 months. Cash on deposit
in respect of environmental bonds is not due for sefflement until rights of tenure are forfeited or performance obligations are met.
Collectability of frade receivables is reviewed on an ongoing basis. Debts which are known to be uncollectible are written off

by reducing the carrying amount directly. An allowance account (provision for doubtful debts) is used when there is objective
evidence that the Group will not be able to collect all amounts due according to the original terms of the receivables. Significant
financial difficulties of the debtor, probability that the debtor will enter bankruptcy or financial reorganization, and default or
delinquency in payments (more than 30 days overdue) are considered indicators that the trade receivable is impaired. The
amount of the impairment allowance is the difference between the asset’s carrying amount and the present value of estimated
future cash flows, discounted at the original effective interest rate. Cash flows relating fo short-term receivables are not discounted

if the effect of discounting is immaterial.

The amount of the impairment loss is recognized in the statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income within other
expenses. When a frade receivable for which an impairment allowance had been recognised becomes uncollectable in a
subsequent period, it is written off against the allowance account. Subsequent recoveries of amounts previously written off are
credited against other expenses in the statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income.

(9) Revenue Recognition

Interest revenue is recognised on a proportional basis faking into account the interest rates applicable fo the financial assets.
All revenue is stated net of the amount of goods and services tax.

Revenue in relation to joint venture agreements is recognised over the period the services are rendered. Revenue from the sale of
investments is recorded when all risks and rewards relating to the assets are posted to the third party.

(h) Property, Plant and Equipment

Plant and equipment is stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and any impairment in value.

Depreciation is calculated using the diminishing value and prime cost methods and is brought fo account over the estimated
economic lives of all property, plant and equipment. The rates used are based on the useful life of the assets and range from

10% to 40%.

The assets’ residual values and useful lives are reviewed, and adjusted if appropriate, at the end of each reporting period.

An asset’s carrying amount is written down immediately to its recoverable amount if the asset’s carrying amount is greater than its

estimated recoverable amount.

Depreciation methods, useful lives and residual values are reassessed at each reporting date.
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(i) Impairment of Assets

The Group assesses at each reporting date whether there is an indication that an asset may be impaired. If any such indication
exists, or when annual impairment testing for an asset is required, the Group makes an estimate of the asset’s recoverable amount.
An asset’s recoverable amount is the higher of its fair value less costs to sell and its value in use and is determined for an individual
asset, unless the asset does not generate cash inflows that are largely independent of those from other assets or groups of assets
and the asset’s values in use cannot be estimated o be close fo its fair value. In such cases the asset is fested for impairment as
part of the cash generating unit fo which it belongs. When the carrying amount of an asset or cash-generating unit exceeds it's
recoverable amount, the asset or cash-generating unit is considered impaired and is written down to its recoverable amount.

In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount rate that
reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset. Impairment losses relating to
continuing operations are recognised in those expense categories consistent with the function of the impaired asset unless the
asset is carried at revalued amount (in which case the impairment loss is treated as a revaluation decrease).

As assessment is also made at each reporting date as fo whether there is any indication that previously recognised impairment
losses may no longer exist or may have decreased. If such indication exists, the recoverable amount is estimated. A previously
recognised impairment loss is reversed only if there has been a change in the estimates used to determine the asset’s recoverable
amount since the last impairment loss was recognised. If that is the case the carrying amount of the asset is increased to its
recoverable amount. That increased amount cannot exceed the carrying amount that would have been determined, net of
depreciation, had the impairment loss been recognised for the asset in prior years. Such reversal is recognised in profit or loss
unless the asset is carried at the revalued amount, in which case the reversal is freated as a revaluation increase. After such a
reversal the depreciation charge is adjusted in future periods to allocate the asset’s revised carrying amount, less any residual
value, on a systematic basis over its remaining useful life.

(i) Exploration and Evaluation Expenditure

The Group's policy with respect fo exploration and evaluation expenditure is to use the area of interest method. Under this method
explorafion and evaluation expenditure is carried forward on the following basis:
i) Each area of interest is considered separately when deciding whether, and to what extent, to carry forward or write off
exploration and evaluation costs.
i)y Exploration and evaluation expenditure related to an area of interest is carried forward provided that rights to tenure of
the area of interest are current and that one of the following conditions is met:
- such evaluation costs are expected fo be recouped through successful development and exploitation of the area
of interest or alternatively, by its sale; or
- exploration and/or evaluation activities in the area of interest have not yet reached a stage which permits a
reasonable assessment of the existence or otherwise of economically recoverable reserves and active and
significant operations in relation to the area are continuing.

Exploration and evaluation costs accumulated in respect of each particular area of inferest include only net direct expenditure.
(k) Trade and Other Payables
Trade payables and other payables are carried at cost and represent liabilities for goods and services provided fo the Group prior

to the end of the financial year that are unpaid and arise when the Group becomes obliged to make future payments in respect of
the purchase of these goods and services. The amounts are unsecured and usually paid within 30 days of recognition.

The Group's liability for employee entitlements arising from services rendered by employees to reporting date are recognised in other
payables. Employee enfitlements expected to be settled within one year together with entittements arising from wages and salaries,
and annual leave which will be settled within one year, have been measured at their nominal amount and include related on-costs.

The liability for long service leave is recognised in the provision for employee benefits and measured as the present value of
expected future payments fo be made in respect of services provided by employees up fo the reporting date using the projected
unit credit method. Consideration is given to the expected future wage and salary levels, experience of employee departures and
periods of service. Expected future payments are discounted using market yields at the reporting dafe on natfional government
bonds with terms to maturity and currency that match, as closely as possible, the estimated future cash outflows.

(m) Share Based Payment Transactions

Share based payments

Under AASB 2 Share Based Payments, the Group must recognise the fair value of options granted to directors, employees and
consultants as remuneration as an expense on a pro-rata basis over the vesting period in the statement of profit or loss and other
comprehensive income with a corresponding adjustment fo equity.

The Group provides benefits fo employees (including directors) of the Group in the form of share based payment transactions,
whereby employees render services in exchange for shares or rights over shares (“equity-settled transactions”). The cost of these
equity-settled transactions with employees (including directors) is measured by reference to fair value at the date they are granted.

The fair value is determined using a Black-Scholes model.
(n) Earnings Per Share

(i) Basic Earnings Per Share
Basic earnings per share is determined by dividing the operating loss attributable to the equity holder of the Group after
income tax by the weighted average number of ordinary shares outstanding during the financial period.

(i) Diluted Earnings Per Share
Diluted earnings per share adjusts the figures used in defermination of basic earnings per share by faking info account
amounts unpaid on ordinary shares and any reduction in earnings per share that will arise from the exercise of options

outstanding during the period.
(o) Contributed Equity

Issued and paid up capital is recognised at the fair value of the consideration received by the Group. Any transaction costs arising
on the issue of ordinary shares are recognised directly in equity as a reduction of the share proceeds received.

(p) Income Tax and Other Taxes
Current fax assets and liabilities for the current and prior periods are measured at the amount expected to be recovered from
or paid fo the taxation authorities. The tax rafes and tax laws used to compute the amount are those that are enacted or

substantively enacted by the reporting date.

Deferred income tax is provided on all temporary differences at the statement of financial position date between the tax bases of
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assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts for financial reporting purposes.

Deferred income tax liabilities are recognised for all taxable temporary differences except:
When the deferred income tax liability arises from the initial recognition of goodwill or of an asset or liability in a transaction
that is not a business combination and that, at the time of the transaction, affects neither the accounting profit nor taxable
profit or loss; or
When the taxable femporary difference is associated with investments in subsidiaries, associates or interests in joint ventures,
and the timing of the reversal of the temporary difference can be controlled and it is probable that the temporary difference
will not reverse in the foreseeable future.
Deferred income tax assets are recognised for all deductible temporary differences, carry-forward of unused fax assets and unused
tax losses, o the extent that it is probable that taxable profit will be available against which the deductible femporary differences
and the carry-forward of unused tax credits and unused fax losses can be utilised, except:
When the deferred income tax asset relating to the deductible temporary difference arises from the initial recognition of an
asset or liability in a transaction that is not a business combination and, at the time of the transaction, affects neither the
accounting profit nor faxable profit or loss; or
When the deductible temporary difference is associated with investments in subsidiaries, associates or inferest in joint ventures,
in which case a deferred tax asset is only recognised fo the extent that it is probable that the temporary difference will reverse
in the foreseeable future and faxable profit will be available against which the temporary difference can be utilised.

The carrying amount of deferred income tax assets is reviewed at each statement of financial position date and reduced fo the

Unrecognised deferred income fax assets are reassessed at each statement of financial position date and are recognised to the
extent that it has become probable that future taxable profit will allow the deferred tax asset fo be recovered.

Deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities are offset only if a legally enforceable right exists to set off current tax assets against
current tax liabilities and the deferred tax assets and liabilities relate to the same taxable entity and the same taxation authority.

Goods & Services Tax

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST except:
Where the GST incurred on a purchase of goods and services is not recoverable from the faxation authority, in which case the
GST is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of the asset or as part of the expense item as applicable; and
Receivables and payables are stated with the amount of GST included.

Estimates and judgements are continually evaluated and are based on historical experience and other factors, including
expectations of future events that may have a financial impact on the Group and that are believed to be reasonable under the

circumstances.

Accounting for capitalised exploration and evaluation expenditure

The Group’s accounting policy is stated at 2(j). There is some subjectivity involved in the carrying forward as capitalised or
writing off fo the statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income exploration and evaluation expenditure, however
management give due consideration fo areas of interest on a regular basis and are confident that decisions fo either write off or

carry forward such expenditure fairly reflect the prevailing situation.
(r) Investment and other financial assets

Financial Instruments
The Group has exposure fo inferest rate risk which is the risk that the Group’s financial position will be adversely affected by
movements in inferest rates. Inferest rate risk on cash and short ferm deposits is not considered to be a material risk due to the

short term nature of these financial instruments.
The Group has no monetary foreign currency assets or liabilities.

Loans and receivables
Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments that are not quoted in an active
market. They are included in current assets, except for those with maturities greater than 12 months after the reporting dafe which

are classified as non-current assets.

Available for sale financial assets

Available-for-sale financial assets, comprising principally marketable equity securities, are non-derivatives that are either designated
in this category or not classified in any of the other categories. They are included in non-current assets unless management
infends to dispose of the investment within 12 months of the reporting date. Investments are designated as available-for-sale if they
do not have fixed maturities and fixed or determinable payments and management infends to hold them for the medium to long

term.

Recognition and derecognition

Regular purchases and sales of financial assets are recognised on trade-date - the date on which the Group commits fo purchase
or sell the asset. Investments are initially recognised at fair value plus tfransaction costs for all financial assets not carried at

fair value through profit or loss. Financial assets carried at fair value through profit and loss are initially recognised at fair value

and transaction costs are expensed in the statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income. Financial assets are
derecognised when the rights fo receive cash flows from the financial assets have expired or have been fransferred and the Group

has transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership.

When securities classified as available-for-sale are sold, the accumulated fair value adjustments recognised in equity are included

in the statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income as gains and losses from investment securities.
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Subsequent measurement
Loans and receivables and held-to-maturity investments are carried at amortised cost using the effective interest method.

Available-for-sale financial assets are subsequently carried af fair value.
Details on how the fair value of financial instruments is determined is disclosed in Notes 19 and 22.

Impairment

The Group assesses at each reporting date whether there is objective evidence that a financial asset or group of financial assets
is impaired. In the case of equity securities classified as available-for-sale, a significant or prolonged decline in the fair value of a
security below its cost is considered as an indicator that the securities are impaired. If any such evidence exists for available-for-
sale financial assets, the cumulative loss - measured as the difference between the acquisition cost and the current fair value, less
any impairment loss on that financial asset previously recognised in profit or loss - is removed from equity and recognised in the
statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income. Impairment losses recognised in the statement of profit or loss and
other comprehensive income on equity instruments classified as available-for-sale are recognised in equity.

(s) Provisions

Provisions are measured at the present value of managements best estimate of the expenditure required to settle the present
obligation at the reporting date. The discount rate used o determine the present value reflects current market assessments of the
time value of money and the risks specific to the liability.

() Dividends

Provision is made for the amount of any dividend declared, being appropriately authorised and no longer at the discretion of the
entity, on or before the end of the reporting period but not distributed at the end of the reporting period.

(u) Leases

Leases in which a significant portion of the risks and rewards of ownership are not transferred to the Group as lessee are classified
as operating leases. Payments made under operating leases (net of any incentives received from the lessor) are charged to profit

or loss on a straight-line basis over the period of the lease.
