The potential effect that the Entitlement Offer and Placement Offer will have on the
control of the Company and the consequences of that effect will depend on a number
of factors, including investor demand and existing shareholdings. However, given the
structure of the Entitlement Offer as a pro-rata issue, the Entitlement Offer and
Placement Offer are not expected to have any material effect or consequences on the
control the Company.
