The above composite/hybrid performance summary reflects a combination of the performance of the investment strategy as it applied (net of fees) within the former Aurora
Sandringham Global Income Trust (ARSN 131 291 499 - now terminated) since its inception in July 2008 to 30 November 2010, and then the performance of this Trust (which
implemented the same strategy) since 30 November 2010 to date. This is not the actual performance of Aurora Global Income Trust (AIB). The actual return of AIB since
inception is 2.99% p.a. The table above and the charts below refer to the performance of the composite/hybrid strategy and not of the actual performance of AIB.

Investment Objective*

The Trust aims to achieve absolute returns (i.e. positive
returns in both rising and falling equity markets) by using a
number of different global investment strategies that allows
the performance of the Trust to have very little correlation to
the performance of global equity market indices. The focus on
‘absolute returns’ differs from traditional funds in that the
Trust aims to produce positive returns regardless of equity
market conditions.

Investment Strategy

The Investment Manager has a wide discretion over the
investments that may be held by the Trust. The pursuit of a
diverse range of global investment strategies means that the
Trust’s returns are not necessarily dependent on any stock
markets’ direction, or dependent on any specific assumption
or key market parameter. The Trust does not seek to replicate
the standard industry benchmarks.

The Trust seeks to take advantage of companies that are
expected to increase in value relative to the market around
the announcement of their quarterly, half-yearly and yearly
earnings results, while hedging their market and currency
exposure.

In selecting additional investments for the Trust, the Manager
follows a rigorous investment selection process which
includes detailed qualitative and fundamental research.

The Trust may use derivatives for risk management as well as
to create new positions. The Trust may opportunistically short
sell securities that are considered to be overpriced in the
anticipation of purchasing them later at lower prices for a
profit and/or to reduce risk on the overall portfolio.

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Portfolio Commentary

Global markets were on a roller coaster ride in April. Recent
trends reversed (Oil +20%, Iron Ore +6%, AUDUSD +4%) as the
market showed a gravitation towards “Sell in May and go
away.” Time will tell, but the dislocation between bond markets
and others (particularly equities) remains stark. Major indices
were broadly positive (S&P 500 0.9%, UK FTSE +2.8%). The
Australian market was a global underperformer (-1.7%), whilst
China (+18%) and Hong Kong (+13%) outperformed with
southbound trade opening up between the two markets.

The Trust produced a return of +0.61% for the month.

The Earnings Announcement strategy was flat. By the end of the
month this strategy was at its peak for the quarterly reporting
season with the majority of results due in early May. This
strategy remains overweight in telecommunications and
industrials, whilst materials and energy names are regularly
screened out on quantitative and qualitative measures.

The Long/Short strategy was the best performer over the month,
as the Trust continued to benefit from the earnings
upgrade/downgrade cycle, as well as entering positions in
equities trading at a significant discount to cash backing.
Commonwealth Bank Preference Shares also provided good
returns as the instrument went ex-dividend.
