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James Hardie Announces Completion of US$500 million Syndicated Credit Facility

James Hardie Industries plc (ASX: JHX) (“James Hardie”) today announced the closing of a US$500 million
unsecured revolving credit facility. The facility matures on December 10, 2020. The size of the credit facility
may be increased by up to US$250 million upon exercise of an accordion feature. The credit facility
replaces James Hardie’s existing bilateral loan facilities of US$590 million, which were scheduled to mature
in 2016, 2017 and 2019.

The facility was arranged by HSBC Bank USA, National Association, Merrill Lynch, Pierce Fenner & Smith
Incorporated, Wells Fargo Securities, LLC, and Commonwealth Bank of Australia as Joint Lead Arrangers
and Joint Bookrunning Managers. HSBC Bank USA, National Assaociation is acting as the administrative
agent of the credit facility.
