Pursuant to section 250R(2) of the Corporations Act,
the Company is required to put a Resolution that the Remuneration Report be adopted
to a vote of Shareholders at the Meeting. However, Shareholders should note that,
pursuant to section 250R(3) of the Corporations Act, the vote on the Remuneration
Report is advisory only and the outcome of the vote does not bind the Directors or the
Company. The Remuneration Report sets out the Company’s remuneration policy and
reports on the remuneration arrangements in place for Directors and key executives of
the Company. The Directors make no recommendation on this Resolution.

Shareholders will be provided with a reasonable opportunity at the Meeting to ask
questions or make comments on the Remuneration Report.

As a result of the amendment to the Corporations Act which came into effect on 1 July
2011, a ‘two-strikes and re-election’ process has been introduced as follow:

(1) where the Company’s Remuneration Report receives a ‘no’ vote of 25% or
more, the Company’s subsequent Remuneration Report must explain the
Board’s proposed action in response or, if the Board does not propose any
action, the Board’s reasons for inaction; and

(2) where the Company’s subsequent Remuneration Report receives a ‘no’ vote of
25% or more, a Resolution must be put (“spill Resolution”) to Shareholders at
the same Meeting.

(3) If the spill Resolution passes with 50% or more of the eligible votes cast,
another meeting of the Company’s Shareholders (“spill meeting”) must be
held within 90 days. At the spill meeting, all Directors (other than the
Managing Director) who were in office when the Directors’ Report was
considered at the most recent Meeting will be required to stand for re-
election.

At the Company's annual general meeting held on 27 November 2015, the Company
received unanimous approval on the adoption of its remuneration report set out in the
2015 annual report.

Resolution 2: Re-election of Director

Rule 79.2 of the Constitution provides that, at each annual general meeting, one-third
of the Directors for the time being (or, if their number is not a multiple of 3, then the
number nearest to but not more than one-third of the Directors) must retire from
office.

The Directors retiring by rotation are those who have been longest in office since their
election. If 2 or more Directors were elected or appointed on the same day, they are
required to agree among themselves or determine by lot which of them must retire.
The Constitution ensures that no Director is able to remain in office for longer than 3
years without facing re-election. A Managing Director appointed under rule 97 is not
subject to retirement by rotation and is not taken into account in determining the
number of Directors who must retire by rotation under rule 79.2. Under rule 79.5, a
retiring Director is entitled to offer himself for re-election.

In accordance with the above, the two Directors that must retire by rotation at this
Meeting are Mr Xin Zhang and Mr Yong Jiang, who were both last re-elected to the
Board at the 2013 annual general meeting of the Company. Mr Yong Jiang has
indicated that he will offer himself for re-election at the Meeting. Mr Xin Zhang wishes
to retire from the Board and accordingly is not seeking re-election. The Board would
like to express its sincere gratitude to Mr Zhang for his valuable efforts and
contributions to the Group during the tenure of his office.

Mr Yong Jiang is the founder and chairman of a prestigious business club in Shenzhen.
He is also the founder and general manager of a diversified media company focusing on
the investment and production of films, TV and entertainment programmes based in
Beijing. Over the years, he has been serving in senior executive positions in a number
of Chinese enterprises. Through his involvement in these areas, Mr Jiang has
established an extensive network of high net worth individuals with successful
business experience in China.

The Directors (other than Mr Yong Jiang) recommend that you vote in favour of
Resolution 2. Mr Yong Jiang makes no recommendation to Shareholders. All of the
Directors entitled to vote on Resolution 2 intend to vote in favour of Resolution 2.

Resolution 3: Approval of conversion rights of 2,500,000 convertible notes

As announced on 3 June 2016, the Company secured $2,500,000 convertible note
facility (Facility) and entered into convertible note deeds (CN Deeds) with
sophisticated investors (Noteholders) set out in the table below for the issue of an
aggregate of $2,500,000 unsecured convertible notes (Convertible Notes). As at the
date of this Notice, the Facility has been fully drawn down.

The Company relied on ASX Listing Rule 7.1B.2 to issue those Convertible Notes
without prior Shareholder approval and without using its placement capacity, on the
basis that the conversion right will be approved by Shareholders subsequent to the
issue and prior to the conversion of those Convertible Notes.

Interest The Convertible Notes will accrue interest on its face value daily at an
interest rate of 8% per annum.

The Remuneration Report sets out the Company’s remuneration policy and reports on the remuneration arrangements in place for Directors and key executives of the Company.  The Directors make no recommendation on this Resolution.
	4.2 Shareholders will be provided with a reasonable opportunity at the Meeting to ask questions or make comments on the Remuneration Report.
	4.3 As a result of the amendment to the Corporations Act which came into effect on 1 July 2011, a ‘two-strikes and re-election’ process has been introduced as follow:
	(1) where the Company’s Remuneration Report receives a ‘no’ vote of 25% or more, the Company’s subsequent Remuneration Report must explain the Board’s proposed action in response or, if the Board does not propose any action, the Board’s reasons for inaction; and
	(2) where the Company’s subsequent Remuneration Report receives a ‘no’ vote of 25% or more, a Resolution must be put (“spill Resolution”) to Shareholders at the same Meeting.
	(3) If the spill Resolution passes with 50% or more of the eligible votes cast, another meeting of the Company’s Shareholders (“spill meeting”) must be held within 90 days. At the spill meeting, all Directors (other than the Managing Director) who were in office when the Directors’ Report was considered at the most recent Meeting will be required to stand for re-election.

	4.4 At the Company's annual general meeting held on 27 November 2015, the Company received unanimous approval on the adoption of its remuneration report set out in the 2015 annual report. 

	5. Resolution 2: Re-election of Director
	5.1 Rule 79.2 of the Constitution provides that, at each annual general meeting, one-third of the Directors for the time being  (or, if their number is not a multiple of 3, then the number nearest to but not more than one-third of the Directors) must retire from office.
	5.2 The Directors retiring by rotation are those who have been longest in office since their election.  If 2 or more Directors were elected or appointed on the same day, they are required to agree among themselves or determine by lot which of them must retire.  The Constitution ensures that no Director is able to remain in office for longer than 3 years without facing re-election.  A Managing Director appointed under rule 97 is not subject to retirement by rotation and is not taken into account in determining the number of Directors who must retire by rotation under rule 79.2.  Under rule 79.5, a retiring Director is entitled to offer himself for re-election.
	5.3 In accordance with the above, the two Directors that must retire by rotation at this Meeting are Mr Xin Zhang and Mr Yong Jiang, who were both last re-elected to the Board at the 2013 annual general meeting of the Company.  Mr Yong Jiang has indicated that he will offer himself for re-election at the Meeting.  Mr Xin Zhang wishes to retire from the Board and accordingly is not seeking re-election.  The Board would like to express its sincere gratitude to Mr Zhang for his valuable efforts and contributions to the Group during the tenure of his office.
	5.4 Mr Yong Jiang is the founder and chairman of a prestigious business club in Shenzhen. He is also the founder and general manager of a diversified media company focusing on the investment and production of films, TV and entertainment programmes based in Beijing. Over the years, he has been serving in senior executive positions in a number of Chinese enterprises. Through his involvement in these areas, Mr Jiang has established an extensive network of high net worth individuals with successful business experience in China.
	5.5 The Directors (other than Mr Yong Jiang) recommend that you vote in favour of Resolution 2.  Mr Yong Jiang makes no recommendation to Shareholders.  All of the Directors entitled to vote on Resolution 2 intend to vote in favour of Resolution 2. 

	6. Resolution 3: Approval of conversion rights of 2,500,000 convertible notes
	6.1 As announced on 3 June 2016, the Company secured $2,500,000 convertible note facility (Facility) and entered into convertible note deeds (CN Deeds) with sophisticated investors (Noteholders) set out in the table below for the issue of an aggregate of $2,500,000 unsecured convertible notes (Convertible Notes). As at the date of this Notice, the Facility has been fully drawn down.
	6.2 The Company relied on ASX Listing Rule 7.1B.2 to issue those Convertible Notes without prior Shareholder approval and without using its placement capacity, on the basis that the conversion right will be approved by Shareholders subsequent to the issue and prior to the conversion of those Convertible Notes. 
	In the case of all Convertible Notes issued under the Facility, no approval is required for the conversion of those Convertible Notes into Shares by virtue of ASX Listing Rule 7.2 (exception 4).
	6.3 The material terms of the Convertible Notes are as follows:
	6.4 The number of Shares that may be issued upon conversion of the Convertible Notes (if the Company or the Noteholders elect to convert the Convertible Notes into Shares) is unknown at present because the conversion price of the Convertible Notes to determine the number of Shares to be issued is to be calculated based on the 30 day VWAP prior to the date of a conversion notice. Set out below are examples of different scenarios, assuming that the face value of all Convertible Notes, being $2,500,000 (excluding amount of any interest accrued on the Convertible Notes) are converted on the Maturity Date. The VWAPs below are based on the Company's 12 month trading history (the lowest 30 day VWAP price during this period, being $0.2653 – and the highest 30 day VWAP price during this period, being $0.2845) as at 17 October 2016:
	6.5 Information required by ASX Listing Rule 7.3
	(1) the number of Convertible Notes issued for which approval of its conversion right is sought is 2,500,000. The maximum number of Shares to be issued upon conversions of the Convertible Notes, will be determined by dividing the face value of, plus interest accrued on the Facility Notes, by 80% of the 30 day VWAP prior to the date of a conversion notice. See section 6.4 above for the number of Shares that could be issued on conversion;
	(2) The conversion rights the subject of Resolution 3 will attach to the Convertible Notes on the date of the Annual General Meeting immediately following the Annual General Meeting (assuming shareholder approval to Resolution 3 is obtained). Shares will be issued pursuant to conversion of the Convertible Notes as and when a conversion notice is served by either the Company or the Noteholders (see above section 6.3) for which the Company will rely on ASX Listing Rule 7.2 (exception 4) to issue those Shares;
	(3) the issue price for each Convertible Note is equal to its face value, being $1.00. Shares will be issued at a price being equal to 80% of the 30 day VWAP prior to the date of a conversion notice;
	(4) the Convertible Notes were issued to the parties set out section 6.1 above.
	(5) the terms of the Convertible Notes are set out above in section 6.3;
	(6) Funds raised from the Convertible Notes will be used as working capital for the Group; and
	(7) a voting exclusion statement is included in this Notice of Meeting.


	7. Resolution 4: Approval of additional capacity to issue Shares under ASX Listing Rule 7.1A
	7.1 ASX Listing Rule 7.1A permits eligible entities to seek shareholder approval by special resolution at an Annual General Meeting to issue an additional 10% of issued capital by way of placements over a 12 month period (10% Placement Capacity). The additional 10% placement capacity is in addition to the Company's 15% placement capacity under ASX Listing Rule 7.1.
	7.2 The effect of Resolution 4 will be to allow the Directors to issue equity securities under ASX Listing Rule 7.1A during the period of 12 months following the Annual General Meeting without using the Company's 15% placement capacity under ASX Listing Rule 7.1.
	7.3 An eligible entity under ASX Listing Rule 7.1A is one which has a market capitalisation of $300 million or less and is not included in the S&P / ASX 300 Index. The Company is an eligible entity for the purposes of ASX Listing Rule 7.1A.
	7.4 The Company hereby seeks shareholder approval by way of a special resolution to have the ability to issue equity securities under the 10% Placement Capacity.
	7.5 The exact number of equity securities that may be issued pursuant to the 10% Placement Capacity will be determined in accordance with the formula prescribed in ASX Listing Rule 7.1A.2 which provides that eligible entities which have obtained shareholder approval at an annual general meeting may issue or agree to issue, during the 12 month period after the date of the annual general meeting, a number of equity securities calculated as follows:
	(A x D) = E
	(1) plus the number of fully paid shares issued in the 12 months under an exception in ASX Listing Rule 7.2;
	(2) plus the number of partly paid shares that became fully paid in the 12 months;
	(3) plus the number of fully paid shares issued in the 12 months with approval of holders of shares under ASX Listing Rule 7.1 or 7.4. This does not include an issue of fully paid shares under the Company's 15% placement capacity without shareholder approval;
	(4) less the number of fully paid shares cancelled in the 12 months;

	7.6 Any equity securities issued under the 10% Placement Capacity must be in an existing quoted class of the Company's equity securities. The Company presently has only one class of quoted securities being fully paid ordinary shares. 
	7.7 If the Company issues any equity securities under the 10% Placement Capacity, the entity must, pursuant to ASX Listing Rules 7.1A.4 and 3.10.5A:
	(1) give to the ASX a list of the allottees of the equity securities and the number of equity securities caused to be allottees to each (but this list is not required to be released to the market); and
	(2) disclose to the market the details of the dilution to the existing holders of ordinary securities caused by the issue; where the equity securities are issued for cash consideration, a statement of the reasons why the eligible entity issued the equity securities as a placement rather than as a pro rata issue; the details of any underwriting arrangements and fees payable to the underwriter; and any other fees or costs incurred in connection with the issue.

	7.8 Minimum price
	Any equity securities issued by the Company under ASX Listing Rule 7.1A can only be issued at a price that is no less than 75% of the VWAP for securities in that class calculated over the 15 trading days on which trades in that class were recorded immediately before:
	(1) the date on which the price at which the securities are to be issued is agreed; or
	(2) the date on which the securities are issued if the securities are not issued within five trading days of the date on which the issue price is agreed.

	7.9 Dilution to existing security holders
	If Resolution 4 is approved by shareholders and the Company issues securities under the 10% Placement Capacity, the additional economic and voting interests in the Company will be diluted. There is a risk that the market price of the Company's securities may be significantly lower on the issue date than on the date of the Annual General Meeting and the securities may be issued at a price that is at a discount to the market price on the issue date.
	The table below shows a number of hypothetical scenarios for a 10% placement as required by ASX Listing Rule 7.3A.2 where the number of the Company's shares on issue (variable "A" in the formula in ASX Listing Rule 7.1A.2) has remained current or increased by either 50% or 100% and the share price has decreased by 50%, remained current or increased by 100% based on the closing share price on ASX at 17 October 2016.
	The dilution table uses the following assumptions which the Company does not represent will necessarily occur:
	(1) the Company issues the maximum number of securities available under the additional 10% placement;
	(2) the table shows only the effect of issues of securities under ASX Listing Rule 7.1A, not under the 15% placement capacity under ASX Listing Rule 7.1;
	(3) the 10% voting dilution reflects the aggregate percentage dilution against the issued share capital at the time of issue. This is why the voting dilution is shown in each example as 10%;
	(4) the table does not show an example of dilution that may be caused to a particular shareholder by reason of the placements under ASX Listing Rule 7.1A, based on that shareholder's holding at the date of the Annual General Meeting; and
	(5) the issue price at current market price is the closing price of the shares on the ASX on 17 October 2016.

	7.10 10% placement period
	Shareholder approval under ASX Listing Rule 7.1A is valid from the date of the Annual General Meeting until the earlier of:
	(1) 12 months after the Annual General Meeting; or
	(2) the date of approval by shareholders of a transaction under ASX Listing Rule 11.1.2 (a significant change to the nature or scale of activities) or ASX Listing Rule 11.2 (disposal of main undertaking).

	7.11 Purpose of 10% additional placement
	The Company may seek to issue securities under the 10% placement for either:
	(1) Cash consideration. The Company may use the funds for working capital, towards potential transactions or for other corporate purposes deemed by the Board to be in the best interests of the Company; or
	(2) Non-cash consideration for transactions deemed by the Board to be in the best interests of the Company. In such circumstances the Company will release to the market a valuation of the non-cash consideration that demonstrates that the issue price of the securities complies with ASX Listing Rule 7.1A.3.

	The Company will comply with any disclosure obligations under ASX Listing Rules 7.1A.4 and 3.10.5A upon the issue of any securities under ASX Listing Rule 7.1A.
	7.12 Allocation policy
	The Company's allocation policy is dependent upon the prevailing market conditions at the time of any proposed issue pursuant to the 10% placement. The identity of allottees of equity securities will be determined on a case by case basis having regard to factors including but not limited to the following:
	(1) the methods of raising funds that are then available to the Company;
	(2) the effect of the issue of the equity securities on the control of the Company;
	(3) the financial situation and solvency of the Company; and
	(4) advice from professional and corporate advisers (if applicable).

	Allottees under the 10% placement have not been determined as at the date of this Notice of Meeting and may include existing and/or new security holders but cannot include any related parties or associates of a related party of the Company.
	7.13 Previous Issues of Securities
	The Company has previously obtained shareholder approval at its annual general meeting on 27 November 2015 to have the additional capacity to issue equity securities under ASX Listing Rule 7.1A. 
	In the 12 months preceding the date of this Notice (Relevant Period), the Company has issued 2,500,000 Equity Securities (being the Convertible Notes). Under ASX Listing Rule 7.3A.6(a), the Company is required to provide the percentage the Convertible Notes represent of the total number of equity securities on issue at the commencement of the Relevant Period. On the basis that the Convertible Notes are counted on the same basis as all other Equity Securities, the Convertible Notes represent 0.41% of the total number of equity securities on issue at the commencement of the Relevant Period. On the basis that the Convertible Notes are treated as the number of Shares that may be issued on their conversion, such number of Shares is unknown at present because the conversion price of the Convertible Notes to determine the number of Shares to be issued is to be calculated based on the 30 day VWAP prior to the date of a conversion notice. However, set out below are examples of different scenarios, assuming that the face value of all Convertible Notes, being $2,500,000 (excluding amount of any interest accrued on the Convertible Notes) are converted on the Maturity Date. Therefore no existing security holder will be excluded from voting on this Resolution.
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
