5. RE-ELECTION OF DIRECTOR 
 
Resolution 2 seeks approval for the re-election of Mr Justin Mannolini as a Director of the Company with 
effect from the end of the Meeting. 
 
Mr Mannolini is required to retire pursuant to the rotation of Directors’ rule in clause 13.2 of the 
Company’s Constitution.  That clause provides that at each Annual General Meeting one-third of the 
Directors (other than Alternate Directors or the Managing Director), or, if their number is not a multiple of 
three, then the nearest to but not more than one-third of the Directors must retire from office. 
 
Mr Mannolini retires from office in accordance with this requirement and, being eligible, has offered 
himself for re-election as a Director of the Company. 
 
Details of this candidate are as follows: 
Justin Mannolini 
B.Com/LL (Hons), LLM (Law) 
Non-Executive Director – Appointed Chairman of the Board 1 July 2016. 
Age 47. 
 
Mr Mannolini was appointed to the Jindalee Board as a Non-Executive Director in September 2013 and 
Chairman on 1 July 2016.   
 
Mr Mannolini was recently appointed to the board of the Northern Australia Infrastructure Facility, a $5B 
fund set up by the Australian Government to encourage the development of northern Australia. He was an 
Executive Director with Macquarie Capital, the investment banking division of the Macquarie Group from 
March 2013 to May 2016 and was responsible for cross-industry coverage of the Western Australian 
market.  Prior to joining Macquarie, Mr Mannolini was Managing Director and head of Gresham Advisory 
Partners’ Perth office, and before that, a partner in the mergers and acquisitions group of leading 
Australian law firm Freehils, in both the Sydney and Perth offices. As a lawyer and banker, Mr Mannolini 
has more than 20 years experience in corporate finance ranging across industry sectors and product lines, 
including mergers and acquisitions transactions and general strategic advisory mandates for companies in 
the resources sector. 
 
The Directors unanimously support the re-election of Mr Mannolini as a Director of the Company (with Mr 
Mannolini abstaining). 
 
6. APPROVAL OF 10% PLACEMENT FACILITY 
 
6.1 General 
 
Listing Rule 7.1A enables eligible entities to issue Equity Securities up to 10% of its issued share capital 
through placements over a 12 month period after the annual general meeting (10% Placement Facility).  
The 10% Placement Facility is in addition to the Company's 15% placement capacity under Listing Rule 7.1. 

An eligible entity for the purposes of Listing Rule 7.1A is an entity that is not included in the S&P/ASX 300 
Index and has a market capitalisation of $300 million or less. The Company is an eligible entity, as its 
market capitalisation based on a share price of $0.275 (being the closing price of the Shares on ASX on 21 
September 2016) is $9,596,063. 

While the Company has no current intention to use the 10% Placement Facility, the Company is now 
seeking shareholder approval by way of a special resolution to have the ability, if required, to issue Equity 
Securities under the 10% Placement Facility. 
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The exact number of Equity Securities to be issued under the 10% Placement Facility will be determined in 
accordance with the formula prescribed in Listing Rule 7.1A.2 (refer to section 7.2(c) of this Explanatory 
Memorandum below).   

Any Equity Securities issued must be in the same class as an existing class of quoted Equity Securities.  The 
Company currently has one class of quoted Equity Securities on issue, being the Shares (ASX Code: JRL). 

The Directors of the Company believe that this Resolution is in the best interests of the Company and 
unanimously recommend that Shareholders vote in favour of this Resolution. 
 
7.2 Description of Listing Rule 7.1A 

(a) Shareholder approval 

The ability to issue Equity Securities under the 10% Placement Facility is subject to shareholder 
approval by way of a special resolution at an annual general meeting.   

(b) Equity Securities 

Any Equity Securities issued under the 10% Placement Facility must be in the same class as an 
existing quoted class of Equity Securities of the Company. 

The Company, as at the date of the Notice, has on issue one class of quoted Equity Securities, being 
Shares. 

(c) Formula for calculating 10% Placement Facility 

Listing Rule 7.1A.2 provides that eligible entities which have obtained shareholder approval at an 
annual general meeting may issue or agree to issue, during the 12 month period after the date of 
the annual general meeting, a number of Equity Securities calculated in accordance with the 
following formula:  

(A x D) – E 

Where: 

A  is the number of shares on issue 12 months before the date of issue or agreement:  

(A) plus the number of fully paid shares issued in the 12 months under an exception in 
Listing Rule 7.2;  

(B) plus the number of partly paid shares that became fully paid in the 12 months;  

(C) plus the number of fully paid shares issued in the 12 months with approval of holders of 
shares under Listing Rule 7.1 and 7.4. This does not include an issue of fully paid shares 
under the entity's 15% placement capacity without shareholder approval;  

(D) less the number of fully paid shares cancelled in the 12 months.  

 Note that A has the same meaning in Listing Rule 7.1 when calculating an entity's 15% 
placement capacity. 

D is 10% 

E is the number of Equity Securities issued or agreed to be issued under Listing Rule 7.1A.2 in the 
12 months before the date of the issue or agreement to issue that are not issued with the 
approval of shareholders under Listing Rule 7.1 or 7.4.

(d) Listing Rule 7.1 and Listing Rule 7.1A 

The ability of an entity to issue Equity Securities under Listing Rule 7.1A is in addition to the entity's 
15% placement capacity under Listing Rule 7.1. 

The actual number of Equity Securities that the Company will have capacity to issue under Listing 
Rule 7.1A will be calculated at the date of issue of the Equity Securities in accordance with the 
formula prescribed in Listing Rule 7.1A.2 (refer to section 7.2(c) of this Explanatory Memorandum 
above).  

(e)  Minimum Issue Price 

The issue price of Equity Securities issued under Listing Rule 7.1A must be not less than 75% of the 
VWAP of Equity Securities in the same class calculated over the 15 Trading Days immediately 
before:

(ii) the date of the approval by shareholders of a transaction under Listing Rules 11.1.2 (a 
significant change to the nature or scale of activities) or 11.2 (disposal of main 
undertaking),  

(10% Placement Period). 

7.3 Listing Rule 7.1A 

The effect of Resolution 3 will be to allow the Directors to issue Equity Securities under Listing Rule 
7.1A during the 10% Placement Period without using the Company’s 15% placement capacity under 
Listing Rule 7.1.   

Resolution 3 is a special resolution and therefore requires approval of 75% of the votes cast by 
Shareholders present and eligible to vote (in person, by proxy, by attorney or, in the case of a 
corporate Shareholder, by a corporate representative). 

7.4 Specific information required by Listing Rule 7.3A 

Pursuant to and in accordance with Listing Rule 7.3A, information is provided in relation to the 
approval of the 10% Placement Facility as follows:  

(a)  The Equity Securities will be issued at an issue price of not less than  75% of the VWAP for the 
Company's Equity Securities over the 15 Trading Days immediately before:  

(i)  the date on which the price at which the Equity Securities are to be issued is agreed; or

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(b)  If Resolution 3 is approved by Shareholders and the Company issues Equity Securities under the 
10% Placement Facility, the existing Shareholders' voting power in the Company will be diluted as 
shown in the below table.
