CHAIRMAN'’S LETTER

Dear Shareholder

It is pleasing to report that for the fourth year in a row the Company has recorded a profit. However, this year’s profit
of $447,000 is substantially less than last year’s $3.6 million, but a more accurate picture of the Company’s result
needs to take into account a number of significant factors.

Firstly, the Company was able to negotiate a favourable early termination of a development agreement with a third
party which involved a long term profit share. The early payout of this arrangement cost the Company $2.1 million
which otherwise would have added to this year’s profit. Your Directors believed this early termination payment was
in the long term best interests of the Company.

Secondly, during the year, and by agreement with our Joint Venture partners in the Churchill Centre North, a swap
trade was agreed with our financier, Bank SA, to fix 50% of our $50 million facility to take advantage of the current
low interest environment. As required by the Accounting Standards, the Company was required to show an unrealised
loss of $439,000 on this swap as at 30th June. When taking these one-off items into account the result for this year
would have been close to last year’s profit.

Another significant event during the year was the acquisition by our new international major shareholder of a further
5% of the issued capital of the Company. As announced in last year’s Report, Oriental University City ( H.K') Holdings
(OUC ) became a 19.9% shareholder and it's Managing Director, Mr. Yingchun Liu joined the Axiom Board. Mr. Liu’s
Alternate is Ms. Doris Chung Gim Lian. It was a pleasure to be able to welcome them both onto the Board following
last year's AGM and we look forward to developing future opportunities with OUC.

Also in last year’s Report the Company entered into a Joint Venture Agreement to develop 500 residential lots at the
Adelaide suburb of Mt. Barker. A significant event has occurred post June 30 when Development Approval for this
subdivision was granted by the Mt. Barker Council in July.

It is also pleasing to report that the Company enjoyed an asset revaluation uplift of some $2.5 million and significant
rental growth at our major projects at Churchill Centre North and Churchill South. This uplift also reflected the
successful extension to the Churchill Centre North to accommodate the new Aldi Store.

Finally, the Company faces a very bright future and is in a sound position to extend its footprint beyond South
Australia and a number of opportunities are currently under investigation.

MANAGING DIRECTOR’S REVIEW

Dear Shareholder,

This financial year has been a period of consolidation, combined with prudent growth and investigation of new
opportunities. The headline result delivered the Group a profit of $447,000 with rental revenues of $5,325,000
equating to a revenue growth of 20% on last year’s result. When we strip out one-off abnormal items as highlighted
in the accompanying Chairman’s Report, the profit would be a similar result to last year’s solid profit.

This year’s result also reflects another improved performance in the Company’s operating cashflow, largely derived
from the Group’s ownership of its two retail assets at Churchill South and North. During the year, the last two stages
of Churchill South were completed, meaning the Centre is now fully developed (save for a small parcel of land) and
tenants are reporting strong trading conditions.

Additionally, during the year the Group completed the development of an additional stage at Churchill North,
anchored by giant German retailer, Aldi, as well as a large medical centre. This additional stage added another 2,500
sg.m to the Centre, and opened Aldi’s 7th supermarket in Adelaide.

The Group remains comfortable with its strategy of continuing to own these prime assets, consistent with its strategy
to grow the cashflow and strengthen the balance sheet through strategic developments and investments. The sub-
regional shopping centre sector continues to be an attractive asset class, particularly supermarket and non-
discretionary based retail centres. In the current low-interest rate environment this asset class continues to benefit
from yield compression, and the Group is confident of continuing and improved performances in the sector.

Current developments

The current pipeline of development opportunities will continue to drive future growth for the Company, particularly
with the Mount Barker residential subdivision project as well as the final stages of the Churchill retail centre.
Subsequent to year end, the Group announced it had received approval for the 500+ lot master plan for Mount Barker,
and signalled its intention to commence construction of the first stage of this project by the end of calendar 2016. As
has been previously disclosed, this project is expected to add substantially to the Groups profitability over the short
to medium term.

Future opportunities

Subsequent to year end, the Group also announced (27th July 2016) it had been selected as the preferred proponent
for a significant mixed-use development project in Sydney’s Double Bay by Woollahra Council. Axiom is in a Joint
Venture with major national construction and development group Built. Pty Ltd and was pleased to be selected as
the preferred proponent for this strategic development following an exhaustive two-year process.

Additionally, the Group has been working closely with other key clients, tenants and land owners on several other
exciting opportunities, which it remains confident of delivering on in the near future.

Lastly, may | add my ongoing thanks and appreciation to our shareholders for their ongoing support, as well as adding
my sincere thanks to the Axiom team, Directors and its network of consultants and advisors for their assistance and
dedication throughout the year. Of particular mention, I'd like to thank both Paul Rouvray, our outstanding General
Manager and Paul Santinon, our dedicated Chief Financial Officer for their support and application over the past
year.

CHURCHILL CENTRE (FORMERLY “ISLINGTON RAILYARDS”)

The Churchill Centre project consists of two separate large tracts of land of 3 hectares (South) and 18 hectares (North)
for a total of 21 hectares, strategically located on Churchill Rd, Kilburn in the inner northwest suburbs of Adelaide,
6kms from the CBD. Axiom has “ownership” of the land under a 97-year ground lease with the South Australian
Government. The master plan for the two sites will result in a major retail destination servicing the needs of Adelaide’s
inner north western suburbs. The master plan incorporates a mix of large format retail and hardware tenancies,
alongside a major supermarket, sub-regional shopping centre, Costco and a mix of other exciting retail opportunities.

The Company continues to consider this development as a key component to the success of the Company, being a
major plank of the development and investment portfolio over the short to medium term, and providing robust recurring
income to the Group.

The two distinct sites are referred to as Churchill Centre North and Churchill Centre South.

CHURCHILL CENTRE NORTH (50% INTEREST):
Background:

The Churchill Centre North component of this project sits on 18 hectares of land, and comprises South Australia’s first
and currently only Costco store as well as a major sub-regional shopping centre, consisting of a 5,500 sq.m. Coles
supermarket, a 5,400 sg.m. Kmart Discount Department Store, several other mini-major retailers and approximately
55 specialty shops. The Centre also incorporates a Coles service station alongside several other pad sites of fast food
outlets incorporating McDonalds and KFC restaurants, and other strategic retailing uses, including Repco and a Kmart
Tyre and Auto centre. In total, this northern stage is designed to incorporate in excess of 40,000 sgm of quality
destination retail.

Axiom’s intention is to continue to own its 50% share of the Churchill Centre North to provide a stable and sustainable
cashflow for the Company through rental revenue received. The Centre also contributes substantially to the Group’s
balance sheet through its net equity investment in the Centre.

Churchill Centre North
Stage 2, Churchill Centre North:

Construction of German retailer Aldi was successfully completed in March 2016 and Aldi commenced trade soon after
along with a 350 sg.m medical facility. The success of the Centre expansion has been evident in the significant
increase in both customer foot traffic to the Centre as well as retail turnover. On the back of this successful expansion,
the Company and its partner are working on various schemes to fully develop the (approximately) 3 hectares of surplus
land and has had some strong interest from national and international retailers and other groups to anchor the
subsequent stages.

CHURCHILL CENTRE SOUTH (100% INTEREST):

Since the successful development and sale of Bunnings in 2010, the Group has continued to hold a 100% interest in
the balance of the 3-hectare parcel of land. The first stage was fully let to US retailer Savers, Auto barn and Pet Barn
and opened for trade in December 2014 with Beacon Lighting subsequently opening in March 2015.

The following Stage of the project comprised another 2,000 sq.m (approx.) of mixed use retail as well as a 2,000 sqg.m
(approximately) pad site which was pre-committed and completed in September 2015. Major tenants in this precinct
include national auto mechanic chain Ultra Tune, national playcentre operator “Croc’s PlayCafe”, German power tools
manufacturer Stihl and Hungry Jack’s.

One pad site adjacent to Hungry Jack’s of approximately 2,000 sq.m remains which the Group is actively marketing
The Company intends to retain ownership of its 100% share of this development to generate a stable, recurring income
stream through rental income.

Churchill Centre South

WORLD PARK 01, KESWICK SA (100% INTEREST)

Worldpark:01 is a campus-style, green office park on the fringe of the Adelaide CBD with a master plan approval to
construct 3 boutique office buildings. The first of these buildings, the Stage One “Coffey” Building was successfully
pre-committed, developed and delivered in October 2010 to a 5-star green Star rating, and subsequently sold for $46m
in December 2010.

Axiom retains ownership of the balance of the land of approximately 2 hectares and is actively marketing and promoting
it to secure a pre-commitment sufficient to commence construction of the next stage of the project. The development
provides a unique boutique office solution with abundant car-parking in Adelaide’s fringe CBD market.

During the year the Company continued to generate income from the site through temporary car-parking revenue,
sufficient to minimize holding costs on the site.

The Company is continually reviewing its options for this site and exploring new opportunities for its development.

‘World Park
MT BARKER (50% INTEREST)

In May 2015, the Company announced it had entered into a 50/50 Joint Venture Agreement with the landowners of a
large parcel of land in Mount Barker, South Australia to develop a major residential sub-division.

Mt Barker is one of SA’s fastest growing regions as well as being one of the nation’s fastest growing inland towns. The
Company has been working with the land owners to develop a circa 500 allotment scheme that is in keeping with the
natural and majestic environment of the area. The scheme was lodged with Mount Barker Council for Development
Approval during the year.

This broad acre subdivision opportunity gives the Company a low exposure to the residential sector, and is expected
to start contributing to earnings in FY 17. Under the terms of the Joint Venture Agreement, Axiom is responsible for
the delivery and management of the entire project, and will be entitled to share in the net proceeds of the residential
sales.

In July the Company announced that it had received Development Approval for the broad acre residential subdivision
and is now in the process of documenting and tendering for the commencement of works.

STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP

During the year, one of Axiom’s major shareholders announced it had purchased an additional 5% of the issued capital
of Axiom. The on-market purchase by Oriental University City Holdings (OUC) meant that Axiom’s previously
announced agreement to place up to 5% of its capital to OUC was no longer valid, and OUC now owns 19.9% of
Axiom’s capital which it acquired on-market. OUC also have appointed a Director to the Company’s Board.

The strategic relationship formed between the two groups now gives Axiom an entry point into the education and
student accommodation sectors, and the two groups are jointly exploring various opportunities in that space.

DOUBLE BAY, SYDNEY NSW

In July the Company announced that it has been selected as the Preferred Proponent to develop a major mixed-use
project on the Council-owned Cross St carpark in Sydney’s Double Bay as part of a joint venture with major national
and development company Built. The development provides Axiom with expansion into the strong Sydney residential
market and an opportunity to transform a high profile strategic site into a spectacular and unique complex, incorporating
a new Council carpark, a multi-screen Palace cinema, general retail, food precinct and residential apartments.

The Remuneration
Committee assesses the appropriateness of the nature and amount of remuneration of Directors and executives on a
periodic basis by reference to relevant employment market conditions with an overall objective of ensuring maximum
shareholder benefit from the retention of a high quality Board and executive team.

Remuneration Structure
In accordance with best practice corporate governance, the structure of non-executive director and executive
remuneration is separate and distinct.

Company’s Remuneration Policies

The Board, subject to the approval of shareholders in the Annual General Meeting, sets the remuneration level of the
non-executive members of the Board. Remuneration is set according to the skills, experience and length of service of
each Director. Remuneration of the Non-Executive Chairman is determined by the Board of Directors and is also
determined by the skills, experience and length of service of the Non-Executive Chairman. Non-Executive Directors
receive a fixed fee and statutory superannuation for services as Directors.

Company’s Remuneration Policies (continued)

The Company’s Constitution provides that Directors may collectively be paid a fixed sum, not exceeding the aggregate
maximum per annum from time to time, as determined by the Company and approved by shareholders. A Director
may be paid fees or other amounts as the Directors determine where a Director performs special duties or otherwise
performs services outside the scope of the ordinary duties of a Director. There is no direct link between remuneration
paid to Non-executive Directors and corporate performance such as bonus payments for achievement of certain key
performance indicators.

Remuneration for Executive Directors and Senior Managers is based upon a number of factors, including length of
service, particular experience of the individual concerned, and overall performance of the Company. The contracts for
service between Executive Directors and the Company are on a continuing basis the terms of which are not expected
to change. Remuneration packages may include base salary, superannuation, fringe benefits, bonuses and
performance rights.

or decrease in net income or dividend distribution of more than 10%.

Contracts will be considered material if they are outside the ordinary course of business, contain exceptionally
onerous provisions in the opinion of the Board, impact on income or distribution in excess of the quantitative tests,
there is a likelihood that either party will default, and the default may trigger any of the quantitative or qualitative tests,
are essential to the activities of the Company and cannot be replaced, or cannot be replaced without an increase in
cost which triggers any of the quantitative tests, contain or trigger change of control provisions, are between or for
the benefit of related parties, or otherwise trigger the quantitative tests.

Basis of Preparation

The financial report is a general-purpose financial report, which has been prepared in accordance with the
requirements of the Corporations Act 2001, Accounting Standards and Interpretations and complies with
other requirements of the law.

98/100. The Company is an entity to which the class order applies.

The Company is a listed public company, incorporated in Australia and operating in Australia. The entity’s
principal activities are property investment and development.

In the year ended 30 June 2016, the directors have reviewed all of the new and revised Standards and
Interpretations issued by the AASB that are relevant to the Company and effective for the current annual
reporting period.

Statement of compliance

Basis of consolidation

Valuation of investment properties

Investment properties are measured at fair value at each balance date with any gains and losses arising from
a change in fair value recognised in profit or loss. The Group relies upon independent valuations using either
the capitalisation or discounted cashflow method and judgement is required in estimating the inputs to the
model.

Going concern

The Directors have presented the financial statements on the basis that the Group will continue as a going
concern. The Managing Director’s report and the Chairman’s Statement outline the actions that have been
taken and results achieved within the past year in respect to improving the Group’s financial position and
mitigating risks and uncertainties facing the Group.

The Directors have examined significant areas of possible financial risk and have satisfied themselves that the
Group has adequate resources to continue in operational existence for the foreseeable future.

Segment reporting

Revenue Recognition
Revenue is recognised on an accruals basis at fair value of the consideration received or receivable. Amounts
disclosed as revenue are net of returns, trade allowances, rebates and amounts collected on behalf of third
parties. Revenue is recognised to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Group
and the revenue can be reliably measured. The following specific recognition criteria must also be met before
revenue is recognised:

(i) Sale of goods

Revenue is recognised when the significant risks and rewards of ownership of the goods have passed to the
buyer and the costs incurred or to be incurred in respect of the transaction can be measured reliably. Risks
and rewards of ownership are considered passed to the buyer at the time of delivery of the goods to the
customer.

(i)  Rendering of services
Revenue from the rendering of services is recognised by reference to the stage of completion of the contract.

(iii) Interest income

Interest revenue is recognised on a time proportionate basis that takes into account the effective yield on the
financial asset.

Revenue is recognised when the Group’s right to receive the payment is established. This applies even if they
are paid out of pre-acquisition profits. However the investment may need to be tested for impairment as a
consequence.

(v) Rental income

Rental income from investment properties is accounted for on a straight-line basis over the lease term.
Contingent rental income is recognised as income in the periods in which it is earned. Lease incentives granted
are recognised as a reduction as rental income received on a straight-line basis from the lease commencement
date to the end of the lease term.

Borrowing costs

Borrowing costs are recognised as an expense when incurred except those that relate to the acquisition,
construction or production of qualifying assets where the borrowing cost is added to the cost of those assets
until such time as the assets are substantially ready for their intended use of sale.

Leases
Leases are classified as finance leases whenever the terms of the lease transfer substantially all the risks and
rewards of ownership to the lessee. All other leases are classified as operating leases.

Assets held under finance leases are initially recognised at their fair value or, if lower, the present value of the
minimum lease payments, each determined at the inception of the lease. The corresponding liability to the
lessor is included in the statement of financial position as a finance lease obligation.

Lease payments are apportioned between finance charges and reduction of the lease obligation so as to
achieve a constant rate of interest on the remaining balance of the liability. Finance charges are charged
directly against income, unless they are directly attributable to qualifying assets, in which case they are
capitalised in accordance with the general policy on borrowing costs - refer Note 1(i).

Finance leased assets are depreciated on a straight line basis over the estimated useful life of the asset.

Operating lease payments are recognised as an expense on a straight line basis over the lease term, except
where another systematic basis is more representative of the time pattern in which economic benefits from
the leased asset are consumed.

In the event that lease incentives are received to enter into operating leases, such incentives are recognised
as a liability. The aggregate benefit of incentives is recognized as a reduction of rental expense on a straight-
line basis, except where another systematic basis is more representative of the time pattern in which
economic benefits from the leased asset are consumed.

Income tax

The income tax expense or benefit for the period is the tax payable on the current period’s taxable income
based on the applicable income tax rate adjusted by changes in deferred tax assets and liabilities attributable
to temporary difference and to unused tax losses.

The current income tax charge is calculated on the basis of the tax laws enacted or substantively enacted at
the end of the reporting period. Management periodically evaluates positions taken in tax returns with respect
to situations in which applicable tax regulation is subject to interpretation. It establishes provisions where
appropriate on the basis of amounts expected to be paid to the tax authorities.

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST except:

An asset’s recoverable amount is the higher of its fair value less costs to sell and its value in use and is
determined for an individual asset, unless the asset does not generate cash inflows that are largely independent
of those from other assets or groups of assets and the asset's value in use cannot be estimated to be close to
its fair value. In such cases the asset is tested for impairment as part of the cash-generating unit to which it
belongs. When the carrying amount of an asset or cash-generating unit exceeds its recoverable amount, the
asset or cash-generating unit is considered impaired and is written down to its recoverable amount.

In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-
tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to
the asset.

Bank overdrafts are shown within borrowings in current liabilities in the statement of
financial position.

For the purposes of the statement of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents consist of cash and cash
equivalents as defined above, net of outstanding bank overdrafts.

Trade and other receivables

Trade receivables are measured on initial recognition at fair value and are subsequently measured at
amortised cost using the effective interest rate method, less provision for impairment. Trade receivables
are generally due for settlement within periods ranging from 15 days to 30 days.

Impairment of trade receivables is continually reviewed and those that are considered uncollectible are
written off by reducing the carrying amount directly. An allowance account is used when there is
objective evidence that the Group will not be able to collect all amounts due according to the original
contractual terms. Factors considered by the Group in making this determination include known
significant financial difficulties of the debtor, review of financial information and significant delinquency
in making contractual payments to the Group. The impairment allowance is set equal to the difference
between the carrying amount of the receivable and the present value of the estimated future cash flows,
discounted at the original effective interest rate. Where receivables are short term discounting is not
applied in determining the allowance.

The amount of the impairment loss is recognised in the statement of comprehensive income within
other expenses.

Inventories

Costs relating to the acquisition and development of land are capitalised and carried forward at cost,
as inventories. As developed lots are settled the associated value of inventories is expensed to the
statement of comprehensive income. Profits are brought to account on the contract of sale settlement.

Inventories are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value.

Net realisable value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business, less estimated
costs of completion and the estimated costs necessary to make the sale.

Non-current assets held for sale and discontinued operations

Non-current assets (or disposal groups) are classified as held for sale if their carrying amount will be
recovered principally through a sale transaction rather than through continuing use and a sale is
considered highly probable. They are measured at the lower of their carrying amount and fair value
less costs to sell, except for assets such as deferred tax assets, assets arising from employee benefits,
financial assets and investment property that are carried at fair value and contractual rights under
insurance contracts, which are specifically exempt from this requirement.

An impairment loss is recognised for any initial or subsequent write-down of the asset (or disposal group)
to fair value less costs to sell. A gain is recognised for any subsequent increases in fair value less costs
to sell of an asset (or disposal group), but not in excess of any cumulative impairment loss previously
recognised. A gain or loss not previously recognised by the date of the sale of the non-current asset
(or disposal group) is recognised at the date of derecognition.

Non-current assets (including those that are part of a disposal group) are not depreciated or amortised
while they are classified as held for sale. Interest and other expenses attributable to the liabilities of a
disposal group classified as held for sale continue to be recognised.

Non-current assets classified as held for sale and the assets of the disposal group classified as held for
sale are presented separately from the other assets in the Statement of Financial Position. The liabilities
of a disposal group classified as held for sale are presented separately from other liabilities in the
Statement of Financial Position.

A discontinued operation is a component of the entity that has been disposed of or is classified as held
for sale and that represents a separate major line of business or geographical area of operations, is part
of a single co-ordinated plan to dispose of such a line of business or area of operations, or is a subsidiary
acquired exclusively with a view to resale. The results of discontinued operations are presented
separately in the Statement of Comprehensive Income.

Derivative financial instruments and hedging

The Group uses derivative financial instruments, such as interest rate swaps, to hedge its risks
associated with interest rate fluctuations. Such derivative financial instruments are initially recognised
at fair value on the date on which a derivative contract is entered into and are subsequently re-measured
to fair value. The fair value of interest rate swap constraints is determined by reference to market values
from similar instruments. Derivatives are carried as assets when their fair value is positive and as
liabilities when their fair value is negative.

Any gains or losses arising from changes in the fair value of derivatives are taken directly to net profit
or loss for the year.

The fair value of interest rate swap contracts is determined by reference to market values for similar
instruments.

For the purposes of hedge accounting, hedges are classified as:

e Fair value hedges when they hedge the exposure to changes in the fair value of a recognised asset
or liability; and

e (Cash flow hedges when they hedge exposure to variability in cash flows that is attributable either to
a particular risk associated with a recognised asset or liability or to a forecast transaction.

Hedges that meet the strict criteria for hedge accounting are accounted for as follows:

(i) Fair value hedges

Fair value hedges are hedges of the Group’s exposure to changes in the fair value of a recognised
asset or liability or an unrecognised firm commitment, or an identified portion of such an asset, liability
or firm commitment, that is attributable to a particular risk that could affect profit or loss. For fair value
hedges, the carrying amount of the hedged item is adjusted for gains and losses attributable to the risk
being hedged, the derivative is re-measured to fair value and gains and losses from both are taken to
profit or loss.

When an unrecognised firm commitment is designated as a hedged item, the subsequent cumulative
change in the fair value of the firm commitment attributable to the hedged risk is recognised as an asset
or liability with a corresponding gain or loss recognised in profit or loss. The changes in the fair value
of the hedging instrument are also recognised in profit or loss.

The Group discontinues fair value hedge accounting if the hedging instrument expires or is sold,
terminated or exercised, the hedge no longer meets the criteria for hedge accounting or the Group
revokes the designation. Any adjustment to the carrying amount of a hedged financial instrument for
which the effective interest method is used is amortised to profit or loss. Amortisation may begin as
soon as an adjustment exists and shall begin no later than when the hedged item ceases to be adjusted
for changes in its fair value attributable to the risk being hedged.

(i) Cash flow hedges
Cash flow hedges are hedges of the Group's exposure to variability in cash flows that is attributable to a
particular risk associated with a recognised asset or liability or a highly probable forecast transaction and that
could affect profit or loss. The effective portion of the gain or loss on the hedging instrument is recognised
directly in equity, while the ineffective portion is recognised in profit or loss.

Amounts taken to equity are transferred to the statement of comprehensive income when the hedged
transaction affects profit or loss, such as when hedged income or expenses are recognised or when a
forecast sale or purchase occurs. When the hedged item is the cost of a non-financial asset or liability, the
amounts taken to equity are transferred to the initial carrying amount of the non-financial asset or liability.

If the forecast transaction is no longer expected to occur, amounts previously recognised in equity are
transferred to profit or loss. If the hedging instrument expires or is sold, terminated or exercised without
replacement or rollover, or if its designation as a hedge is revoked, amounts previously recognised in equity
remain in equity until the forecast transaction occurs. If the related transaction is not expected to occur, the
amount is taken to profit or loss.

(s) Financial assets
Financial assets in the scope of AASB 139 Financial Instruments: Recognition and Measurement are
classified as either financial assets at fair value through profit or loss, loans and receivables, held-to-maturity
investments, or available-for-sale investments, as appropriate. When financial assets are recognised initially,
they are measured at fair value, plus, in the case of investments not at fair value through profit or loss, directly
attributable transactions costs. The Group determines the classification of its financial assets after initial
recognition and, when allowed and appropriate, re-evaluates this designation at each financial year-end.

All regular way purchases and sales of financial assets are recognised on the trade date i.e. the date that
the Group commits to purchase the asset. Regular way purchases or sales are purchases or sales of financial
assets under contracts that require delivery of the assets within the period established generally by regulation
or convention in the marketplace.

(i)  Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss

Financial assets classified as held for trading are included in the category ‘financial assets at fair value
through profit or loss’. Financial assets are classified as held for trading if they are acquired for the purpose
of selling in the near term.

The fair value of investments that are actively traded in organised financial markets is determined by
reference to quoted market bid prices at the close of business on the balance date.

Such techniques include using recent
arm’s length market transactions, reference to the current market value of another instrument that is
substantially the same, discounted cash flow analysis and option pricing models.

Interests in joint operations

Under the equity method, an investment in an associate or a joint venture is initially
recognised in the consolidated statement of financial position and adjusted thereafter to recognise the
Group’s share of the profit or loss in other comprehensive income of the associate if joint venture.

The recoverable amount of plant and equipment is the higher of fair value less costs to sell and value
in use. In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value
using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and
the risks specific to the asset.

For an asset that does not generate largely independent cash inflows, recoverable amount is
determined for the cash-generating unit to which the asset belongs, unless the asset's value in use
can be estimated to approximate fair value.

An impairment exists when the carrying value of an asset or cash-generating units exceeds its
estimated recoverable amount. The asset or cash-generating unit is then written down to its
recoverable amount.

For plant and equipment, impairment losses are recognised in the statement of comprehensive
income in the cost of sales line item. However, because land and buildings are measured at revalued
amounts, impairment losses on land and buildings are treated as a revaluation decrement.

(ii) Revaluations

Following initial recognition at cost, land and buildings are carried at a revalued amount which is the
fair value at the date of the revaluation less any subsequent accumulated depreciation on buildings
and any subsequent accumulated impairment losses.

Fair value is determined by reference to market-based evidence, which is the amount for which the
assets could be exchanged between a knowledgeable willing buyer and a knowledgeable willing seller
in an arm’s length transaction as at the valuation date.

Any revaluation increment is credited to the asset revaluation reserve included in the equity section
of the statement of financial position, except to the extent that it reverses a revaluation decrease of
the same asset previously recognised in profit or loss, in which case the increase is recognised in
profit or loss.

Any revaluation decrease is recognised in profit or loss, except that a decrease offsetting a previous
revaluation increase for the same asset is debited directly to the asset revaluation reserve to the extent
of the credit balance existing in the revaluation reserve for that asset.

An annual transfer from the asset revaluation reserve to retained earnings is made for the difference
between depreciation based on the revalued carrying amounts of the assets and depreciation based
on the assets' original costs.

Additionally, any accumulated depreciation as at the revaluation date is eliminated against the gross
carrying amounts of the assets and the net amounts are restated to the revalued amounts of the
assets. Upon disposal, any revaluation reserve relating to the particular asset being sold is transferred
to retained earnings. Independent valuations are performed with sufficient regularity to ensure that
the carrying amounts do not differ materially from the assets' fair values at the balance date.

(iii) Derecognition and disposal
An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when no further future
economic benefits are expected from its use or disposal. Any gain or loss arising on derecognition of
the asset (calculated as the difference between the net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of
the asset) is included in profit or loss in the year the asset is derecognised.

Investment Properties

Investment properties are those properties that are held to earn rental income or for capital
appreciation, or both. Investment properties are measured initially at cost, including transaction costs.
Subsequent to initial recognition, investment properties are carried at fair value with any change
therein recognised in profit and loss.

A property interest under an operating lease is classified and accounted for on a property-by-property
basis when the Group holds it to earn rentals or for capital appreciation or both. Any such property
interest under an operating lease classified as an investment property is carried at fair value.

Prospective lessees may be offered incentives as an inducement to enter into operating leases.
These incentives may take various forms including cash payments, rent free periods or as a
contribution to certain lease costs such as fitout costs or relocation costs. The carrying amount of the
lease incentives is reflected in the fair value of investment properties.

Trade and other payables

Trade payables and other payables are carried at amortised cost and represent liabilities for goods
and services provided to the Group prior to the end of the financial year that are unpaid and arise
when the Group becomes obliged to make future payments in respect of the purchase of these goods
and services. Trade and other payables are presented as current liabilities unless payment is not due
within 12 months.

Borrowings

All loans and borrowings are initially recognised at the fair value received less directly attributable
transaction costs. After initial recognition, interest-bearing loans and borrowings are subsequently
measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method. Gains and losses are recognised in
profit or loss when the liabilities are derecognised.

Fees paid on the establishment of loan facilities are recognised as transaction costs of the loan to the
extent that it is probable that some or all of the facility will be drawn down. In this case, the fee is
deferred until the draw down occurs. To the extent there is no evidence that it is probable that some
or all of the facility will be drawn down, the fee is capitalised as a prepayment for liquidity services and
amortised over the period of the facility to which it relates.

Borrowings are removed from the statement of financial position when the obligation specified in the
contract is discharged, cancelled or expired. The difference between the carrying amount of a financial
liability that has been extinguished or transferred to another party and the consideration paid, including
any non-cash assets transferred or liabilities assumed, is recognised in profit or loss as other income
of finance costs.

Borrowings are classified as current liabilities unless the Group has an unconditional right to defer
settlement of the liability for at least 12 months after the reporting date.

Provisions

Provisions are recognised when the Group has a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result
of a past event, it is probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be
required to settle the obligation and a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.
Provisions are not recognised for future operating losses.

When the Group expects some or all of a provision to be reimbursed, for example under an insurance
contract, the reimbursement is recognised as a separate asset but only when the reimbursement is
virtually certain. The expense relating to any provision is presented in the statements of
comprehensive income, net of any reimbursement.

Provisions are measured at the present value or management’s best estimate of the expenditure
required to settle the present obligation at the end of the reporting period.

If the effect of the time value of money is material, provisions are discounted using a current pre-tax
rate that reflects the risks specific to the liability. When discounting is used, the increase in the provision
due to the passage of time is recognised as a borrowing cost.

Employee leave benefits

(i)  Wages, salaries, annual leave and sick leave

Liabilities for wages and salaries, including non-monetary benefits, annual leave and accumulating sick
leave expected to be settled within 12 months of the balance date are recognised in other payables or
provisions in respect of employees’ services up to the balance date. They are measured at the amounts
expected to be paid when the liabilities are settled. Liabilities for non-accumulating sick leave are
recognised when the leave is taken and are measured at the rates paid or payable.

(i) Long service leave

The liability for long service leave is recognised in the provision for employee benefits and measured
as the present value of expected future payments to be made in respect of services provided by
employees up to the balance date. Consideration is given to expected future wage and salary levels,
experience of employee departures, and period of service. Expected future payments are discounted
using market yields at the balance date on national government bonds with terms to maturity and
currencies that match, as closely as possible, the estimated future cash outflows.

Share-based payment transactions

The Group provides benefits to employees (including Directors and senior executives) of the Group
in the form of share-based payments, whereby employees render services in exchange for shares or
rights over shares (equity-settled transactions).

If an equity-settled award is cancelled, it is treated as if it had vested on the date of cancellation, and
any expense not yet recognised for the award is recognised immediately. However, if a new award is
substituted for the cancelled award and designated as a replacement award on the date that it is
granted, the cancelled and new award are treated as if they were a modification of the original award,
as described in the previous paragraph.

The Group along with its joint operation partner, Southern Cross Equity Group Pty Ltd, at last reporting date had an

investment facility of $41.760 million with BankSA for with the first stage of development. The Group along with its joint
operation partner entered into a further construction facility of $8.220 million for the stage two Aldi extension, which
was completed in March 2016.

The stage two construction facility was subsequently converted to investment and combined with the stage one
investment facility, giving a total facility balance with BankSA of $49.980 million. The combined interest only investment
facility matures in September 2017. The joint operation is currently in discussion with BankSA to extend this facility.
The guarantee of each party is limited to 50% of the total facility limit, interest, northern ground rent and fees and costs.
The base rate of the facility is BBSY (30 days). In addition, there is an acceptance fee of 1.4% p.a. on the rolling bills.

In February 2016, the Group along with its joint operation partner entered into a 4 year swap facility with BankSA for
$25.000 million. The fixed swap rate is 2.18% (plus bank margin) and is transferable between institutions and provides
a hedge against the variability of interest payable on the $49.980 million facility.

(c) Capital risk management

The increase in the gearing ratio during 2016 resulted from the development of the Churchill Centre North. The Board

(e) Interest rate risk

The Group has a 4-month term deposit of $1.52 million with BankSA which matures in November 2016. The Group is
exposed to interest rate risk upon maturity of the term deposits. The Group’s income and operating cash flows are
substantially independent of changes in market interest rates.

However, the Group is exposed to interest rate risk on its borrowings that are used to fund its development activities
as entities in the Group borrow funds at both fixed and floating interest rates. Borrowings issued at variable rates
expose the Group to cash flow interest rate risk. The Group seeks to minimise the effect of this risk by using derivative
financial instruments to hedge the risk exposure wherever it is prudent to do so. The use of financial instruments is
dependent on management’s assessment of the interest rate risk going forward and this is assessed on a case by
case basis. Financial institutions may also require the Group to enter into derivatives though loan facility
documentation.

The Company’s and Group’s exposures to interest rate on financial liabilities are detailed in the liquidity risk
management section of the note.

Interest Rate Sensitivity Analysis

The sensitivity analysis below have been determined based on the exposure to interest rates for non-derivative
instruments at the reporting date and the stipulated change taking place at the beginning of the financial year and held
constant throughout the reporting period.

(f) Credit risk management
