The Index is comprised of 500 of the 

largest listed companies in the United States. The 

currency exposure is hedged to the New Zealand 

dollar.

33.68% of Tara's initial $10,000). This gives Tara a total return after tax of $3,010 for the year.

As at 30 September 2024 the fund's exposure to assets denominated in foreign currencies was 99.58%, of 

which 97.08% was hedged. This means the fund's unhedged foreign currency exposure was 2.91% of the 

net asset value of the fund.

Notes
