Pharmaxis provides FDA resubmission for Aridol U.S. marketing application

Pharmaxis (ASX:PXS) today announced that the U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) has acknowledged
receipt of the resubmission of its New Drug Application (NDA) for Aridol™ (mannitol inhalation powder). The
resubmission follows an action letter received from the FDA dated 23 December 2009.

Included in the Pharmaxis resubmission is a safety information update, revised labelling and further
information regarding the Chemistry Manufacturing and Control (CMC).

Dr. Alan Robertson, Pharmaxis’ Chief Executive Officer, said “We believe that this resubmission fully
addresses all of the issues raised in the action letter and we look forward to working with the FDA to

conclude the Aridol NDA”.

The matter is scheduled to complete within 6 months.

Asthma is among the top 10 most commonly cited reasons for consulting a General Practitioner (GP) yet GPs currently
rely upon older tests that are often inaccurate and cumbersome in assessing airway inflammation in patients with
asthma. The easy to administer Aridol test uses a patented formulation of mannitol processed into a breathable powder.
The test requires the patient to inhale increasing doses of Aridol, which causes the airways to narrow and contract. This
process is simply detected by measuring the amount of air a person can exhale in one second. The smaller the dose
required to cause contraction, the more severe the patient’s asthma diagnosis. People without airway inflammation do
not respond to an Aridol challenge test.
