Board composition

The composition of the Board shall be determined in accordance with the following principles and guidelines:

. The Chairman should be an independent non-executive;

. The Board should comprise a majority of independent non-executive Directors; and

. Directors should bring characteristics which allow a mix of qualifications, skills and experience.

Under the Constitution the Chairman has a casting vote in the case of an equality of votes.
The Company complied with the recommendation for the full year.

The composition of the Board is reviewed regularly to ensure the appropriate mix of skills and expertise is present
to facilitate successful strategic direction.

In appointing new members to the Board, consideration is given to the ability of the appointee to contribute to the
ongoing effectiveness of the Board, to exercise sound business judgement, to commit the necessary time to fulfil
the requirements of the role effectively and to contribute to the development of the strategic direction of the
Company.

The independence of the Directors should be regularly assessed by the Board in light of the interests disclosed by
them. Directors are expected to bring their independent views and judgement to the Board and must declare
immediately to the Board any potential or active conflicts of interest.

The Board has established procedures for the selection and appointment of new Directors to the Board in line with
the requirements of the Board Charter to ensure there is a formal and transparent procedure that promotes
confidence and understanding in the process.

The Company Secretary is accountable to the Board, through the Chairman, on corporate governance matters
pertaining to the company secretarial role. All Directors have access to the Company Secretary.

Director Independence

A Director is only to be regarded as independent if the Director is independent of management and free of any
business or other relationship that could materially interfere with or could reasonably be perceived to materially
interfere with the exercise of the Director’s unfettered and independent judgement.

In considering whether a Director is independent, the Board considers guidance on independence set out in
Corporate Governance Recommendation 2.3 (Box 2.3), and other facts, information and circumstances that the
Board considers material.

It
underpins the Company’s commitment to integrity and fair dealing in its business affairs and to a duty of care to all
employees, clients and stakeholders. The code sets out the principles covering appropriate conduct in a variety of
contexts and outlines the minimum standard of behaviour expected from employees.

For the full year, the composition of the committee has comprised three members, all non-executive directors,
majority of whom are independent.

From 1 July 2019 to 25 August 2019, Mr David Franks (Chair and independent non-executive director), Mr Bruce
Hatchman (independent non-executive director) and Mr Mark Jobling (non-executive director) were members of
the Audit Committee.

From 26 August 2019 to the date of this Corporate Governance Statement, Mr David Franks (Chair and
independent non-executive director), Mr Bruce Hatchman (independent non-executive director) and Mr Graham
Baillie (non-executive director) were members of the Audit Committee.

Principle 7: Recognise and manage risk

7.1 The board of a listed entity should: v
(a) have a committee or committees to oversee risk, each of which:
(1) has at least three members, a majority of whom are independent directors; and
(2) is chaired by an independent director; and disclose
(3) the charter of the committee;
(4) the members of the committee; and
(5) as at the end of each reporting period, the number of times the committee met
throughout the period and the individual attendances of the members at those meetings;
or
(b) if it does not have a risk committee or committees that satisfy (a), disclose that fact
and the process it employs for overseeing the entity’s risk management framework.

7.2 The board or committee of the board should: v
(a) review the entity’s risk management framework at least annually to satisfy itself that
it continues to be sound; and
(b) disclose, in relation to each reporting period, whether such a review have taken place

7.3 A listed entity should disclose f
(a) if it has an internal audit function, how the function is structured and what role it
performs; or
(b) if it does not have an internal audit function, that fact and the processes it employs for
evaluating and continually improving the effectiveness of its risk management and internal
control processes.

7.4 A listed entity should disclose whether it has any material exposure to economic, v

environmental and social sustainability risks and if it does, how it manages or intends to
manage those risks.
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Principle 8: Remunerate fairly and responsibly

8.1

The board of a listed entity should:

(a) have a remuneration committee which:

(1) has at least three members, a majority of whom are independent directors; and
(2) is chaired by an independent director; and disclose

(3) the charter of the committee;

(4) the members of the committee; and

(5) as at the end of each reporting period, the number of times the committee met
throughout the period and the individual attendances of the members at those meetings;
or

(b) if it does not have a remuneration committee, disclose that fact and the process it
employs for setting the level and composition of remuneration for directors and senior
executives and ensuring that such remuneration is appropriate and not excessive.

8.2

A listed entity should separately disclose its policies and practices regarding the
remuneration of Non-Executive Directors and the remuneration of Executive Directors
and senior executives

8.3

A listed entity which has an equity-based remuneration scheme should:

(a) have a policy on whether participants are permitted to enter into transactions
(whether through the use of derivatives or otherwise) which limit the economic risk of
participating in the scheme; and

(b) disclose that policy or a summary of it.
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
