(Strike) at two consecutive AGMs.

If a resolution on the Remuneration Report receives a Strike at two consecutive AGMSs, the
Company will be required to put to Shareholders at the second AGM, a resolution on whether
another meeting should be held (within 90 days) at which all Directors (other than the Managing
Director) who were in office at the date of approval of the applicable Directors' Report must stand for
re-election.
