Explanatory Memorandum

Introduction

This Explanatory Memorandum is provided to Shareholders of Mt Isa Metals Limited ABN 59 120 212 017
(Company) to explain the resolution to be put to Shareholders at the Extraordinary General Meeting to be
held at Level 7, Waterfront Place, 1 Eagle Street, Brisbane Qld 4000 on 2 August 2012 commencing at
10.00am (EST/Brisbane time).

The Directors recommend Shareholders read the accompanying Notice of Meeting and this Explanatory
Memorandum in full before making any decision in relation to the resolution.

Terms used in this Explanatory Memorandum are defined in Section 2.
1. Special Resolution One — Approval for Change of Company Name to Orbis Gold Limited

1.1 Rationale for proposed change

The name Mt Isa Metals has served the company well given its original tenement package in the Mount Isa
region of north-west Queensland. However, since mid-2010 the company has shifted its focus beyond
Australia to gold exploration internationally — evidenced by the Company’s significant projects acquired in
Burkina Faso, West Africa. Given this change in focus, the name Mt Isa Metals now leads to confusion as to
the company’s principal activities.

The Board believe the change in name is appropriate to create a greater alignment with its business
strategy, to reset and re-establish market perceptions of the Company and its focus on global gold assets.

The new name ORBIS GOLD LIMITED comes from ORBIS, Latin for “WORLD” and ORB, a spherical body, a
golden globe.

1.2 Requirement for Change in Name

The Corporations Act provides that if a company wants to change its name, it must:
(a) Pass a special resolution (which is a resolution approved by at least 75% of the votes cast by

members who are entitled to vote on a resolution), adopting a new name; and
(b) Make an application to ASIC in the prescribed form in respect of the change in name.

1.3 Effect of Approval of the Resolution

If the special resolution is approved, the Company will lodge an application with ASIC requesting ASIC alter
the details of the Company’s registration status to reflect this change to the Company’s name.

If the proposed name is available ASIC is required to change the Company’s name by altering the details of
the Company’s registration to reflect the change and the change of the name comes into effect when ASIC
alters the details of the Company’s registration. The Company’s ASX code will change to OBS upon the
Company changing its name.

The directors recommend that you vote in favour of this special resolution.

Proxies and Representatives
